Volage-4•i,
very fine character by the way, and played with a
excellence which is positively absolute by Mr, Dae:,a-
port-marks the impression with uneasiness, eant-'
taking his friend aside, exposes to him the true, heast-
less and coquettish character of M'lle Marco, and'
warns him against her fascinations; but Raphael i•a-
apparently under the influence of a spell, and devot•-
himself to the false charmer. He deserts his art,ast
wastes upon her all his time and the little fortanei - -
has accumulated, while she, with her heart not alto-
gether untouched, encourages him that his rivalry
may stimulate the rich Veandore to a matrimont

proposal. In vain his mentor, Volage, remonstratos
with him, essays every appeal, and tries ridicsale
even, to turn him from his hopeless pursuit. .
while the mother, (Mrs. Warren) does all that
she can to the same end, striving to induc'.
him to fix his affections upon Marie, (Miss Av
Graham) a charming orphan whom she has adopted..
But all in vain, the infatuated man persists, and whe' :
M'ile Marco, having effected her object, brings Veae-
dore to the sticking point and casts Raphael off,
crazed with the violence of disappointed passion, he
forgets all manhood in his agonized appeals tothe
coquette's " marble heart.': He resists Volage, who
strives to drag him from her presence, begs, beseeches
and grovels at the feet that spurn him, while her
heart is half relenting. These scenes are of intense
melodramatic power; the unfortunate lover becomes
hysterical, laughs, cries, falls senseless; she thinks
him dead, rushes to him ; he revives, she recovers the
control of her marble heart, and bids him again bet
gone. He leaves her presence with the demeanor of
a man distraught, and the next act brings ns to the
artist's studio, which the haggard-lover enters. It is,
shrouded in black, and a funeral wreath speaks of•-
death ; Marie informs him that the signs of mouar•t•g
are for his mother, whose death his condnct has i•a
doubtedly caused; overstrained nature gIves way :
beneath this last shock and he dies, Marie falling
senseless upon his body. At this moment I'tle
Marco, whose conscience is restless, is announced$
she enters, and Volage, who has been present through
the act, points her to the work of her mable heart;
she turns away in contrition and horror, and the:
inner curtain parting unveils asain the Phidian,
statues of the dead sculptor's dream; they siik--
through the stage, while in the still further baik-
ground is seen rising to heaven the beautiful foinm of
the dead mother.

Mr. Jordan played the heavy part of the Sculptor
very etrectively, and many eyes were wet as he por.
trayed the agony which Raphael is made to suffer ;if
we have a fault to find it is that he died too hard.

Mr. Davenport'sa Volage was, as every one wilt '
agree, quite beyond improvement-perfect. Mis
Boyce, as Mlle Marco, was good, and the Marie, as :
ungracious little part, of Miss A. Graham, wea acted•
better than talked, the intonation of her voice • •ot
being what it should be in every circumstange. :he
by-play of the drama was very well done by Mo• s.
Briggs, Duncan, Wall, Gobay, Mrs.Smith, L. Gra• •
and others, and we should be unjust did we negleet
to mention the singular excellence and beauty of the
statue personation of the Misses Gale and Mise
Jackson.
