atelyaiscussed. With many of the poditions, state-
meets and arguments of the writer, we fully Concur.
and would, also, probably concur with some of his
codclusions were we blessed with sanguine tempera
ments. But, looking calmly at the past and the pre-
sent, we must confess to a lamentable lack of confi-
dence regarding the future.
The writer's preliminary observations are very

good, if not unanswerable. Much, far too much, has
been sacrificed on the altar of party-and men have
yielded sacred constitutional rights to further partisan
ohjects,"thich yielding has only led to fresh and more
dangerous encroachments, when if fighting had been
made the nlternative at the outset, we would not
have been called upon to yield anything of value,
either first or last. It is strictly true, to use the
words of the writer, that-" The South has, at various

periods during the last thirty years, sacrificed her con-

stitutional rights, surrendered her independence, and
actually bartered her equality in the Union for the

purpose of preserving the integrity of party, and
every concession she has made has but prepared the

wayfor further demands." There are no means of dis-

puting the verity of these statements. But for the

South the Democratic party would have been beaten

time and again within the last thirty years. Her
steadfast fIdelityhas been the rock which sustained

it; and for this fidelity-this stern adherence to what

was deemed principle-it would seem that the party
should have rewarded her in some way or other-
should at least have prevented invasions upon her
constitutional prerogatives. Yet, what has been the
result ? Let incontrovertible, historical truths, answer.
Thirty years ago the South was in a position to
compel respect to her lawful rights. She controlled
both the Senate and the House of Representatives-
Now, she is in a powerless minority in both branches
of the legislative department of the Federal Govern-
ment-for the sake of peace she has comprised and
compromised, and bartered and bartered, until she
has little or nothing to compromise or barter, except
the life-blood of her institutions and her independence
in the confederacy-and every compromise and every
barter, has only brought in its train renewed aggres.
siuns, additional insults, withering contumely, and
boastful threats that the war should not cease until
the " footstep of a slave should not pollute the soil of
the North American Continent." All this is mortify-
ingly true; and cannot, and will not be disputed, by
any man possessing a reputation worth the smallest
effort to preserve.

We do not make these remarks in a partisan spirit
We have no reflections to cast upon the Democratic,
or any other party; for when we speak of Southern
questions, we speak exclusively as Southern men,
without regard to this, that, or the other political or-
ganization. We think it our duty to occasionally
point to the position the South once occupied, and to
the position she sore occupies, in order to bring the
difference between the two positions broadly before
the public, in the hope that the humilidting contrast
may set our people toreflecting. That is all.

We have not room to follow the writer in all his
objections to party fealty, when that fealty redounds
to the damage of our section. The subjoined is for-
cible and well put : "Upon all national questions
within the sanction of the Constitution it is right and
proper to act with a national party, but whenever
fealty to'party conflicts with loyalty to one's State
and its institutions, the former being secondary and
subordinate should yield to the latter, which com-
mands the first, and highest duty of the citizen."

And so is the following, based on the assumption
that the Territories-the common property of the
whole Union-are hereafter to be held as the exclu-
sive dominions of the Freesoilers :

By monopolizin~ the Territories they (Seward &
Co.) can noon control tie action of Cngross--mn ke
that body unlimited in its jurisdiction and absolule in
its power. They will then revolutionize the character
of the Government by provincializing the States.
Executive patronage will become unbounded, the
Federal Judiciary will extend its power until state-
tribunals dwindle into petty courts, for the trial of
"smaIl and mean causes." State sovereignty and
State rights will be regarded as mere by-words of de-
rision for describing exploded heresies. State nflices
and honors will no longer satisfy the ambition of as-
piring men, but the most circumscribed and transient
popularity will seek its reward in Federal dignities
and distinctions. Washington will become the sole
fountain of promotion, and the dispensation of ilvor
belong to the Black Republicans. With such Iluatics
in possession of power our condition will indeed be
r, ndersd miserable. We sharll become mere " hewers
of wood and drawers of water"--furnishing from iour
fields all the expenses of the Government, and re-
ceiving scarcely any or ite blessinrgs in return. Slivery
will not be destroyed, but made to hear the most
grievous burthens and pay heavy tribute to Northern
commerce.rt W knov of n verv intelliantl, man in thi.: •,•1•[We know of a very intelligent man in this State
who says he etpects to live to see the day when an
excise, or some other tax, of ten dollars per bale on
cotton, and twenty dollars per hogshead on sugar,
will be levied directly for the support of the Federal
Government, besides tariff taxes, etc., which will
throw almost the whole burthens of the Government
upon the South. We don't agree with him fully, but
when Mr. Seward becomes President, and the Black
Republicans control Congress, and the Supreme Court
Is thoroughly freesoilized, there is no telling what will
not be done. There are less than four hundred thou
sand slaveboldere in the South, men, women and
children, and the number is diminishing instead of
increasing.]

We will now proceed to quote the plan proposed by
the correspondent of the iercury, to obviate the con-
tingencies above nalluded to. It has the merit of
originality, and is otherwise worthy consideration :

Let the Southern members of Congress meet and
agree upon a platform, declaring in thle plainest and
ofullest manlier the constitutional rights of the South,

and pledge themselves solemnly each to the other, to
affiliate with noparty, aed support no man for oilice,
except on an nquinlified endorsement of this irlt-
fsrm. Such a course will he heartily applroved ty
their constituencies. Let them recommend to the
Southern people to supportt the nominees of the
Democratic party only on condition that iot conven.
tion at Clorlaeston colforms to this requirement inl the
platform of principles it shall adopt. let them say
to th the South in tie lilguage of Senator Davis, of Mis-
s tssipli, in his recent spleech at Jacksrn, " if we are
defeated then, and a Black Republican is elected
President, it is your duty to provide tier your safety
outside ot a Uniun with those who have already shown
the will, end would Irve rcquired the pomwer, to de
prive you of your birthright and to reduce you tr
worse thao tle colonial detpendence of your fthiler."
If the convention at Charldeston, however, rhumd re-
fuse to coocur in their propilsitiou, let the South
nominate a candidate for herself.

There Wlrrld
consequoently re no Vice-President rrchose by tile l-Ice-
toratl Gllege, ind as to tile electiou of this ollicer by
the Senate, " two-thirds of tile whole ilulerr of
Senators," is nercesary. Tihe eleetrio of ai obnlxious
Vice-President can also be prevented by a nrr-aRt-
tendance of its Southern embels. iFor suchrb a Coll
tingeney as wonld thus Ie produceid, there is io ,pro-
v iou in the Constitutlor. Thle tGoviernment wouldr
be destroyedy, ijoo fto, ir the present Administration
continued in oflire unlil our ceoi'licsshould cousenlt to
grant us all we aok. Such a coulrse would, in the
end, perhaps, result ill u reorganizatior of the )emi-
ocratit party uprlu a higher basis and perpetuaite its
power fer fipy years to come. It ligh•l erventualte
in a dissolution of the IUnion, but tiy rlher courser
I feel assured, would certainly preciptlate that catas-
trophe.

As you will perceive, I do not make war upoa the
Administration of the I)emcratic prty cosave by dis-
trusting their power to protect us. i do hot arlurcael
the establishment of " Southeri Iligts Assocriations"
or ' Pro-Slavery Leaguer," orC lig btelore anythingl
suhstaatial Is accoplin•sted by them they fall nto di-
visions or become the instrumenelts of ambitious menr
for their own uelish purpolses. I amn convinced that
any efficient plan for our redemption mrst begin at
Washingtuon ith our Representatives there. It is
those Bring uaon the mountain top who discover the
danger nd give warniig to the valley below. Tile
senthlel upon the watch tower Slost souinds to arTms.
Let our delegates take thIe initiatory step, and there is
little doubt but that the whole routh will promptly
rally to their uupport.m

I have thus nastily outlined the course which has
suggested itself to me as mot pIroper " under Irer
ent circumstanes." Tlhese opinions may be errone-
ouson, but they have at least the merit of sincerity.

The above plan might be considered very good, if

it were perfectly practicable. But is it practicable?-
We think not. Let us see, supposing the election
went into the House of Representatives Delaware

would certainly go into the election. So would Mary-
land and Missouri,and in all human probability, Ken-
tacky. We doubt whether Virginia could he kept
out, for Virginia loves the honors and emoluments of

place and power dearly. Add these five slave States
to the nineteen free States, assuming that Kansas and

twenty-four States prepared to go into the election,
against ten unprepared slave States. Let the old Do-
minion take the other tack, as she ought, and still

there would he the requisite two-thirds as provided by
the Constitution. So the plan of the Mercury's cor"

What next? Come on with your propositions. In

a multitude of counsellors there may be wisdom. We
are not disunionists-we would stand by the Union at
every hazard, save the sacrifice of the dearest rights of
our own section. We would rejoice to see both pre-
served.

WASHINGTON CORRESPONDENCE.

WAsurnorto, Dec. 21, 15e,
Speclal to the New Orleans Crescent.]

Senator Slidell, noticing the article in the Crescent
of the 11th, comes out in a card in Sunday morning's
Union, and denies that he said Senator I)ouglas's
slaves were badly treated, and concludes with the as-
sertion that Douglas has authorized and countenanced
anonymous attacks upon him. We may expect a tart
reply to this from the great Illinoisan. Indeed, the
public anxiously await his arrival for more important
reasons than the afftir with SenatorSlidell. Until he
rises in the Senate, the session will be void not only
of excitement but of any vital interest. The affairsin
Central America seem doomed to sleep until he
awakes them.

The Paris correspondent of the Liverpool Times,
writes on the slt December, that a battalion of in-
fantry and three batteries of artillery, with horses and
equipments complete for service,will embark at Toulon
immediately for the coast of Central America, and
we hear from Chinendaga, under date October 30th
that a British Company, having resolved to construct
the Honduras Railway, Her Majesty's Government re-
garded it as under its care and directed all the British
agents in Central America to favor and protect it
with all the means in their power. Furthermore, we
learn that Mr. Felix Belly will submitto tile venerable
Baron Humboldt tile decision reached by the com-
mittee of the Nicaragua Canhl, and will olffr him the
honorary Presidency of the International Canal Com-
pany. Belly will also secure the good will of the King
of Holland for this canal. It is evident therefor e that
foreign powers are already in advance of us in regard
to the momentous interests connected with Central
America, and hence the imminent need of a states-
man of the first order of ability and second to none in
energy to take this matter out of the palsied hands of
a slothful and undecided Administration.

Something more is needed and specified than the
abrogation of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty-a prompt,
decisive, unequivocal line of policy. The first may be
looked for any day ; the latter it is to be feared, will.
be looked for in vain from a Government which has
hitherto proved, outside of Utah and Paraguay, as
belligerent in words as imbecile in action. And yet
this very promptitude would do more to sustain the
failing and disintegrating Democracy than any or
all other measures. If it has been decided by the
Administration that some new and startling element
Inmst be infused in the political cauldron to coounter-
act Douglasirm, why wait for him ? Is it true that be
alone, of all our puiblic men, is capable of stirring and
inspiring the whole country?

The Crittenden meeting, mentioned in my last, ad-
journed to meet again shortly, at which time a more
definite indication of the policy of the opposition and
the men to represent it may be expected. " Nation-
ality, oplposition to parties organized with reference
to geographical limits, and devotion to the Union,"
appear to be the watchwords of the coalition. The
National Era of this city opposes what it calls " this
second attempt to set up the Republican party for
sale," and advises the Republican party to "set its
face as a flint against tile attemptrs to tamicer with its
principles orseduce it into a corrupt coalition." The
Democrats see in tile " fusion" nothing more than " a
union for the sake of tile spoils." It is apparent that
a large part of the Republican party will resist any
tihing like union upon tany terms with the Americans
the disposition being to run Fremont or a Fremont
rlan upon the basis of squatter sovereignty, the elec-
tion of Territorial oflicers by the people, a sell support.
