BILLS INTRODUCED.
By Mr. Mason: Joint resolution granting further

time to the creditors of Texas to present their claims
at the Treasury.

[( 'his joint resolution simply provides for a further
extension of the time until the 1st day of January,
1802.]

IBy Mr. Wilson : Bill to appropriate one million of
acres of the public lands of the United States for the
benefit of free public schools in the District of Co-
lumbia.

By Mr. Ward : Joint resolution to provide for the
payment of certain volunteer troops called into ser-
vice by the Governor of the State of Texas for the
protection of the frontier of said State, and to reim-
burse said State for the amount advanced by her on
account thereof.

Air. Hale solubmitted the following resolution :
Reso'red. That the Committee on Naval Affairs be

instructed to inquire and report to the Senate, what
action, if any, should be taken by Congress to mani-
fest the appreciation by the country of the gallant
and meritorious services of Captain Charles Stewart,
of the United States navy, the oldest captain in the
service, and who was displaced irom his position on
the active list biy the late naval retiring board.

Some objection was made to the latter clause of the
resolution, which seemed like a reflection upon the
retiring board ; and Mr. H. modified the resolution
by striking out all after the word" navy." The qoes.
ion lbeing taken it was then agreed to.

Mr. Brown, by unanimous consent, introduced the
following joint resolution authorizing the Presidentof
the United States to confer the title of admiral by
brevet for eminent services:

Resolved, $"c., That the grade of admiral be, and
the same is hereby, established in the navy or the
United States, in order that when, in tire opinion of
the President and Senate, it shall be deemed proper
to acknowledge eminent services of a captain in the
navy, tie grade of admiral may be specially conferred
by brevet, and by brevet only, to take rank from the
date of such service or services ; Provided, however,
Tfhat when the raid grade of admiral by brevet shall
have once been filled, and have become vacant, this
joint resolution shall thereafter expire and be of no
avail.

Mr. B. asked that this joint resolution might be im-
mediately put on its passage. He thought it would
be a most appropriate recognition of the services of
the oldest officer of the navy, who, as all agree, has
been harshly treated ; and it would give the Presi-
dent an opportunity at once to nominate him to the
Senate as admiral. It would be seen that the opera-
tion of the joint resolution was limited to the lifetime
uf a single moan, and he trusted there would be no
objectioi to it.

Mr. Fessenden objected to the consideration of the
joint resolution at this time. He did not know that
he should oppose the proposition, but he thought itshould be maturely considered and go through the
ordinary forms of legislation.

The joint resolution was then referred to the Com-
mitteeou Naval Affairs.

Tihe Senate soon after adjourned.
lHouse.-The Speaker stated the business first in

order to be the consideration of the bill granting
pensions to the offi -ers and soldiers of the war with
Great Britain of 1812, and those engaged in Indian
wars during that period; the question being on the
passage of the bill as amended by the adoption of the
substitute proposed by Mr. Savage, of Tennessee.

Tie bill passed by a vote of 1t0 to 73.
Mr. Phelps, of Missouri, plroposed to move that the

House co into Committee of the Whole on the state
of the Union, but before that motion should be putlie desired to have an order made that when tile
House shall consider the Pension Appropriation bill
and tie Military Academy bill the debate shall be
coulined to the subject matter under consideration.
When these two bills should be disposed of, he pro-
posed to call up the President's annual message, on
wiich the ordinary debate could proceed.

Objection was made to the order Mr. Phelps desired
to make ; and the question being taken on the mo-
tion to go into Committee of the Whole, it was
agreed to.

Mr. Phelps then moved that the committee take up
the bill making appropriations for the payment oa
invalid and other pensions of the Unlted States for
the )ear ending June 30, 1860 ; which motion was
agreed to.

The bill was then read a first time and reported for
amendment.

Mr. Phelps explained that the amount appropriated
by the bill was $532,000, that amount being requirerd,
together with the unexpended balances, for tile pay-
ment of these pensions. It excluded the approprira
tiou of last year $x2,500, because there was at that
time a larger amount of unexpended money on hand,
and the pension list had been increased.

The bill was then laid aside to be reported to the
House, with a recommendation that it do pass.

On motion of Mr. Phelps, the House next took up
the bill making appropriations for tile support of the
Military Academy for tile year ending June 30,1860.

Mr. Phelps stated that the gross amount appropri-
ated at tihe last session was $169,386. The amount
embraced in the bill inder consideration was $180,
684. So far as the pay of the officers was concerned,
and the apiropriation or the support of the cadets
together with the small military three kept there, no
more was nllpropriate d than was requisite to carry on
that institution.

Mr. Stanton, of Ohio, found that the estimates for
the current year were $116,000; the estinumates fir
the coraing year amounted to $122,000, and the bill
aplpropriated $17,,00I0.

Mr. Phelps called tile attention of the gentleman to
thle fact that the last Military Academy appropriation
bill included special objects, which made the amount
$16(9,I000. On mnotion, the bill was laid aside to be
repolr ltdo o tie House.

Mir. Comins, of Miassachusetts, had found no recom-
mendation in the message of the President to Con
grers to do its duty to American citizens who had
claims upon their own Government. The President
was extremely solicitous that Congress should reim-
burse Spanish citizeus for losses sustained ; that un
just duties exacted from American vessels by various
custom-houses in Cuba, should be lepaid; that, in
order to get justice for American citizens, lie would
place ia protectorate over Mexico, but be had nothling
to say upon the delinquency of our own Government
-- upon thie neglect of Congress to do justice to the
claims of Arnleicnn citizens. Not caring to discus
tile topics of the message, he proceeded at length t
urge the merits of the claim of Nathaniel and Benjs
min Goddard, upon which an unfavorable report ha
been made by the committee.

Al'ter discussion upon various subjects, the commit
Stee rose and reported to the House, and under the op
i ration of the previous question, the Invalid Pensio
iapipropriatior n bill and the Military Academy appri
priation bill were severally read a thiyd time an
passed.

A PonsoN TREL-Mr. C. Thompson, of West Geor-
gia, Vt., writes the following accont of a remarkable-
case of poisoning, to the St. Athelbans Messenger. It
will be interesting to botanists and medical men, and
may serve as a caution to persons who meet with this
poison shrub :

Mr. A. B. Squares and H. G. Williams, while passing
through a swamp in the north-west part of the town
of Milton, on Saturday, Nov. 18, discovered a quan-
tity of shrub known by the name of Poison Sumac,
and being unacquainted with the tree, curiosity led
them to bring home a piece of this dangerous wood,
for the purpose of ascertaining its nature, in which
one of the men (Williams) succeeded to his sorrow.
By Sabbath morning, this little piece of wood had

become the wonder and terror of the place. M. H,
Seward, of Fairfax, who had handled the war-lile
club, was found to be very badly poisoned; this pre-
vented others from exposing themselves. Mr. Wil-
liams, being the one who brought the stick from the
swamp, was also taken ill on Monday, though he had
not handled the tree without gloves. It is supposed
he took the poison from the gloves with which he
handled the sumac.

These two young men had to endure a week of
intense suffering, and were so badly swollenand dis-
figured by eruptions of the skin, that their best friends
would not have known them; and though they have
got along exceedingly well under the skillful treat-
ment of Dr. H. O. Bartlett, they are not yet free from
the effects of this seemingly dreadful poison.
Two or three others, who examined the sumac on

Saturday evening, were more or less poisoned.
This real live Upas-Tree resembles the common

sumac, but has less top and is minus the red berries.
Doct. Hathaway, of Checkerbery, has had several

cases of this dreadful disease, some of which
were so inveterate as to require burning out with ni-
trate of silver, though I believe a solution of the asce-
tate of lead is generally effectual.

A DEER CUASa.-Our friend D. B. Cooke,residing
at Cleaverville, about four miles south of this city,
owns a beautiful deer, now nearly full grown, which
lhas the free run of his premises and the groves adja-
cent to Glenwood Place, and is an admired favorite
in that region. On Sunday afternoon last, as the
deer was quietly browsing among the shrubbaery with-
out the enclosure, a couple of keen-scented hounds,
chancing to strike its trail, though they had come
out tor other game, opened in tuli cry, at hearing
w•ich Sir Deer struck an attitude, listened and was
then offlikean arrow, the dogs in full pursuit. The
opportunity was given to a few lookers-on they will
never prolbably enjoy again, of seeing a deer chaae.
Thlc startled animal took a wide circuit through

the woods in the vicinity of the Reform School, the
staunch dogs pressing it hard, when the fugitive
crossed the railroad track, and believing itself in im-
mient peril, as it doubtless was, it deliberately
shipped its endangered venison for some other port,
striking boldly in the lake, the baoffed dogs hoawling
and baying along the shore, the while the deer was
putting out under a full head of steam, as if bound
direct for St. Joseph. Mr. Cooke and one or two
other gentlemen went to the shore and called off the
dogs, the deer at the time seeming a mere speck at
least two miles from shore. Upon the removalof the
dogs, and perhaps getting sick of voyaging, or recog-
nizing its friend and patron, or both, it came ashore
not far from where it embarked, and was taken
charge of by its owner, not the worse for Its perils or
achievements. IChicago Tribune.
