Without any marked change in the general money
market, the calls on the banks have materially in-
creased this week. The offerings for discomnt to-day
in all were five hundred and lifty-five thosoand dol-
lars direct, and side offerings sends the amount up to
$600,000, very little of which was refused, say in all
$30,000. On the street the transactions were on a
limited scale. There was some paper offering, which
was not taken, buyers views not agreeing with sell-
ers. The sunpply of capital is, however free, but at
this particular time of the year lenders and buyers
hold at hilgher figures, premising that the fourth of
January enhances the wants of the public. The
hanks, however, are in a condition to grant every call
on paper maturing inside of ninety days, provided it
has a locality and some slight regard for punctuality
and soundness.

The great fulcrum of trade to-day, exchange, was
dull, of which downward tendency we noted in our
last. For foreign bills the market opened languidly,
moved along heavily, and closed flatly. Clear Sterl-
ing receded to 1008 @ 1034 and 105•, which were the
dealers offers without caring to invest. Bills with
documents 1071 1 1071 and 108. Towards the close
of business buyers evinced no desire to purchase un-
less under their own views, which would be an aver-
age decline from the commencement of the week
of fully 4 54 cent. Francs heavy, though offerings
were limited. The purchases of cotton for France
are about over--that is, to a large extent. The best
bills on Paris direct were obtainable at 5.20--extreme
range, which covers all points, 5.261 @ 5.20. Domes-
tic funds, with the exception of sight funds on New
York, partook of the stagnancy. The counter rate
at the Ibanks for checks was 4 54 cent., at which
figure $225,000 were taken. Outside rates ruled from
( @ 0 discount. An abundance of favorite names

were to be had at 1. Sixty days sight heavy. Double
Al drawers held at 11, and several round amounts of
Al commefeial bills were offered at t14 1I. About
$200,000 were taken at 11 @ t1, and some at 1I dis-
count. As there was some inquiry where large sums
of sixty days on New York can be disposed of, we
have only to say the Ajax can take from a quarter to
a half million at from 14 @ 2 V cent. discount. The
President of the Ajax thinks it is no use to work for
nothing, as his stockholders might complain. He is
flush, and desirous to operate, but won't work for the
fun of it.

Proposals for the purchase of 120 bonds at $1,000
each of City Consolidated Bonds will be received by
the Commissioners of the Consolidated Debt at their
office, City Hall, until 12 o'clock noon to-morrow,
Dec. 30. These bonds are redeemable in 1892, draw-
ing 6 per cent. per annum interest, with coupons at-
tached, and will be issued in conformity to the 37th
section of the act consolidating the city of New Or-
leans. Of course, it is unnecessary for us to repeat
that the interest on these bonds is provided for yearly,
before any other legislation can be considered by the
City Council ; that the security of the city is ample
and, in fact, there is no better investment for those
who have money than these and other bonds of the
City of New Orleans. The city authorities are re-
stricted by Legislative acts from enhancing the debt
of the city beyond a certain amount. Capitalists
will do well to send in their proposals (if not already)
to-morrow morning.
The question is often caked, "what is cheap money ?"
Money may be dear here at 108 cents 3 dollar or 6

54 cent. d annum, and cheap in Mississippi at 110 or
10 4 cent. 04 annum. Money is a drug with the
owners thereof in New York at 10 4 @ 105 or 4 @ 5
43 cent. 4 annum, and with money worth no more
than these figures, the banking institutions of that
city continue to increase their loans, expand dis-
counts, and are laying the foundation of another
panic. Though they do not manufacture bank notes
ad libitum, they have a kind of bastard currency, in
the shape of certified checks, which in reality is very
little better to an endless issue of bank notes. New
Yorkers, for ought all we care, may increase their
debts, expand their liabilities to hundreds of millions
if they would only contrive a plan, when pay day
and panic comes round, not to be so blended and in-
terwoven with other great commercial and fluancial
centers s to cause their weakness and over-trading ;
perhaps apparent insolvency, to react and redound on
sound and solvent communities. We consider that
the panic of 1057 in New Orleans w brought about
by the intimacy and connection with New York. It
is fortunate that the strong force of public opinion is
against an enlarged basis of circulation of bank cur-
rency or issues, or the banks of New York mnight
have a dollar in actual bank paper out for each dollar
of coin they now hold in their vault. The certilied
cheek system is almost as pernicious, as it is known
that thousands of dollars, yea, tihe amount reaches
millions sonime days, of checks certified at the fifty-
four banko in that city, many of which iare drawn
and certified without any fiunds being on deposit.
This is drawing what may be considered largely on
confidence and faith. Many of our readers wonder
how the circulation of the lanks of New York city is
restrained within the figures of seven or eight ulil-
lions, when it is well known that there is actually
not one-half the coin in circulation in the entire State
that there is in this city. This deficiency of circula-
tion is supplied in large transactions by tie certiied
check molducs oprndi, and for small or less transac-
tions by the endless issues of the hundredsi f hanks
located in the country, ay the State of New York
and the New England States ; and with all the wis-
dom, shrewdness and intelligence whichl are allwed
to New York tinanlliers and bankers, if a panic was
to rise, even after ten days premuonitory symptoms,
the depositors of tilthe banks couldl again force ttheli
into sossneulion.

The question of a Clearing-tHoue has been agi-
tated or proposed in this good city of our. We can-
not see the object deoired. We have only eleven
banks, and there is no probability of any increae ill
number for at least the conming tenl years. Tlhough
oonpetition in ,banking like comnpetition in all trades,
is just and proper, there is no iroun for lmre bianks.
And for what purpose a Clearing-Ho-use is suggested
is diflicult to divine. Every bank would require a
settling clerk in addition to the exchange or runner
clerk as noIw constituted ; ant} perllaps sollle little
inconvenience in days of heavy b.llances may Ibe
avoided. We hope, lhowever, no one in particulir
has it vacant builditng that might answer for the pur-

pose and for walich a good round rent may be ob-
tained. Nor do we suppose there are many plersons
desirous of new offices. A Clearing-House, it is said,
exhibits the weaknless of ito members and has great
control over the mnoveents of the members of the
Association. Yet it did not prevent the New York
banks from suspending payment in 1857. Our Board
of Currency is oauticiently clearing for our banks anld
tihe imaintenane of a sound anlld solid currenlly. It
could clear out anfdouibtful bank in about two days.

The accounts froma the Nest are more ftvorable,
excepting in the Northwest, where nloney contines
in request at the rate of :1 5 0', cent. `• nmduth.
The last Cincinnati Price Current remarks on that
mnarket as follows :

Since the date of our last weekly review, between
live and six hundred thousand dollars in currency has
been witllhdawn front the banks and locked iutl in tile
Treasurer's oflice, ot n count of taxes. As a conse-
qoetlve, tile nloney tarlket has been liore stritgent,
and Monday anid yesterday, partieiuarly,the discount
houses were unalile to take froml their customers all
the good paper olltered. At the close, however, cur.
rency was found to be in better suptly. The day's
iusiness with several bankers showed it considenable
gain, which was unexpected, and this caused anll im-

troved feelintg. About $350,000 of the funds re-
ceived by the Treasurer will be paid over to the city
at once, and this amount will, al a day or two, be
added to thtIe deposit accounts on Third street. A
gradual iniprovement in the discount market may,
tltretnore, be expected from this time forward, until
matters relapse into the easy condition from which
they were temporarily forced by the operations of the
new Treasury system. Outside rates of interest have
been in favor of lendelr, but the supply of good paper
in the hands of note brokers was not large, at any
time during the week, and it promises to become
quite as scarce, soon after the first of January, if not
earlier, as it has been for thie nost part since the
commencement of the fall trade. We quote bank
rates 10 Q 12 t$ tent., and street rates 12 @ 18 3:
cent. for good paper.

E osen exchange has been re daring theweek
and buying sates are slightly higher than an Iast
Tuesday, lant the premlum on bankenr' cheebo has
not vdared.
