Thus Taylor and Maury exhibit the original
painting of Herring's Village Blacksmith, while Philip
has a regular bijon art gallery. No charge is made
for these exhibitions.

Yesterday, both Houses adjourned over to the 4th
of January, wisely thinking that the less legislation
the better for the country. Yet it would have been
'decent to have consulted the country on this point.
What other servants in the world take ten days holi-
day when they please, without saying so much as
" by yourleave" to their masters, and without con.
senting to a deduction in wages?
Iast night the hotels were deserted. From the

United States to Willard's, your correspondent wan-
dered vainly in quest of somebody to take a drink
with him. The concertina players, the harpers, the
fiddlers, the organ grinders, the venders of tooth-
pioks and Heralds and Forney's Presses, wore a woe-
begone aspect. Speaking of organs, your local editor
ought to comp to Washington if he wanltto organize
a really tuneful item. Since the days when music
melted rocks and splitted cabbages, the like of wan-
dering ministrels now visible was never seen in this
nor any other city.

When the Senate meets again it will be in the new
chamber.' The old Senate chamber will be used by
the Supreme Court, the old ball of the House will be
converted into a book depot. Thislast, I imagine,
will be a temporary arrangement. It would make a
grand library.
I have taken pains to inquire into the political con-

sultation, (said to be in behalf of Crittenden,) held
last week, and can assure you that it is a more serious
affair than was at first supposed. The consultation was
held In pursuance of an agreement entered into last
summer at one of the Virginia Springs by a number
of prominent paliticians from various parts of the
Union, but'mainly, I believe, from the South. As yet
no presidential candidate has been decided upon, nor
any fixed platform. But it is certain that a vigorous,
well-designed effort is being made toward the forma-
tion of a new party, conservative in its character, in-
imical alike to Democracy and Black Republicanism,
and so constituted asto embrace within its organiza-
tionthe best men of the whole country. At the next
meeting, the purport and aim of this movement will
be pubilshed under the sanction of names so numer-
ons and of such'established worth and dignity, as to
attract the mention and inspire the confidence of the
entire Republic.

While free to confess my doubts of the success of
any embryo movement, I am inclined to look hope-
fully upon this. In the present disintegrated condi-
tion of every party, and in the unsettled and
dissatisfied state of the popular mind, the existence
of a new party is urgently indicated. Properly con-
strncted,as from present appearances this new organi-
zation will be, it cannot fail of dimensions so respect-
able as to justify the attempt at securing the control
of the government in 1800.

It is settled that its leader shall be a Southern man.
But the chances are no morein favor of Crittenden
than other men of like qualifications. Indeed, the
probilities look to some younger and more, active
statesman, The charge of senility, preferred with so
much justice against the present Administration,
while it would not apply to a cabihet selected by the
gentleman above mentioned, is one of too recent and
too significant import to be lightly esteemed by a
partyjust struggling into existence.
You have beard that the last remaining link in

the otherwise complete chain of railways between
New York and New Orleans-the extension of the
Orange and Alexandria road from Charlottesville to
Lynchburg-will be finished by the 1st of September,
1859. I have it from one of the Directors, that the
force on the extension will be increased to one thou-
sand hands, and that the connection will be certainly
made at the time designated. This link completed,
and the road extended from Alexandria across the
Potomac, by way of the Long Bridge, (a resolution
to this effect was yesterday introduced in the House
by Gov. Smith of Va., and appropriately referred,)
to the Baltimore depot in this city, will make the line
literally an unbroken one, and, I fondly hope, expe-
dite and regulate the mails from your city, which
continue to come once in three days.
Your renders have learned by telegraph of the pas-

sage in the House of the Old Soldier's bill, as it is
called, and of its liberal provisions. Its success so far
Is attributable in good part to the energy and tact of
Colonel Savag%, of Tennessee, to whose charge it was
entrusted. Much was done, however, by the co-oper-
ation of gentlemen in the tariff interest. Whatever
increases the expenditures of the Government will
tend to ensure the success of the tariff measures es-
poused by Mr. Buchanan, and with greater ardor by
both the Democrats and Republicans of the North.
By reference to the vote you will see that ir. Taylor
alone, of the Louislana delegation, voted against the
bill. Mr. Eustis, I learn, had paired off. The many
citizens of New Orleans and its vicinity who are in-
terested in this matter should not be too sanguine.
The very means which conduced to its socceos in the
House will operate to defeat it in the Senate, viz:
the tariff measures just alluded to, and which are as
much dreaded by the Democratic Senate as desiroed
by the mongrel House. Yet there are numberless
Presidential aspirants in thie Senate, and this is the
tickliab season with them. Should a majorityofthem,
under fear of exciting the popular odium, vote for It,
it will pass. This, I candidly think, it ia only ~ c
and nor very orhitgoen has been

said about Buchanson's vetoing it, but of this there is
no probability. Yesterday, on motiono of Mr. Taylor,
of your State, the Committee of Ways and Mieans was
Instructed toinquire into the expedienocy of repealing
so much of the law s as authorizes the debasing of half
dollars and other smull rcoins, and the reception of the
same as a legal tender in sums not exceeding five dol-
lars. He also introduced a bill authoriziong the State
of Louisiana to impose tunnage doties for the im-
provement of the river and channel.

The reported capture of Tamplco, now denied, has
greatly roused the electric thrillers of the newspapers,
the sensation correspondents. They say it is but the
prelude to the full unfolding of a long meditated plot
of Napoleon against the peace and dignity of this Re.
public, as connected with Central American interests;
they predict a terrible "lifting of the veil." As it
avails very little to attempt to dodge the' lightning,
the country had perhaps better keep quiet, and wait
for the electric thrill. Let it come; who's afraid ?

As I have before stated, Douglas will see to this
business. The Administrationistsexpect that his soli-
citude in behalf of Central America is merely a bid
for Southern favor, and congratulate themselves that
he has been forestalled by the reading of the message
" four hours before the delivery of his New Orleans
speech"?' But Mr. Buchanan's anxiety for re-uomina-
tion will forever disable him from taking any decided
step. Apropoy of Douglas, we ind Senator Jones of
Iowa giving him the lie in a letter published in yes-
terday's Star. I am no admirer of Mr. Douglas, but I

dislike to see any man doubled and quadrupled upon,
nor do I relish epistolary valor directed at ans enemy
a thousand miles off--i. e.Havana, where Douglas now

is. As in 1842, so now we'are running the Govern-

ment on credit. Hence the boldness of Mr. Branch in
proposing to lend the President a million of dollars to

conclude a treaty with Spain, settle all diffioulties sand
to buy Cnba-yes; with an entire million of dollars.

This is sending a boy todo a man's work with a ven-
geance.

For the first time in the history of the country, a
Roman Catholic priest on yesterday, dressed all in
cassock and surplice, read prayers out of a breviary to
the Senate.

United States Senatorship.

The Richmond (Madison Parish) Journal-a staunch
and influential Democratic paper-flies at its mast
head the name of Hon. William S. Parham as can-
didate for United States Senator to succeed Mr. Ben-
jamin.

LorrstaNa SNavoR.-Last week we published an
able article from the Vicksburg Southern Sun, urging
the claims of the Hon Wm. S. Parham,of this parish,
as a candidate for United States Senator. The abh
sence of the editor from home during all of that
week, prevented aus from accompanying that article
with appropriate comments. It is now certain that
the friends of Mr. Parham will urge his name this
winter as a candidate for the Senate. The position,
claims and talents of Mr. P. will command the earn-
eat and candid consideration of every Democrat in
the State. Our' opinion of his qualifcations and fit-
ness for the station has been so often and so clearly
expressed in these columns, that it is useless for as to
reiterate it now. All acknowledge Mr. P. to stand
in the front rank of Louisiana statesmen, and his
position in this portion of the State gives him at this
time peculiar claim upon tthe Democracy of Louis-
iana.

For Mr. Benjamin as a man we have the highest
respect, and his brilliant career as a Senator has not
only reflected honor upon his own name but oponthat
of his State. But we must be excused for sayingthat
we think Louisiana has conferred honors upon Mr.
Benjamin, commensurate with his deserts-besides
the city of New Orleans has had both of theoUsited
Senators long enough. The claims of the Democracy
of north Louisiana in this particular cannot be longer
deferred.

The Hon. Henry Gray is a gentleman of a very
high order of talents and is deserving of the highest
honors which the Democracy of the State can confer
upon him. If he should be chosen over Mr. Parham,
we cheerfully submit to the will of the majority.

Gen. Sandidge, the able representative in Congress
from the 4th District, has a host of admirers and
friends, many of whom would be glad to see him
clothed with the Senatorial robe. But we thiekboth
the General and his Iriends will be abundantly satis-
fled with his retaining his present position for atleast
a few years to come.

From every portion of the State, we receive the
most encouraging accounts of the prospects o"Mr.
Parhbam. Should there bea fair, open and manly con.
test-free from all unfair influences-we have little
doubt of his triumphant success. But should ie be
defeated in such a contest, neither Mr. Parham or his
friends will murmur at the result.

Senators Douglas Rand Jones.

The Galena Courier asserted sometime ago that the
enemies of Senator Douglas had charged him in se-
curing the Illinois Central Railroad grant, as uavyig
sacrificed the interests of Galena. The Courier also
affirms 

" 
that General Jones had it in his power to

defeat the measure which has made Illinois wtatshe
is to-day-one of the first States in the Union" On
the strength of these declarations by the Courier,
Mr. Douglas addressed; alletter to Mr. Crouch, in
which he says :

General Jones, his colleague, and perhaps some
others, objected to Galena as a terminus, on the
ground that the road would not connect with theMis-
sissippi river, and thus a hiatus would be created in
the railroad between the east and west side of the
river. I endeavored to dissuade them from teir ob.-
jeclions, and to induce them to allow the bill to pass
in the shape I bhad introduced it ; but' they we're in'
movable, and insisted on defeatrrg the bill unless we
would extend the road to Dubuque.

He closes his letter with the following remark :
I will only add that any insinuation or intimation

on the part of General Jones, or any of his friends,
that I had any collusion with him, and was willing
to sacrifice the interests of Galena to those of Du.
buque, or any other point, is basely and inamously
false.

To this, Senator Jones replies in a long letter, ad-
dressed to Senator Douglas, which is of little inter-
est apart from its personaiities. Be closes is the fol.
lowing style:

This, sir, is the third time that you have made
"infamouslyfalse " accusations against me, and that
I have been compelled to fasten the lie upon you.
Though you mary, at the sacrifice of Democratic or-
ganization, have effected a triumph in your own
State, ias you say," over Executive Congreiniinal dic-
tation," I can but look with contempt upon any fume
or position you may have acquired by a union with
" white spirits and black, bluelo spirits and gray,.
Black Republicans, South Americans, disappointed
office-seekers, etc., as I do upon the miserable resort
to opprobrious epithets connected with my name, but
covered with a contingency which gave you ia sure
escape.

TI[E NEXT GVERNORSHIP.--The Richmond (Madi-
son parish) Journal, of the 24th inst., thus refers to
the reported candidacy of the Hon. Andrew S. HIerron
for the next Governorship :

We see that Major A. S. Herron, of Baton Rouge,
has been named in some of the Democratic journals
of our State, as the next candidate for Governor. lie
will suit us first rate. No better or abler man could
be selected as our standard bearer.

All very true. There is no better man in the State
than Major Herron, and very few as able men. Iie
is a gentleman, every inch of him, although a most
confoundedly strong Democrat, and if placed in the
