A Texas TnRAGDY.-On the 24th nIat the trial of
Mrs. Monroe, in Houston, Texas, for murdering her p
husband's niece, a young girl, was concluded, and r
she was found guilty of murder in the second degree. e
When asked what she had to say why sentence should ,
not be prenounced, she made a speech of about an r
hour in length, at the conclusion of which she was
sentenced to six years in thePenitentiary. The post-
mortem examination revealed the presence of a large f
quantity of cobalt in the stomach of deceased, and of 1
marks of strangulation about. It appeared from the
evidence that Mrs. Monroe suspected an improper in.
timacy between her husband and deceased, and had
for some time been in the habit of ill-treating the lat.
