HAVANA, Jan. 8,1859.
Editors Crescent: Since, the 25th alt, there hbave

been but few business days in this city, yet conslder-
able demand has taken place in the Sugar market,
and two or three smail parcel have changedhands at
last quotations.

There is only remaining here, and at Mateneas,
about 20,000 boxes, against three times that quantity
at this period last year. About 1,00 boxes new crop
Suagarsare in town, but the samples are not as yet oe
hibited. There have not been any exports of Suogar
to the United States since my last advices. The ex*
ports of Sugar from this port and Mataunse, for the
last year, 1868, exceed those of the previoes year,
