From the Columbus. Times of th d 3d Inst. we ex-
tract the following particulars of the recent terrible
accident on the nrallroad between that city and Macen :

Oor reporter, who was dispatched yesterday morn-
ing to the cene of the terrible railroad accident, has
retrned with additional partlcularo of the truly de-
plorable acident. He rports that several more
bodies have been recovered-five were brought to
the city on yesterday evening'a train.

Among the snmberof bodies which were recovered
yesterday, are tbese of the children of Mr. Leverett
of Locidana, end a Mr. Ely of New York.

Mr. Leverett of Bienville parish, Lounlana, came
In on the care yeoterday aftemneo. He bee hbY this
deplorable casalty, been deprived of a wife andthree
children ; and their bodies are now in this city await.
in their removal to their hom.s.

During the day the body of Mr. Aign E. Ely, of
the firm or Doule & Ely, was found. His remainswere brought to town, and will be forwarded to the
family in New York, where he leaves a wife and two
children,

One of the saddest facts which we are com•pelled torelate is the loss of Mr. C. J. M. Dixon, of London,
England. His body has not yet been recovered bet
from the recovery of baggage, etc., we are convoinced
he bmot have been on board and in all probability,
lout,

A number of letters were found In his baggage
which showed him to be a gentleman of education
and respectabiity. He was a civil engineer In the
service of the Englishb East India RInlway Company,
and his business In chis country wan to note and ob-serve the improvement in American railways. His
valise was found; and among its contents were let-
tere of introduction from prominent engineers of theNorth, to gentlemen In the South. A number of tt-
ters were shown from a father and other relationswhich proved hIm to be a fond and afectionate son,
and a devoted relation.

The rumor current in the city yesterday that oneof the ladies, whose body was recovered, was robbed,Is without foundation-a gentleman was arrested and
kept in cusatody four or five homs yesterday, who asoisted in resaming the body of the lady reported to he
robbed. The money supposed to be on her personwas found in a carpet bag tbat was discovered nearthe wreck.

The bridge,over which the train passed, was fortyfeet from the wrater and only twenty-five feet I•nlength. The engine, though weighing twenty tonas,
was not directly under the bridge but folly twentyfeet below. It was turned completely over-wheels
op-and a box car lying on top of It. The mainpassenger car was over a mile below the wreck.

Many of the passengers had moneyabout their per-sons, and some bank bills were found yesterday inthe trees below the bridge.
The efficient Postmaster of this city, Dr. H. M.Jeter, found af•oter a diligent search, all the mall bags

sent out by Frieay morning's mail along the hank
ofhe creek.

f01 the accident itself the Times gives the following
account:

The two trains, one from Columbun and the other
from Macon, had passed at the station, and the for
mer was passing over a bridge at Randall'a Creek,fifteen miles from this city, when the culverts gave
way, precipitating the whole train into the swollen,
angry stream below. The engine immediately sank
to the bottom, and one car wasthrown upon it in thestream.

The scene is said to have been appaling. The passenaers, half awakened from sleepfound themseves
enclosed within the narrow limitsof a ear, straggling
for their lifrs. It is not known whether there was a
window up in the car ornot, nor can the passengers
who were saved or rescued give any account of their
manner of e~cnpe. The stream was sufficiently deep
to hide the ear had it sank, and the hight of the
bridge from the water (30 feet ordinarily) was so
great as to cause the car to turn over in the swollen
torrent. There were about twenty-eight persons, in-
cluding engineer, firemen and brakemen upan the
train. Of this number fourteen are known to have
found a watery grave. It is supposed that some of
the ladies have not yet been recovered.

The passenger car floated down the stream,and
coming in collision with the wagon road bridge, some
fifty yards below, the latter was forced to give way,
and both car a!nd bridge floated about one mile below
the scene of the disaster.

Dr. Philips, of Putnam county, saved his life by
clinging to a tree, half a mile below the bridge.
While thus hanging to the tree, he rescued a negro
boy floating" near him from an untimely death. A
negro man belonging to Mr. Mustian, of this city, also
saved the life of a Mr. Gammell, (supposedor named)
the railroad agent at Howard's station. One of Mr.
Gammell's ribs was broken. Mr. Snell, the condoctor,
had his nose broken by the fall of the car, though
saving his life.

Another accident occurred the same evening, and
on the same road. The Times says :

It was our misfortune to witness a most heart-rend-
ingscene of suffering and death on yesterday morn-
ing. As the day-light train from Macon was crossing
a small culvert about a mile and a half from this city,
the locomotive and tender were precipitated into the
water--the bank, which was about four feqt hbih,
having been washed away. The train was moving
eslwly at the time, but the momentum was suficient
to urga the forward part of the engine upon the bank,
while the hinder part was in the water. In the rear
of this was the tender, in a nearly perpendicularpo-
sition, and so close t the engine astocofinebetween
the two, the bodies of two firemen, one a white man
by the name of Walker, and the other a negro, who,
we understand, is the property of Mr. John L. Mus-
tian, President of the road. In this sltoation they
were either crushed or scalded to death.

The accident occurred about half-past five o'elock.
Every effort was made by the hands and passengers
to extricate the sufferers, but witbhout succeas. Bir.
Walker was probably killed by the shock, as he never
spoke afterwards. The negro, however, was conscious
for half an hour, as it seemed to us that, for so long
a time, his screams thrilled his sympathizing but im-
potent hearers. The engineer, Mr. George Smith,
was thrown from the engine a distance of ten feet,
and, either by the fall, or the blow which caused it,
had the bone of his under-jaw broken.
