A piece
was broken from the end of the bolt by the punch In trying to
drive it through, but not so as to prevent it being unlocked.

Mrs. E. Key Blant's Poetlesl Iealdngs.

Considering the Inauspiclout weather-rain falling
sad everytreet as muddy as a"ogh of despond"-
the attendance at Lyeaum Hall last evening might
be edndsdered a compliment eenn to the dlstingalsed
lady, a desire to see and hear whom, enticed the
auditory from their fireside. out into the fnelmenst
night. The entertainment commened with "read-
ing" from Longlellow's "Evangeline," and the
reader's soft woman's voice chimed well with the
mellfluous flow of the simple verse in which that
touching tale of an egrthly pilgrimage of sorrow and
dtsappointment is told. With interest enlisted much
by the story, and more by the pathetic earnestmesa of
the reader, the auditory sat in rapt attention until the
moving climax of the poem found the eyes of strong
men wet with an unaccstomed moisture.

At the close of "Evangeline," Gen. Scott and his
staffof civilIans entered, and the old Commander,
being escorted to a seaton the stage, was addrtaed
by Mrs. Blunt In a brief, salotatory poem, which was
not In the bill, but being very apropos and well put,
was endorsed asjust the thing by the hearty plaudits
of the assemblage.

"0 Mary Go and iCall the attle Home," a pritty
little thing from Kingsley, aid well read, and
Soothey's"Well of St. Keyue," were followed by
Poe's "Raven," which was rendered with great ex-
presion, but would have been made more effective
by a voice better suited to its requirements-the mel-
low tones of Mrs. Blunt could not be attuned to the
hoarse croak of the raven in "nevermore." Belect
tion from Tennyson,Longfellow, and other, brought
to its conclusion an entertainment which will be re-
membered with pleasure by those who were present.

Mrs. Blunt is a lady of verypleasing presence, her
countenance having an expreslon of charming sensi-
billy, and every feature instinct with emotional op-
preesivenees; her manner perfectly self-poseessed,
and natural grace in every movement. Her tirt ap-
pearance enlists the interest and sympathetic accord
of the auditor.

Dr. Rale's Lecture.

Dr. Hale will lecture to-morrow night, Introducing,
among his experimental illustrations, the famous
dramatized California experiment, acted by the sub-
jects of the evening, who will be involuntarily guided
through all the mazes of the plot by the commanding
influence with which the Doctorpoesessestheirminds
and directs their thoughts and doings. The experit
ment, or rather the play, is so long that it will oc.
copy the entire evening, after the brief introduoo
tory lecture. It is an extraordinary collection of the
most startling phenomena of experimental electro-
biology, and must be of cthe moetfabsorbingly inter.
eating character from beginning to end, if we may
judge of it from a lengthy descriptive notice by the
editor of a Virginia paper, a copy;of which is now
before us.

The Doctor first inflames the passion of cupidity in
his subjects by picturing the golden glories of Cali-
fornia, and they determine at once to make tracks for
the golden land; they make ready, take an affection-
ate adieu of their friends, start on the ears for New
York; suffer a railroad accident, and have a terrible
time, and finally reach that city; knock round amid
the experiences of life in Gotham; embark on a
California steamer, sufibr the agonies of scaalkneas,
and have a "retched "' time ; are beset by a storm,
are wrecked and left to drown in an imaginary sea ;
suffer hunger, thirst, and starvation, of which one of
them dies, and lies.there on the stage thinking he is
dead ; theyare rescued by a chance steamer, and ar-
rive in San Francisco; they depart for the diggings,
arrive and fall to, scraping up nuggets from the stage
by the handfull, and going half frantic in the intoxi-
cating realization of their golden dreams; having got
their "piles " they conclude to go home and spend it
like gentlemen, and, being very eager to return, they
gladly avail themselves of the Doctor's new line, the
India Rubber Cable, stretched from California to the
Atlantic, which, having straddled it, is cut behind
them, and, presto! they are jerked across the conti-
nent in a flash; they meet their friends, but being
elated with their wealth, meanly give them the cold
shoulder, and swell round in a very triumphant man-
ner on the strength of their moneyed merits, but only
to be " taken down" most lamentably, and reduced
to a state of suicidal depression by the Doctor's con-
vincing them that their gold is not gold but worthless
trash.

The incidents of this series of experiments are all
such as appeal to violent natural passions and emo-
tions, which are excited in a very nervous and ener-
getic manner, probably because of the connection of
all, which renders the subjects more engrossingly ab-
sorbed and interested in the imaginary life to which
the Doctor introduces them, and through which they
are conducted in a succession of probable occurrences.
The California drama will convince the skeptical, if
any such there are, that there is that in the Doctor's
science which can onlybe accounted for by the Elec.
tro-Biological principles which he expounds.

ST. CHARLES T sHEATE,-Thomas Noon Talfourd's
great tragedy of "Ion" was produced at the St.
Charles last night. This play is a peculiar creation ;
a play which in its fine poetic language, depth of feel-
ing, and intensity of tragic denouement, we have
ever regarded as second only to Shakspeare's great
mester-piece " Hamlet." The hero, Ion, the strip-
pling youth, less than man in body, but greater than
man in soul, is the peculiarity of the piece, which has
excluded actors from its proper portrayal, and left it
a legacy to aspiring actresses.

Ellen Tree brought the character out with success,
and stamped it with a lasting fame. Since her time
almost every actress of note has tried it. Whilst a
few have succeeded in doing it a moderate degree of
justice, the greater number have attempted it only to
fail. The appearance of an actress In this character
is therefore a theatrical event which attracts rather
by the curiosity of seeing an experiment than by any
expectation of beholding and enjoying a success. It
was curiosity, more than anything else, which tempted
us to go last night and see how Avonia Jones would
succeed in this most difficult undertaking of Ion. It
was her second appearance in the character on any
stage.

Whilst expressing our opinion that the personation
fell considerably short of perfect success, we should
feel ourselves wanting in jostice,did we not award to
Miss Jones the highest praise for her success as far as
it went. Diffidence at the beginning weakened the
performance; but despite this, the evidences of care-
ful and laborious study were abundantly manifest. As
the performance progressed and the plot began to
thicken upon the tragedy, the actress seemed to for-
get her identity, and feel and speak only as Ion. In
the scene where the intended assassin and the king
discover themselves to be father and son, and in the
subsequent scenes in which Ion conceals his resolve
of self immolation under the simulation of a full en-
joyment of life, the acting was admirable.

In the look and movement, in the stage study, of
Miss Avonia's Ion, we had no fault to find. The
only perceptible fault was the lack of voice, which
common fancy mast attribute to even Ion in his des
perate moods. Miss Jones' voice is strong and sonor-
ouns enough, for any purely feminine character in
which she may appear; but not up to what such a
character as lon may require. The performance was
evidently better than the audience expected ; for it
was most enthusiastically applauded. Our verdict is,
from what we saw last night, that a few years more
of time and practice are all that Ion can ever require
of Avonla Jones.

We must compliment Mr. Pope for the evident
study he had bestowed upon Adrastus, and the taste
with which he portrayed the character. He seemed
to have a full appreciation of his part, and to know
who he was playing with.

Tonight Miss Jones appears as Sybil Hardy, in
"The Sybil," for positively the last time, the last
night but two of her engagement.

A BRAVa AND ADnIRABLe ACTION, one more in-
stance added to the thooeands which go to prove how
quick is the instinct and how daring the conduct of
woman when she seen chHdhood' life In danger, was
performed by a lady in the Fourth District on Tues
day. We yesterday mentioned that a child of Dr.
Oliphant's was nearly burnt to death. Its life was
eaved by Mrs. McCormack, a lady residing In the
next house.

She was in her room up stairs, when sabe heard the
child's screams, proceeding from a room on the same
floor in the adjoining house. Ruhing ot on the gal-
lery, she saw smoke issuing from the room. There
was a gallery to the other house, and the two were
divided by a partition. Apprehending at once that
the child was on fire, and alone in the room, and
that before she could run down stairs and ot through
the street into the other house, it would be burned to
death, she climbed upon the railing of the gallery,
grasped the partition, swung herself round, jumped
down on the other gallery, and rushed into the room,
where the child and thebed were in a blaze of fame.
To roll the child in a shawl, and prevent its further
burning, was the work of one Instant; the next, the
heroic lady commenced tearing down the mosquito
bar and curtains, in order to save the house.

Whilst she was thus engaged the child's mother, at
lasthearing the alarm, rushed up stairs and into the
room, to witness a scene of horror and astonishment
which none but mothers and housekeepers may Im-
agine. Other persons rushing in, the fire was mon
put out and the child taken care of. There lano ques.
tion that Mrs. McCormack's sudden and daring reso-
lution saved not only the life of the child, but alithe
buildings in that row from destruction; for the fire
was just getting fairly under way when she began to
battle it, and there is no water in the Fourth District
to aid the firemen in checking a well-started fire.

We don't know who Mr. MeCormack is, but we
think any man ought to feel proud of having such a
wife as he has.

Wa HAVe TO RECORD the first murder of 1859.
The parties were Irish steamboat hands; the mur-
dered, Andy Costello; the murderer, James Martin,
or Morton. The deed was done yesterday at 11
o'clock, Inca bed-room in the upper story of Donnel-
ly's coffee and boarding house, at the corner of
Tchoupitoulas and Girod streets. The reported par.
ticulars are these :

They were old friends, and met on Tuesday,after a
long separation. They ratified their joy by going off
on a spree, and getting drunk. Early yesterday
morning they went to bed together, both heavy with
liquor. After a time Martin became restless and un-
easy, and proposed to get up; Cosetello objected, and
they argued the thing in a drunken way.

Finally, Martin tried to silence Coetello's objections
by threatening to blow his brains out. Costello
still insisted upon his friend remaining with him;
and finally, when Martin got off the bed, Costello
rose to follow him. Martin then drew a pistol, and
fulfilled his threat by shooting and instantly killing
his friend. The bullet entered the upper part of his
forehead, shattering his skull and brains, and causing
him to drop dead as a log. Martin then ran down
stairs and out Girod street,and was supposed to have
escaped up-town somewhere.

The witnesses of this dreadful scene were another
lodger, named Tom Lyons, who was sitting on another
bed in the room, anda servant girl who was cleaning
up the room. Lyons excused himself for not selaing
the murderer, by stating that he had a sorehand, and
would have been unable to cope with him. The girl
was too much frightened to do anything; when the
murderer fired his pistol, she fell on the Bfloor, fancy.
ing she was shot.

The Coroner's first notifcation of this murder was
the published account in the evening papers, several
hours afterward; no one having taken the trouble to
send him any word of it. He had not concluded the
inquest when we last heard from him.

Costello was about 30 years of age, end leaves a
wire and two children at St. Louis.

Since writing the above, we hear that the Coroner
has concluded his inquest, and that the testimony
agreed with the above report. Verdict accordingly.
Lyons was arrested and locked up as an accessory
alter the fact.
