EXTRAOaDmNAnY Ceao or DO•alvrry,-Weheard
of an instance of moral turpitude, a dayoer two ince,
which, we hope, stands alone. In the late terrible
disaster on the Moscogee Railroidd, n which the cars
were precipitated into a swollen torrent with a fearful
destruction of human life, one of the pamengem had
the misfortune to loeee his wife and two children. He
remarked the next day, in the presence of his fellow
passengere, who, with himself, were saved from the
wreck as if Ly miracle-for none of them could tell
how-that In addition to the loss of his family, he
had lAst all his money, it having been tied op in a
belt for secrity and buckied around his wife's waist.
During the day the waters subsided and the paosen-
gere wo remained in the neighborhood of tbe wreck,
commenced a search for the dead bodies. The body
of the lady alluded to was found abont a mile below
the wreck, and upon examination it was ascertained
that her dreas had been torn open and the moneybelt
robbed of its centents, some seven hundred dollar.
Fresh tracks were discovered in the mud, leading off
from the body, which the searching party traced up,
until they came upon one. of their own number who
hadmet with so miraculous an escape from death,and
who was present when his fellowpaseenger told thestory of his oss. He was immediately taken in
hand, searched, and the entire amount found spou
his person. Our informant added that the wretch is
now in Columbus jail, awaiting his trial for the dian
bolical oct.--I[Savannah Republican.

LrYsnIw o i Ilsassore--The following letter in
the Minnesota Statesman gives the particulars of the
lynching of a man named Rinehart, who was in the
jail at Lexington, La Suenr County, for the murder
of a man named Bodell :

La Suear, Dec. 28, 18•8-About 10 o'clock on
yesterday morning a mob of thirty or orty men a.rived at rLexington and demanded the keys of the
prison In which the murderer Rinehart was confined.
The efforts of the Sheriffand his deputy to preserve
the dignity of the law were in vain, and the ail was
soon opened. The poor wretch, inspifed with the
strength of a desperate man, tore his right hand free,
through a heavy gyve of iron, and, seilmig the leg of
a east iron stove, stood at bay with his face towards
the door. Being a tall, muscular man, the lynchers
for a while dared not enter.

After a short consultation, they tore down the
gable end of the log jail and assailed him in the rear.
Finding all hope ot resistonce in vain, Rinehart last
all heart, and fell upon the floor in a fit. Taking the
senseless body io a sleigh, the whole party proceeded
out of the village a mile and a half, and, attaching a
rope to his neck, threw it over a tree oand hruled him
up. The noose was not tight and the lynehers low-
ered the body to adjust itmore secaurely.

Rinehart now came to his senses, sprung to his
feet, ond earnestly asserted his perfect ionocenen of
the murder of Bodell. Seeing that their earm were
closed against his entreaties, he chbanged his tone,and
declared his reaodiness to die. At his requet a by.
stander was called on to pray, and alter a hort
prayer the murderer was again hauled up.

FRvTUmR From UTIAs--Fonr pasengere arrived
at St. Joseph, on the 30th.ult., from Great Salt Lake
City. In the St. Joseph Journal we find the following
narrative of their experiences c

On the tot Instant, the mail party started from Big
Sandoy for Sweet Water, but were overtaken at Dry

Sandy by the storm, which blew furiously in their
faces, and the cold was so intense that the conductor
of t he mail reeled and was In the act of falling fromp
his hersa,.when one of the passengers caught him and
prevailed on him to tars back, though they were
then only about ten miles from the Sweet Water sta-
tion. Both cheehs of the conductor are said to have
been frozen almost as hard as a rock. The party then
turned, but night overtook them, and they were
forced to camp on the open plains. Next morning,
when they arose, snow had drifted three feet deep on
the blanketo under which they had been lodging.
The party was from twelve o'clock one day until sun-
down the neat without food or fire.

Mr. Beardsley, one of the paseenger, informs us
that four sun dogs were plainly visible throughouot
the whole day, and the thermometer stood at about
25 degrees belowoero. Arrlvingagain at BigSandy,
the agent, Mr. Ashton, started out with the determi-
nation of comiqg through, but the party being bewil-
dered, got lost and were forcedto lie outagain. The
agent got one of his hands so severely freat-bitten
that it was thought he would lose it.

The mail party going out.were overtaken by the
snow storm, and were lour days without fire, dinag
which time they had nothing to eat but two rabbit.
Ten returning teamsters who became separated from
their wagons, and were in the sanow storm, are aop

oseod to have been lst,asu nothing had beae head of-
them at the time the mail pee"ed.
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
