Talk on 'Change.

The talk yesterday was of the constant irregularity
of the mails. There were seven mails due yesterday
by the Jackson rail route, and a further Installment
being received at a late hour from Mobile reduces the
numberdne'vti that route to one. oiggestions me
made, that the mals from New York should be for.
warded by the old route. The detention and delay is
occasioned at the grand jauntlon, so called, on the
Mempbhis sad Chattanooga rate. The Jackson Rail-
road train comes in promptly. It I hoped these irre-
gaulaites will receive.the atention of the authorities
at Washington. The talk is, that the entire Western
rail routse through Virginia and Tennesee is one of
the worst managed In the United States-no system,
no connection according to stlptolatlons, and con-
tracts violated, it appears, eyery day in the week. It
is hoped the corrective will be applied at an early
day. We learn that Postmaster Marks has called the
attention ofthe Poset-Omle Dpartmenat Washington
to the grievances under which our community suffer.

The forther talk was of the activity of general
trade yesterday ; in fact, the wet weather has eanoed
no Interruption to sales of produce. During the five
days ending lst evening therewere mold 6{,00 bales
of o•tton asal Itmat cheakd.nsaotsade.- There
have arrived sinuce Saturday morning last eighty-five
steamboats from the -interior, with forty-one vessels,
eight steamers and sixteen towboats, to which can be
added the daily mail line from Mobile, the two trains
daily by the Jackson Railroad, the daily train by the
Opelousas Railroad; and though mud and rain,
clouds and mild weather have prevailed, yet they are
far more preferable than the snowastorms and tce
which have vistied the Northern cities.

The further talk was of the Niagara's advices from
Europe. There are no accounts of the stock of cot
ton on hand in the portof Liverpool, nor in the king-
dom of Great Britain. Further advices were ex.
pected last evening. Commercially the accounts are
highly favorable. There are some political advices,
which, if credence la to be given them, are not satis-
factory; so it will hbe well to wait for the mails to
know what ls really meant. We have received the
last circular of General Wright, which was also for-
warded to Liverpool on the 6th inst. The General
has dropped estimates, but seems to think that re-
ceipts continue free. He says:
Cottos in Transitn.-There has been more nquiry

for oating cotton since the sailing or the last steamer,
and more business has been done than in any of theprevious 7 weeks. The sales amount to 4500 bales,
and prices are jc. higher since the America's news
was received. Prices may be qnoted as follows : For
Middling Orleans, with id. freight. 11 to Il1r.; Low
Middling ltlc.; Good Ordinary 0lje.

Crop--There is no new feature on this subject. The
developments, as they appear week after week, go far
to strengthen the larger estimates.

Receipts continue free. This week 156,000 bales,
the largest quantity ever brought to the ports in one
week ; and large as It is, it will in all probability beexceeded next week.

The rivers in Alabama, and the tributaries of the
Mississippi are now in good navigable condition,which will account for the free receipts at Mobileand
New Orleans, and which will ensure liberal suppliesfor some weeks. The receipts at the interior towns
continue on a large scale.

Exports, though not on a scale commensurate withreceipts so far, are nevertheless in excess of any pre-
vious year to corresponding dates.

A short but complete biographical notice is given
of each orator, and this is followed by specimens of
his eloquence-many of theepeeches given not having
been included in any previous collection, and pre-
viously inaccessible to the majority of readers. There
has not hitherto been aissued, for the convenience of
the general public, a work which would place in its
reach authentic information concerning the lives and
abilities of all the strong men of mind whom the rev-
olutionary troubles ripened into greatness-the stern
ordeal bringing out the pure gold of their intellect,and loftiness of soul-and in supplying this tack,

the book of which we write presents a certain claim
to popularity. A powerful interest always attaches
to the personal history of men of mark, but when
those men were the leading opiritsof "stirring times,"
in scenes of which the smallest actora are now be
come heroes with their descendants, this interest be.
comes a natural mental craving which demands to
be supelied at any naivs.

Beginning with James Otis, born in 1125, the work
closes with the biography of the late SBargeant S.
Prentiss, giving his address delivered before the New
England Society of New Orleans is 1845, thus in-
cluding all the great orators of the early and later
days of the Republio-of the eighteenth and nine-
teenth centuries.

Glenn to appear before a Police Court in BsltllUo, and
answer to a claim for $12, the two footpads provided
themselves with an escort of armed soldiers, pursued
the Glenn family, and without even making a pre-
tence of acting under legal authority, eouelly mar-
dered and plundered the father and son, and then in-
sulted the helpless females, robbed them of their only
means of conveyance, and left them to pass the night
in the open air with their dead. A pecaliarly lMeu-
s can feature of this affair is the fact that Gomes and
Ortegoae were at last accounts boasting of theircrime
publicly in the streets of Monterey, the authorities
showing every disposition to hboh the matter up, and
