While the foreign trade at all the chief ports of the
United States exhibit a large failing off, the trade of
New Orleans, Mobile and Galveston is steadily on
the increase. We append the following figures of the
caos duties collected on imports through the Custom-
House, New Orleans, for the year ending the 31st of
Dec., 1858.
