Talk on 'Change.

The week opened yesterday with very favorable
weather, which tended far towards removingtha vast
accumulation of produce on the levee and landinogs.
To the large receipts of last week we have to add
about forty additional arrivals of steamers, all bring. w
lng more or less cargoes. It is a fine opportunity for
strangers and visitors now in the city to take a walk
on oor landings,provided there is any such thing as t
walking among the bales, hhds.,barrels, boxes,sks, asks,
kegs, and the almost countless throng of pedeatrians
to be met there. The fnlee weather, however,brought
out moat everybody yesterday. Our great thorough- a
fares were crowded at an early hour in the day, and
businees in the retail line was animated. So it was i
active and lively on Tchopitoules, Poydrasand New i

Levee streets, whilst Gravier andCommon streets did
not lay behind. But Carondelet street and environs i
is our hobby; there produce changes hands by the
hundreds ol dollarsin afew minutes; there the grand
fulerum exchange beats, while the pabulum of the
mighty trade may be in part located on Camp, Canal
and Royal streets. But the talk comes up on cotton.
Well, what of cotton, exclaims a Bear; and what of
three and a half millions, roars a Bull, who wants
12c. for Low Middling.

The European malls by the Africa, of the 25th alt., i
were received on Sunday, and yesterday morning was
occupied in their perusal, with contents of the New
York mails of the 11th. It was late before business d
commenced, details of which, particularly cotton and c
freights, will be found under the usual head.

It is useless to contend against figures; the receipts of c
cotton are inereasing to an inordinate extent. Folks on
the other side seem, by their expressions, to he under it
the belief that the estimates of 3,450,000 to 3,500,000 c
bales sent out in November were intended to mislead,
and views expressed in October of such a thing as
3,700,000 bales were scouted. We shall wait the fur-
ther developments, which will be the first two weeks
of next month, to know the course of the mighty sta-
ple. In the meantime we have only to reiterate wbat
we have remarked often, that clean and well handled i
cotton will command good prices, while the large 1
quantities of inferior and ordinary which will be com-
ing to market late in the season must inevitably rule I
at a low figure, and England is the chief market for
that description. At the same time let it be under-
stood, that the stock of Burat cotton will run low, ex-
-ceedingly low, without any prospect of its being re-

plenished for the present. In the meantime here is
what the Memphis Enquirer, of the 13th inst., says of
the sandy cotton in that market:

The market was quite active yesterday, and the
higher grades of cotton were in good demand. The
feeling was much better yesterday and the market
was firmer than on Tuesday. There is a vast acco-
" mlation of inferior cotton in the market on which

is there is no fixed value, and very much of which is
a unsuitable for manufacturing purposes. Good Mid-h dling found a ready market- at 114c. to 11hc. We

TaHn S. CHAuLEs.--Mr. Edwin Booth opened last
night to a vast house in "Hamlet." We admire his
personation of this character almost too much tocom-
prebend a fault-if committed, for we detected none
worthy a mention. We are bound to confess that he
knows how to play Hamlet as well, if not better than t
we do-an acknowledgment difficult to wring from
a critic. But were he faulty, did he not have that
matchless grace of deportment in every movement
and in every variety of aspect and emotion,that voice
of melody, compass and expression, that classic head
and front and attitudinal pose, cold criticism would
almost be disarmed by the birthright of dramatic
fame to which he fell heir by right of paternity. As
it is, he wears the mantle of fame which has fallen I
upon him as the son of kings does the royal purple
of the crowned state he inherits. We have no fault
to find with Mr. Booth's Hamlet; it was a beautiful
interpretation of Bhakspeare's conception. It would
have been more effective if he had been in voice, for
a bronchial alffection induced by an attack of cold bad
almost completely ruined for the time his organ of
speech. In fact, this eminent tragedian has the in-
fluenza like other folks.
Mr. Charles Pope was avery proper Ghost, but Mr.

Griffiths made but little of old Polonius. He looks
and understands the part, but needs practice in play-
ing it. He wasted it in indistinctness and lack of
"good discretion" of delivery. Hamblin was the vil-
lain King, and inhis element of dramatic rascality;
Vining Bowers a good Grave Digger; Miss Fanny
Denham a not etherial looking Ophelia; Mrs. Knight
not a royal looking Queen.
