Mr. Douglas took hi seat in the Senate yesterday

Exception has been taken to
his remaintng out of his seat so long after arriving in
the city. Hia friends ay he has been collecting his
Sthoughts for a eulogy upon his friend Harris, whose
death was tohavebeenannouecedyesterday. Others,
Seetng Senator Jones and "Dug Waliack" of theSStar in thick confab, have been predicting a duel,

"for," say they, "Jones will certainly fight, and
Wallack is known to be a man of the most fearful
ferocity."

Mr. Douglas doesnot hesitate to define his position
upon all questions to anybody who interrogates him.
He is not a candidate for the Presidency, but if his
friends at Charleston insist upon nominating him he
will not resist their pleasure. He has not yielded in
favor of Wise, nor any other man. He is for concilia-
tion, and the recent triumph of Breckinridge over
Boyd, in the Kentucky Democratic Convention,is re-
garded as a triumph for Douglas; for Breckioridge,
like Douglas, is disposed to let bygones be bygones,
and Mr. Buchanan is disposed for anything else. It
is confidently asserted that the delay in the meeting
of the Illinois Legislature was caused by the arrival
of four or five Federal office-holders from this city,
who promised the Republicans to buy over four of
the eight Democratic majority for Douglas. "Ropes,"
says the friends of Mr. Douglas, "were ready to hang
these traitors as high as Haman," and this not meta-
phorically buhot literally. The actual hempen ropes
were ready. And hence the would-be traitors were
eatopped of their treasonable intentions, and Old
Back aqd his minions completely foiled. So you see
how determined Mr. Buchanan Is to fight Douglas to
the very last, never to forgive, never to forget, never
to make friends " for the good of the party." And
why? Plainly because Douglas is his most formid-
able rival for the next nomination.

Say what the papers will, Douglas is not dead. I
have seen enough to convince me that Virginiais fast
warpingTound to hissupport.
