Cuba, and said he would vote for Mr. Branch's pro-
position, to give the President money for the purpose
of purchasing the Island, and if Spain refused,to
negotiate for the sale, he would, in the event of war
following, be In favor of seizing the Island. He de-
ploredthe course of our Government in not retaining
possession of Mexico after we had conquered it. He
advocated the recognition of theJoares Government,
thus giving it our assurances of sympathy.

In consequence of France, England and Spain
having feete in the Gulf of Mexico, he proposed that
the United States send a fleet there, with a commis.
sioner, for the purpose of making a treaty with
President Juarcz, at Vera Cruz. He thought that if
this was done it would quadruple our trade with
Mexico, and make it equal to the commerce of Great
Britain with that port.

Mr. Cox observed that if his Southern friends ob-t jected to the seizure of only Chihuahua and Sonora as

r being too small a slce,let.them take also Tamaulipas

and New Leon, and try the experiment of raising cof-fee and sugar there, and finally admit these provinces
as a cluster of Southern States.

Mr. Cox regarded Louis Napoleon as the chief In.
atigator of the threatened intervention on this conti-
nent, and fervently prayed that there would be barrl-
cades erected in every boulevard in Paris, and that
many more citizens than soldiers would fraternize to

This prayer answered, he continued, and the world
