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Thirty-PAftih Congress-Ueeond Session.S 'WAasunrnrow, January 12--&cnate.-A mesage

The President communsicates to the enate the re-

port of the AttornoeyGeneral, to whom the resolution
was rfeired, iwhich states" that at this stage of the
proceedings it would, in my opinion, beincompatiblewithp the public interest to comminicate the steps
which have been taken therein. The fact that a ves-
selof that name did land acargo of upwards of three

aundrd negroes from the coast of Afric in Georgia is
well known, and there is official information to that
elst. It is also true that the mosteffective meassres
bave bee .adopted by this Government and by the
local authorities of the United States in Georgia t, ex-
ecute the laws which prohibit such importation and
to punish the offenders. The correspondence of this
office and of the Treasury Department with the Col-
lector, District Attorney, special counsel, Marshal,
and other officers at Savannah is in my possession. It
proves the general fact above stated, but I am suore
that neither you nor the Senate would he willing at
this moment to have it publishedsto the world."

Mr. Hale, from the Committee on Naval Affairs,
which was instrocted to inqoire and report to the
Senate what action, if any, should be takenou by Con-
grse sto manifest the appreciation of the country of
thse gallant and meritorionus services of Captain
Charles Stewart, of the United States Navy, reported
a joint resolution conferring the rank of senior flag
ofcer on the active list of the United States navy on
Captain Charles Stewart.

amount for pensions under the act of March, 1818,
and May, 18b8, and June, 1834, from *40,000 to
$16,000 ; and abolishes, after July, 1859, the present
agencies for the payment of peua ons, and the duties
to be discharged by officers named under the act of
1846 ; said officers not to be allowed any additional
compeationfor the duties thus imposed upon them.
In all applloationus for pensions the affidavit of two
surgeons is required, whose credibility as such must
he certified to by the magistrate before whom the affi-
davit Is made, stating the continuance of the disabil-
ity for which the pension was originally granted, de-
scribing it, and the rate of such disability atthe time
of making the affidavit, etc.]
.Mr. Mason moved that the Senate proceed to con.

sider the bill to equalize the compensation of the
ministers of the United States to France and England
during the period therein mentioned ; which motion
havingbeen agreed to the question was taken snd
acided in the negative-yeas 9, nays 8.
SThe Senate resumed the consideration of the Pa-
cific railroad bit, the question being on the motion of
Mr. Iverson to recommit the bill with the instroctions
to the committee to report a bill providing for a
Northern and Southern route; to which Mr. Doolit-
oe had moved an amendment so that the bill, when

reported back, should provide fora central route also.
The amendment of Mr. Doolittle was agreed to by

a vote of 35 to 14. The motion to recommit was lost,
and after further discussion the Senate adjourned.
