A HISTORY OF New ENLxND.-We have received

a copy of the first volume 6f the " Hitory of New
England," by Hon. John Gorham Palfrey, and a care-
ful examination persuades us that the work is a most
valuable contribution to historical literature; and
chiefly do we endorse it for the reason that the so.
complished author presents the digested fate of the
research of p lifetime in a form which is not marred
by the self-sufficient glorification of atyle, by the con.
tinual out-cropping of sectional prejudice, which are
so much the characteristics of New Englanders when
pointing a descent in which a feeling of pride would
be pardonable, nay praiseworthy, were it pot maul
fosted in a manner necessarily offensive to natives of
other portions of the country which is native to all.
The history of New England is a department of the
history of our common country, and the author makes
it so, and so it is thait ist interesting and of import
to the whole country.

The volume presents the completest and most read
able account of the earlier movements of the pilgrim
colonists before they croeied the ocean, the clearest
exposition of their peculiar governmental regulations,
and the plainest exhibit of their public affairs inrela.
tion to the old country, the other colonies, and the
native tribes of the new, that we have ever seen.
Any one reading the work must be forcibly impressed
with the vast amount of labor and research which it is
apparent that the author devoted to its preparation.
How he most have delved in the ohronioles of the
past, and what endless volumes of musty recordi1
must he have waded through to separate the wheat
of necessary fact from the chaff of irrelevant mat-
ter! From these old chronicles he has made admir-
able selections of quaint and curious extracts, which
in their brief compass picture a condition of social
life which volumes of description would fail to give
so truthful an idea of.

A marked peculiarity of the author is, that he es-
chews matters of personal history, which are so
largely an ingredient of New England Historialis,
has not a line in laudation of Miles Standish, or other
individuals, but treats of the colony as a public body,
not of its particular members as subjects of biogra.
phy. The style of the writer, both aseomposer and
compiler of material, reminds.one continually of that
of Macaulay, and' saying this, we say sufficient to
commend its perusal to the general reader who may
seek alone for entertainment, having no thought of
seeking information.

PROFESSOR VEGAS' BALL.-The first ball of Pro-
fessor Vegas, this season, took place on Tuesday
night. We need hardly describe how tremendously
and brilliantly crowded was Odd Fellows' Hall, for it
really seemed as if everybody was there.

During the early hours of the night, the grown
folks were packed in deep and solid strata all round
the ball, to witness the joy of the children, and the
great terpsichorean accomplishment instilled into
them by the able Professor and head of the excite-
ment. All were dressed beautifully, and many of
them danced like fairies; affording the greatest
pleasure to the multitudinous spectators, and the
greatest pride and delight to their mammas and
papas.

At eleven o'clock the children simmered down, and
there was an overwhelming irruption of the adults
into the dancing arena. We should rather say, that
the smaller children simmered down; those of larger
size, the buds of beauty and sprigs of gallantry, who
rejoice in the blissful interregnum between chithood
and youth, considering themselves still entitled to the
floor, and keeping ahead accordingly. The appear-
ance and activity of the dancers betokened the most

I unbounded and hilarious happiness; to use an en-
tirely original and never-before-thought-of expres-
sion, " the night flew by on golden wings ;" and, to
use one more expression, which we have never yet
seen quoted, (that is, not over several thousand
times,)-

"Soft eye, looked love to eyes wblch arek ngain,
And •,tl went merry us a marriage bell! "

The truth of it is, that Professor Vegas is a great
terpsichorean maestro, which is abundantly proven
by the unvarying sizeand beauty of his terpsichorean
re-unions.

THE ST. CHAIRLES.-" Othello" was played last
night to a heavy house, Mr. Booth personating lago,
and something worth seeing and remembering, too,
was it to watch him portray the subtle villainy of the
most consummate wretch that pen ever pictured. We
do consider Booth's lago as perfect a rendering of
that character as may be, until Booth himself im-
proves upon his own excellence ; that is possible, but
it is impossible that any living actor can improve
upon Booth. In this most difficult character, as played
by him, Satan takes the form of Adonis, and his vil-
lainy becomes more striking from its contrast with
the fair shape that enacts it. He is no common, loud-
mouthed villain with villainous look, but the deep,
smooth-faced knave, whom the auditory will first
scarce believe a knave, but as the conviction is forced
upon them they study him with the closest scrutiny
to detect even more than he shows of the venom of
his inmost soul, and there is in his aspect-passion-
less, save now and then as a devil's smile or sneer
gleams baleful menace, triumph or contempt-what
leaves them to infer that the store of arch treachery,
malignity and hypocrisy is as boundless as its depth
and darkness is unfathomable to them.

Mr. Pope played the Moor, well and powerfully in
most portions, perhaps somewhat too vociferously in
others. Shakspeare meant Othello should be strong
and vigorous as the foil and contrast of the cool and
quiet lugo; but there are some scenes in which a
stormy suppression of passion would have manifested
its raging violence more appropriately than tearing,
windy, fury.

The emphatic tone and animated gesture with
which the Emperor Napoleon accompanied this
speech, attracted the attention of the assembled di-
plomatic corps, and its bearing upon the Italian ques-
tion has attached great importance to it.

PAnus, Jan. 4.-The menacing tone of the Emperor
towards the Austrian Minister caused a decline in the
French funds.

CONGRES•IONAL PROCEEDINGS.

WAISHINTON, Jan. 19.-Senate.-The Post-OfSce
Committee have agreed to report a bill making the
postage five cents for all distances under 8,000 miles,
and restraining the franking privilege.

It is thought, however, that Congress will not pass
this or any bill increasing the rates of postage or re-
atricting their " dead head" privileges.

Mr. Pugh offered a resolution,asking the Secretary
of the Treasury for returns of all articles exported
and imported from the island of Cuba during the past
five years. The resolutionwas adopted.

House.--In thbo House Mr. Cobb reported a bill
confirming to the Mobile and Ohio Railroad Com.

ously been granted by Congress to Missaissppi and
Alabama for railroad purposes. The bill also extends
the time for the completion of the road to 1865.

'The bill is intended to legalize the transfer made
by the aforesaid States. The bill was passed.

WAsHmNoTON, Jan. 19.-In the House to-day, Mr.
Keitt made an eloquent speech In favor of the acqui-
sition of Cuba, even at the cost of war with Spain.
He considered that the United States would be justi-
fled in adopting extreme measures with Spain in con-
sequence of the aggressions, wrongs and outrages,
suffered by our citizens.

A desultory discussion followed, respecting the
salaries and ports of various foreign Ministers, but
no action was had in the matter. The House then
took a recess till 7 o'clock this evening, when they
will assemble for a discursive debate.
