a party of fifteen or twenty men-the precise numbert not ascertaoined-and two priouners, named Brnden
and Daly, whose arrest and imprisonment for horse

stealing we noticed last week, were forcibly taken
therefrom. The keys to the cell where the prisoners
were eonfned were first obtained by some person
walking boldly into a room ocepled by Mr. Reeves,
the jailor In his absence, and taking them from the
cell on which they were hanging, and retreating be-
fore his exit could be prevented by the lemales who
Swere present. There were three ladies in the room,
which is Immediately over the jail, at the time, and
on going to the door they beheld a number of men
descending to the basement where the prisoners were
confined. None of the persons were disguised, and
all were unknown to the women. On being asked
what they wanted one of the persons advi. d the la-a dies to beqnlt and they would not be hurt ; and ina
few minutes the whole number re-appeared with the
fprisolers, threw the keys into the door and departed.
A messenger was I•medistely dispatched to another
part of the city for Mr. Reeves and an alarm given,I bt toolateto avertthe evil already accomplished.

Nothing further was heard or known of the affair
until 110 o'clock yesterday, (Sunday), when our peo-
pie were startled by a rumor that the prisoners weresseen hanging by the neck to a tree, some two miles
above Florence, and about eight miles north of thiscity. This rumorproved,alas too true. On visiting
the spot indicated both bodle werefound as described,where the muost have been suspended at least twelve

oears. The prisoners were shackled at the time they
were taken from the jail, sand the irons were still on
when the bodie• werdleomered. Thecorpse of Bre-
denpresented the moat frightful spectacle of which It
is possible to ohneive-the rope, either by accidentSor dealgn, having been placed in his mouth instead of
under hie chibhis inhuman murderers.
