Yesterday morning all water was lea-water to touch
and taste, and all exposed water was handsomely 1
iced over. The day was gloriously beautiful, but of I
a freezing temperature all day. Jack Frost and Dan i
Sol seemed to have come to a sort of agreement for a
the nonce; the one asserting his presence every-
where, and the other sending down his most dazzling
smile from 'a cerallan as blue as beauty's eye at sx 1
teen, through an atmosphere as translucent as the
sublimated extract of diamonds. There was just
warmth enough to melt saoh ice as became exposed
to the solar rays; in the shady places, Jack Frost
gloated oever his crystals all daylong. The beauty of
the day lured out the multitudes only to get them
fro•tnipped, and to send them shivering to the blaz-
ing coal-fires indoors, each of which was the center of
a happy reunion. It was by far the coldest day of
the season, and last night the indications were that
to-day would be oust such another.

Frans AzB BAn TaLros this cold weather; we
mean those fires which get too big for their allotted
stoves and grates, and try to eat up the houses in
which they live. We have too such to report. One
commenced in a house on Customhouse street, be-
tween Marais and Villere, on Saturday evening; but
received its quant. uff. of the cooling element before
much damage was done. The other, at a late hour
the same night, destroyed a frame tenement at the
corner of Apollo and Eighth streete, turning a German
family out in the biting cold.

Tae MOTr E•TBOADIENARY SrCIDEn weever heard
or read of took place in this city on Thursday night
last. The dead body was found on Friday, and the
Coroner's inquest held on Saturday. As it is a case
unexampled in the history of.suicide we will give the
facts connected with it,as elicited before the Coroner,
in their proper sequence. It illustrates the effect of
succumbing too much to morbid grief, and becoming
too familiar with death in its more repulsive aspects.

Sylvestcr Rupert, 37 years of age, an Englishman
by birth, and by trade a ship-carpenter, lived with
his wife and two children in a house on Perdido street.
In October last the yellow fever, then prevailing,
counted among its victims the youngest child of the
Ruperte-their little girl Lizzle,about four years old,
and the pprticular pet of the father. This was a blow
from which the father never recovered. Not able to
buy a tomb, he had the child buried in the ground in
Greenwood Cemetery. The grief preyed heavily upon
him. It was his onlythought; and, being out of his
regular employment, he found employment in his
Grief.

He bought a burial lot and some bricks and other a
material, and with his own hands and all alone in the
cemetery, built him a brick tomb. He had not the
means to make the tomb a stylih one ; so in its mouth al
or entrance he fitted a wooden frame, and on this a
frame he fitted a piece of board and secured it with 0'

screws In its four corners. On this board with which
be enclosed the vault, (in lien of the usual brick and a
mortar or marble slab), he had carved nicely with his o
knife the burial inscription of his child. The tomb d
finished he disinterred the child's body and placed it
there. He fastened the board with screws, in order
that he might afterward have no trouble in removing t
it when he felt like gazing upon the decaying remains
of his child. e

This employment finished, it was his habit to visit t
the cemetery, open the tomb, and lookat the corpse of e
his pet. He always carried a screw-driver in his 1
pocket with which to remove and replace the board, I
and also to remove and replace the lid of the coffin. r
Neither the haggard aspect of the shrinking little @
corpse, nor the foul odor of its decay, could repel him
in his morbid grief. His visits were frequent: and
sometimes his wife went with him. He frequently
complained to her that he could not get work; and c
this inability doubtless fostered the despondency
which was drawing him to death. He frequently
spoke of having no faith in the future, and of death as
a desirable thing.

On Wednesday, he went to the cemetery with two
shrubs which he had purchased, and planted them in
front of the tomb. On Thursday, when he left home,
he told his wife that if he had no better luck in find'
ing work, she would never see him again. He also
said something about having a place in which to
rest.

That evening, or that night-for no one saw himin
his gloomy proceedings-he visited the cemetery ; t
taking with him his screw-driver, an iron trunk-
handle, a small rod of iron, a piece of wire, some new
screws, and a large vial of laudanum. Unscrewing
the board of the tomb, he threw away the screws and
filled the screw-holes in the board with clay.

With his new screws he then secured the trunk
handle to the inside of the board. This work, of
course, had to be done outside the tomb. Pushing
his child's coffin aside, he got in by Its side, taking
with him his poison and the other articles with which
he had provided himself. His hat heplacedupon the
coffin; his coat, which he had taken off, he wrapped
around a brick for a pillow. He shut himseif in with
the board, by means of the handle he had screwed to
it; the board fitting outside the wooden frame. The
iron bar, which was of the proper length, he placed
across the frame inside. The thickness of the frame
would not allow the bar to pass through the trunk-
handle on the inside of the board; so he secured the
handle andthe bar by means of his wire, coiling it
through the one and around the other. He did not
succeed in fitting the board squarely upon the frame.
One corner of it caught upon the brickwork outside
the frame ; this he did not discover, probably, owing
to the darkness of the night; and but for this little
circumstance his fate would probably have never been
discovered, or not at least for many years. Having
thus hbid himself away, as he fancied, beyond mortal
discovery, he drained off the contents of his laudanum
bottle, composed himself on his back, placed the brick
and coat beneath his head, and went to s,eep, and off
into the unknown region of the suicides.

As he did not return home on Thursday night, his
wife feared the worst, remembering well the tendency
of his late conduct, and the tenor of his parting
words. On Friday morning she rose early, and went
out to the cemetery. She looked all around, and
failed to find her husband. She went and looked at
their tomb ; and was about to leave, when she hap-
pened to notice that the board did not fit snuglyinto
the frame as usual. Looking closer, she discovered
the mud in the screw-holes ; and putting her hand on
the board, found it was standing loosely. She pulled
it out a little, and the first thing she saw was the
r dead face of her husband. She fainted away, and
a laid in the grass she could not tell how long. She

' recovered at last, got up and went and informed the
-sexton, Mr. Merritt, of her discovery. The latter
a. went and looked at things, and sent word to the
O Coroner; and the inquest was held, as we have

as stated, on Saturday.
The Coroner's verdict was In accordance with the

Bonnels has Issed a procla-
mation, in which he says:

Information has been received at this office from
reliable sources, to the effect that several Indians,
men, women and children, who were at peace with
the Government and people of Texas, living upon and
belonging to the lower Reserve at the Brazos Agency,min the State of Texas, while engaged in a peaceful
and lawful avocation within a few miles of said
Agency were recently attacked in their camp andkilled by a party of white persons supposed to reside
in Erath and other counties in that immediate vi.t cinity-and
. Whereas, much excitement prevails among a por.
tion of the citizens of soid adjoining counties, and
serious fears are entertained that hands or partieS of
men are being raised, armed and organized for the
open and avowed purpose of continuing said unjust
and unlawful hostlities against said friendly Indians.

Now, therefore I, H. It. Runnels, Governor of the
State of Texas, by virtue of the power vested in me
by the Constitution and laws thereof, do hereby warn
all persons against joining or otherwise engaging or

Sassisting in such unlawful expeditions and hostilities,
or in auywice aiding or abetting the same onder the

.ainsand penalties prescribed by law. And Ifurther
direct all the civil anthorities and peace officers of the
Stateto use all legalmeans In theirpower to arrest all
offanders in the premises, (in order that they may be
dealt wi t acordin tow and to prevent the car-
* rying out of the an reu•ld unlawful plans and per-
poses; and I request all good and law abiding citi
rzens to give all necessary aid to said authorities nlag the execution of their duties.
