The Legislature will re.convene In Baton Rouge
this day week. The protracted adjournments wbhich
take place the second week of each annual session
are rendered necessary by the necessity which comr.
petb the Joint Traveling Committees to visit New
Orleans and other portions of the State for the put.r
poe of maklng the regolar nlavestigatons prescribed
by law. It I true that in the absence of these Com.
mittees bare quorums might be obtained in both
branches; but it is also true that legislation carried
on in this manner would, or at least might be, unjust
in its nature, and opposed to the spirit of the Constl-
tution, for laws could be enacted of a partial if not of
an oppressive character while nearly one-half of the I
State was unrepresented. For these reasons, besides
many others not necessary toenumerate, we hold'that
the annual recesses are proper and right, and contend
that they should bhe considered praiseworthy Instead
of censurable. The matter is not asgenerally under. I
stood at it ought to be, and hence this brief explan.
tion.

We auppose the Committees will be ready to report
early next week. With due diligence, and the exer
cle of a reasonable amount of industry, the reports
can all be prepared and submitted. Then the work
of the session will actealy commence, as little or
n eothing of importance was done during the first week
owing to the excitement growing ont of the Sena-
torial question. Besides, no law could be passed, or
can be passed, until,the: apportlonment of Senators
and Representatives, as required by the 16th Article
of the Constitution, Is made by the General Assem-
bly. Thus, it will be seen at a glance, that about as
much has been done by the servants of the people as
could have been done under the circumstances.

Speaking of the apportionment that is to be made,
reminds us of the fact that the State's census takers
have been sadly derelict in the discharge of their
duties. As a general thing, the census has been
badly taken in the parishes, while in the city of
New Orleans it has not been taken at all, so to speak.
No returns have been made from ohe-third of the
city; and the returns from the remainder show a
decrease of population, when every intelligent man
knows that there has been a large increase in every
precinct In the metropolis. This would diminish our
reprerentation in the General Assembly, and seriously
interfere with our commercial interests and credit, for
the simple but sufficient reasonthat a declining mart
of trade, as shown by official statistics, could not ex-
pect to enjoy high credit abroad. Capitalists would
point to the figures, and what could we say in reply ?
Nothing-literally nothing. Fortunately, the Com-
mon Council have taken steps to provide for the
taking of an accurate census5 which will be ready to
be submitted to the Legislature as soon as it meets;
and we have the satisfaction of announcing to our
readers that many influential gentlemen belonging
to the dominant party have unreservedly stated that
full justice should be done to the city in the premises.
If, however, this justice should be withheld, we will
have the municipal census to fall back upon, and
from it we can prove that New Orleans has greatly
increased in population; and that she has enlarged
in every other element of wealth and prosperity,
we have abundant and neontestible evidence. Never-
theless, as before intimated, we are of the confident
opinion that the apportionment will ye made on the
basis furnished by the city's enumeration.

When the Legislature meets next Monday, if the
members thereof go resolutely and indnstrionsly to
work, as they should, the beslbees of the session can
be easily transacted in three weeks, and an adjourn-
ment can be had by the first Monday in March. We
are entirely convinced that there is no necessity for
occupying the whole time allowed by the Constito-
tion. Forty days, at the outiede,shouold amply suffice
for all the purposes of legitimate legislation; and if
Senators and Representatives will act on this sugges.
tion, we are sure they will receive the approbation of
their constituents.

Taking of the City Cons•s.

The work of taking the city census, provided forat the special session of the Common Council on
Thursday night last, is to begin to-day. On Satur-
day, Mayor Stith, and the committee of Council ap-
pointed for the purpose, met and made the necessaryarrangemenis for the prompt and speedy prosecution
of the work.

The Mayor's suggestion was agreed to, that thecensus be taken in accordance with the State enact-
ment governing census-taking. Under this, the
blanks to be filled will contain columns for the enu-
meration of the different classes of the population,
etc., as necessary to.a sure and easy understanding
of the representation to which the city is entitled in
the Legislature.

We have said that the work is to begin. We mustadd, that it is to be completed this week; a necessity,
that the returns may be presented to the Legislature
at the present session, before the apportionment of
representation shall be made upon the State census-
return now before that body, so glaringly deficient in
respect to New Orleans.

In order to accomplish the work within a week the
Mayor and Committee appointed four gentlemen to
take charge of it, one for each of the four districts,
and each to employ his own assistants. The latter
will number upwards of fifty ; and numerous as they
may be, we think they will have to stir themselves
very briskly in order to canvass the whole of New
Orleans in the abort space of a week. But it mustbe
done; and, from the capacity and energy of the
leading gentlemen appointed, we are sure that it will
be done, and done properly.

The appointments are,forthe First District, Mr. J
G. Poindexter; for the Second District, Capt. J. L.
Lamothe; for the Third District, Mr. Aug. Duquoerc
ron, and for the Fourth District, Mr. John A. Wat.
kins.

As it is desirable that no delays or mistakes should
retard this important work, we hope that everybody,
when called upon, will afford the desired statistics
promptly and truthfully.

His engagement here this year has been .a great
success in spite of the bad weather of the past week,
and althoughat times suffering from an attack of in-
fluensa, which materially marred his voice, still, the
admirable expression of his features and positions
would disperse any desire at fault findnlg, in those
who were disposed to do him justice.

His Hamlet was a fine conception, his RBlchard has
always been acknowledged one of his best cards, and
his Macbeth, although a new character to him, wae
replete with flne and original points; but the most
astonishing thing is the facile manner in which he
transforms his youthful face and figure to the charsm
tere of Lear and Rlobelln--ln one sentence I most
nay he follows as near as mortal man can, that'gem
of Shakapeare, his" advice to the players."
