A NEW POSTAL TAX PROPO6aD.

We recollet reading, somewhere, of an uEastue
king whose subjeo•s petitioned pteousdyfor a rerlsen
tionof his rigid rule, whereat he became greatly en
raged,ad, so far from giving them a respite oaem
oppression and i3oastioe, redobloe his selmles and
penaltles, giving them plainly to undertnand that he
was master, and would be obeyed, and that whining
and complaining would but inrease their merles.
We hope that our National Legislature will not settle
the postal affas of the coontryin anyuch antocratic
frame of mind; but there Is evidently a dispostion
in some quarters to do It. In common with every-
body dependent upon'the malls, we have for years
suffered the evils and Incoaoneniences ncident to a
bad postal system execrably exected. We have, as
most Jonrnalints do, proclaimed our grievances ooea.
sIonally, when we thought them sfflciently mon-
strous to be entitled to publio attention; we have
doubted the reliability of mails that bring packages
two weeks old from New York and St. Louis; we
have frequently questioned the benefit and the expe-
diency of receiving San Francisco papers via New
York, and New York papers it 8an Praneloo; we
have even objected to having our papers stopped,
opened,and appropriated on their way to subsribesn,
and our remittances stolen or lost in that great gulf
which most every year swallow up eobh rut mount.
aim of mail matter. But we have always been, and
are still,disposed to exercise due forbearance towards
those postal shortcomings that are unavoidable In s
country like ours, and to endure, with a proper deo
gree of fortitude, the evils incident thereto. When,
however, our law-givers in the National Legislature,
Instead of taxing their Ingenuity to Improve the
postal system, propose to relapse into the barbarlm
of its early days, and make the department pay its
own expenses, no matter at what cost of public con-
venience, we think it time to protest in the name of
universal newspaperdom, and of the reading and
corresponding people, geperally.

We see that It has been proposed in Congress to in-
crease the postage on letters, and a bill has been
Introduced by the Committee on the Pot-Office and
Post Boads requiridg publishers and printers to pay
postage on the newspapers they receive as exchanges.
In regard to these propositlon we have little to say
at present. There is no probability that either of
them will meet with much favor, in Congress or out
of it, the first being exactly contrary to American
ideas of progression, and the second amounting sub.
stantlally to a tax upon the circulation of Intelligence
that would be intolerable by reason of the burden
being concentrated upon its very fountain head. Mr.
English, who reported the bill on behalf of the com.
mittee, had best tarn his attention to another Kansas
bill or tothe acquisition of Cuba.

TALK ON 'ORANGE.

The morning opened yesterday dark and gloomy,
giving omens of a dull day. The weather, however,
cleared off, attended by that balmy,mild atmosphere,
characteristic of our climate. The streets were
thronged, and the question was often asked, " what
are so many people doing in New Orleans?" That
is, however, neither here nor there. We welcome all,
knowing there are none,possibly not one of the many
thousands of strangers now in our midst, but who
will come again. In the course of many years resi-
dence, we have often heard of people saying, " this
is the last season in New Orleans, won't come again."
We have, however, met the same folks again in full
blast on our streets. The talk yesterday was in part
of cotton, and of the concession on the part of fact-
ors, which induced buyers to come forward for clean
and Middling cottons; but of the Ordinary and In-
ferior grades, it was no use to talk of them. The talk
is, if planters have much cotton in the seed ungit-
ned, that they ought to pay more regard to handling
and ginning. Clean cotton, as we have before re-
marked, will do well, whereas the low qualities will
rule at low figures, comparatively. Planters cannot
complain; it is impossible for factors to turn a trashy
article into a merchantable one.

The further talk was of the interruption at the
month of the Missiesippi. Of coarse, it is presumed
our Legislature will move in the matter next week.
The movement moust be rapid, so the proceedings can
reach Washington before the adjournment of Con-
gress on the 4th proximo.

Among the vessels enumerated as being detained
on the bar at the Southwest Pass was the ship Frank
Pierce, cleared on the 9th of December for Liverpool.
At an early hoor yesterday a special dispatch was re-
ceived by telegraph from the Balize, stating that the
name of the ship should be the Frank Haynie for
Havre, instead of Frank Pierce. Being aware that
there was exchange on the cargo of the Pierce to the
amount of fifty thousand pounds sterling, we very
promptly repaired on 'change, and explained the
error. Subsequently, some hours later, we received
a notice from the agents of the Frank Pierce, stating
that she got safely to sea on the 15th or 16th of De-
cember, (this would have given her one week to get
to sea after clearance instead of twenty-four hours.)
We were glad to learn of this, being aware that one
of our most active, responsible and old citizens ls
part owner of the Pierce. There was so many ships
in port called Frank this and that, the confounding
of names does not appear strange. There were the
ships Franklin Pierce, Frank Haynle, Frank Boalt,
Franklin Havens, all in port at one time. The talk
on the obstructions at the bar still continue. Some
vessels now and then work over. In the meantime,
our cotemporary on our right comes to the rescue,
musters up courage to condemn the piling system,
which we denounced two years ago, and because we
called into question the " learned and scientific views"
displayed in the attempt to make an eighteen feet
channel, we bad to rest under the appellation of
" old fogyism." Well, it cannot be denied but what
"old fogy" predictions have proved correct. We
have no space for further talk on this subject. We
learn the Chamber of Commerce has taken action in
the matter.

There were no mails received yesterday, and the
talk is becoming indignant of the great neglect of the
authorities. Among the little items of the day was
the grounding of the coast mail Creole, on Saturday
night last, at Pass Christian, and sticking there till
Monday night. So our coast friends were without
their Saturday's malils.

THE PAVING OF MAGAZINE nSTRLx.--A move-
ment is now in progress to cause the paving of a por-
tion of Magazine street with square blocks, which
those who are opposed have sought to retard by pro.
mulgating very extraordinary and erroneoos state-
ments and rumors of the cost of the work, which has
been marvellously exaggerated. Possibly It may not
be universally known, though that any real estate
holder should lack information on such matters is as
improbable as the fact of such ignorance woold be on-
accountable, that in paving this street, as well as all
others, the city stands the outlay for the Interseec
tions-no insignificant per cent. on the whole ex-
penditore.

Lower Magazine street is one of the great business
thoroughfares of the city, and Ite upper part l es-
teemed very desirable for the location ofrealdences-.
circumstances which make its paving with square
blooke of much importance, both for the eonvenleace
of business men and residents, and for the apprecia-
tion of its real estate; and it is to be hoped that no
direct opposttion and no careihm naldlnbrieae will
retard the work,, but that everybibdy latseMldwil
cheerfully take hold with the powerof "grip" which
is their de proportiohand pm ittihrogh to com-
pletion.
