Latest from the Kansas Gold District.

The Brownsville (N. T.) Advertiser of the 4th inst.
announces the arrival in that place of several well-
known gentlemen direct from the gold region In west-
ern Kansas, and publishes the following information
derived from them:

These gentlemen have thoroughly prospected, and
exhibited specimens of the precious metal. Mr.
Lawrence is an old California adventurer, and has no
hesitancy in pronouncing the Cherry Creek mines
equal, if not superior, to any of those of California.
Ttose now mining, under the many disadvantages,
are making from $2 to $12, and often $15 per day-
from 5 to 33 cents per pan. Gold is found from the
surface down to the bed-rock a depth averslag fif.
teen feet. The only difficulty, at present,is the want
of water. But as several companies of competent
capitalists are already organoized for furnishing water,
this, therefore, cannot much longer remain an obsta-
cle of any consequence. The gold yet found to any
extent, is what is termed " float gold," and qauicksil-
ver will necessarily have to be used to a considerable
extent, in collecting the finer and more valuable par-
ticles.

Shot gold has been discovered to some extent, and
old miners are confident of finding" nugget gold" in
the spring. Bat little prospecting has yet been done
in the mountains owing to the season of the year
and the occupancy of time toin preparing comfortable
quarters.

Gold has been discovered, in satisfactory quuntities,
along the base of the mountains, from New Mexico
to Fort Laramie.

There is, perhaps, no country in which game
abonnds more plentifully-bufilo, elk, black and
white tailed deer, black and grizzly bear, antelope,
mountuin sheep and goat, turkey and sage hen.

Almost everything to eat, drink and wear, will be
in great demand and will pay well to take out from
this portion of the country, except, perhaps, flour,
w Ich can be brought from New Mexico and sold at
less prics than can be afforded after freighting from
here.

Mr. Lawrence, who has bad great experience on the
Plains, thinks for heavy loading, cattle are prefer-
able; but for light loads and qauek trips, of course
mules are best. He also thinks there will be no dan-
gerof overstocking the country with beef cattle, as
is feared by mpuy, on account of the presence of
snuh an abundance of wild game. If the diggings
prove as lucrative as there is every reason to believe
they will, miners wil not take the time to hunt, but
refer paying even large prices for beef at their cabin
door. Thle is, to our mind, sound reasoning. MIloch
cows will be in great demand.
The Indians are perfectly quiet and no danger

from them need he apprehended, as there are more
than twowhite mons to every Indian in that country.
The gold region is in the Arrapaboe and Cheyenne
country.
