A crowd of visitors which filled the hall attended, of
most of them sitting through the whole day's bhel- "
ess, the hors being shortened by the agreeable
entertainment which the exeres supplied. A num.

Indefatigable Buperintendent for the District, gave ap
as much time to this scheool as could be spared from a
his multifarious duties at others.

The third course gave a very gratifying account of
itself under the close examluation which its members c
were subjected, the effects of the unusually long va-
cation consequent upon the opening of the schools
being postponed because of the epidemic of last sea-
son, telling less among these advanced pupils than so
the minor departmentsof the primary schools, which
felt it severely.

In the branches of intellectual philosophy, geome- w
try, astronomy and English literature, the claem
showed that they hbad acquired a vest lnd of inform-
ation. That the study of intellectual philosophy had n
exercised their reasoning powers, and given them a p
confidence in their own intellects, which will teach
them to practice in after life the independence of
calling upon themselves for oncluseonl and opinions, C
and not rely on others for them, was apparent. The n
study, however, in which the best entertainment was C
afforded the auditory, and in which thepptis wore
very much at home, was English literature. Put t
this branch upon its merlts of practical usefulness it
is not inferior, but consider it as an acoumplishment
of ornamental education it ranks beyond or with the
highest. If the pupil has any mind at all worth
speaking of, with this study is Inculcated a literary
predilection, tempered by the literary taste and judg-
ment at the same time acquired, and so will she, or
he, be inclined to those pursuits of pleasure or pro-
fession which will enlarge and ennoble the mental
standard.
Compositions followed English literature, four

being read and all cleverly written, one of which, as
better suited to newspaper purposes than the others,
we received for publication In the Crescent. This is
entitled "New Orleans a Hundred Years Hence," and
will shortly appear. It paints in the vivid colors of
the humorous writer's imagination the school girl
millenium of the year 1959. The others bore the
titles--"Women of the Revolution," "The Art of
Pleasing," and "Female Writers." After these came
the reading ol the closing edition of "The Wave," a
school paper edited by this course, the only copy of
which we also secured, intending to select from its
columns for the benefit of ours at our earliest con.

On
intering the Principal's department we were pleased

o find two of the directors actively engaged

he schools which we have visited. This department
was examined in history, grammar, arithmetic and
geography. We remarked that certain exercises in

reading, which came off while we were present, were
not a great success, though evidently oonsiderable
paine had been given to the instruction of the pupils.
In the composition way, a Master Noyes read what
he had written a ont newspapers, showing no com-
pasion and criticizing the manner in which they are
conduooted with unspairing severity. The Principal
complained that the long vacation had proved a set
back of serious import in his department.

Looking in at the various rooms, we were much
impressed with the readiness manifested by the
clamses nnder the instruction of Mrs. Campbell, third
assistant, As yet it has been our fortqe to see no
other pupils of this grade as apt in geography and
arithmetic as these approved themselves yesterday,
and it was very evident that their teacher must be a
lady of unttrig industry and happy qualification for
the art of teaching.
