mails have again failed.

Th last weekly statement of the banks of the city
of New York is before us, my of last Tuesday. The
specie line has recededto$26,419,000, whichbs nearly
live millions of dollars less than one year ago. The
same item in the banks of New Orleans is nearly six
millions more than it was the corresponding time
last year. There is another feature, however, to be
considered. It has been the theme of general re-
markthat buainess, commerce and trade in the city
of Now York were, for the year 1858, exceedingly
dull and restricted; the importations of foreign mer.
chandise fell off, and yet the discounts and loans of
the tanks increased from $103,783,000 on the 13th
Feb.i 1858, to $129,106,000 on the 14th Feb., 1869.
The question propounds itself on what foundation,
on what business is this increase of loans based ?
Now we come to New Orleans, and though the line
of discounts and loans of our banks has increased;
yet we have increased our specie reserves nearly six
millions of dollars; but we bavenot to admit, as they
do in New York, that there has been any depression,
any decline, or the least stagnation in our trade and
commerce; since the first day of January, 1868, to
this present time, and through the epidemic, did the
channels of trade hold their own.

Therefore we trust they will not apply to the capi-
talists and money lenders of our city the usual flings
asd epithetsof shavers, extortioners and usurers. If
the permanent residents and property owners of the
Plrish of Carroll would not warrant and guarantee
tle bonds, liabilities and engagements of their county
authorities, understanding also the nature and condi-
tims of the proposed loan, it is hardly to be expected
that money lenders at a distance could entertain any
prospects. We believe there is a willingness and
free disposition evinced at all times by our resident
nmerchants to aid the country planters and residents,
one and all. This is manifested in the many millions
of dollars assumed each revolving year on crops in
a4vance.
