TALK ON 'OtAhNGU.

It was very quiet and very calm on Caroodelet
street yesterday. There was no general inclilation
to move on the part of operators in produce. The
correspondence by the Africa, which arrived at New
York on Monday, was deemed decidedly unfavorable;
so say the private dispatches. War and rumorsof war
seemed to pervade the general mind, yet there were
parties bold enough to move on their own terms. The
great question of crop, so far as relates to cotton, is
approximating to the views we proclaimed last Octo-
ber. The receipts are, however, on the decline,
which, of course, has been duly considered by those
who desire to enter the market. There is so much
talk about the obstructions at the mouth of the river
that, In our opinion, the leadingcotton factors ought,
without any delay, go to work and make up fifty
thonused dollars, employ the towboats to go to work
at dredging forthwith-not walt for the action of the
Government at Washington nor the authorities at
Baton Rouge. The money would unquestionably be
refunded. There will be more than this sum lost on
the cotton now blocked up, and on the stock in mar-
ket for sale, or the value of what is for sale and will
be depressed. The talk is, that the immediate dis-
barsement of this sum will be of immense advanthge,
though more9  Age..al ketam
-open hoannuet The talk is, there s a Company that
would go to work at once on this sum being guaran-
teed, and trust to chance for the balance. The dila- I
tory measures of the Government will not meet the
wants of the shipping interests or of commerce
generally. The talk is, that vessels drawing 16 to
17 feet can get to sea, though there are only 15 feet
of water on the bar at this time. That is about as
much water as nature intended. Some 25 or 30 years
ago, when the first vessels of five and six hundred
tuna were built for this trade, the captains would say,
don't talk about more than 15 feet water, as all the
large ships ll Christendom willbe seeking this port for
freights and depress the freighting business. Though
more tonnage is required than formerly, we do not
say that when the channel was of 16 or17 feet depth,
vessels were built that would draw 18 and 20 feet,
and views are expressed that if a permanent channel
of 20 feet can be maintained, the next fleet of ships
for the cotton trade will be built to draw 22 feet or
more. This may be considered a fact as well as talk.
The great point now to be attained is to elear the
channel and allow the hundred salt of vessels detain-
ed and waiting to proceed to their destined ports. We
do not believe the work will speedily be done through
the movements of the War Department. The cotton
now detained at the bar is nearly 85,000 bales and in-
creasing daily, though some medium size vessels work
over.

The full accounts of the receipts of cotton at the
Atlantic ports were received yesterday. The total
receipts at all the ports up to last evening were
twenty-eight hundred and sixty thousand bales. A
planter from the interior of Texas informs as that
the crops of 1858, of that State, to be delivered on
the Gulf, will be 250,000 bales. This is rather above
the general estimates. Texas will be relieved of a
great amount of indebtedness this season.

The mails by the America from Liverpool are fully
due, but we are daily greeted with the usual notices at
the Post-Office via both routes.
