The same paper gives the following account of a
recent adventure with Indianas :

From Mr. Roam, who arrived with the San Diego
mail this week, we learn that the train near Fort
Quitman, on the Rio Grande, had a slight brush with
Indians a few days since. It seems that two of the
Mexicans in the employ of J. Dawson, while engaged
in guarding their mules, noticed something moving
in the tall grass. Supposing it to be eollotes, they
took hout little notice of it. nhortly an Indian caught
hold of one of the stake ropes, within a few feet of
one of the Mexicans, and cried booh !-evidently ex.
pecting that the Mexicans would run ;but in this he
was mistaken. The Mexican held his sixshooter
near the head of the Indian, and shot him dead on
the spot.

The other Indian in a moment shot the Mexican
with three arrows, mounted a horse, rode directly
through camp upon the run, and as he passed a per.
son covered up with two blankets he seized both the
blankets, stooping as he went, and escaped. We are
informed that some six Government mules were
driven off, and that the Indians crossed the Rio
Grande into Mexico.

This will give our readers at a distance, who know
but little of the courage and horsemanship of our
frontier Indians, some faint idea; it will also show
the necessity of putting a stop to this plundering of
our frontier citizens by Indians who are harhored and
safely ensconced in.Mexico. This may easily be done,
viz: take possession of the States of Northern
Mexico, and hold them until we are indemnified for
past outrages, directly and indirectly by their cit-
eizers.-

R•D RIER RAFT.-The Caddo Gazette of tbe 19th t
publishes the following extract from the report of Dr, o
Hotchkiss, Commissioner of the Third Swamp Land
District, upon the Red River raft :

It would be advisable for the Legislature to order a
continuation of the surveys in Bossier and Caddo
parishes, embracing all the shallow lakes and other
swamp lands, and order a close investigation of the
raft region, with the view of deciding upon the best
general plan for their redemption.

Two hundred thousand aet-es of land, rich as the
delta of the Nile, lie imbedded or rendered untillable,
solely by the accumulation of the raft, The hour
this impediment be removed will throw into market 1
the richest body of alluvion in the world.

From the great expenditure and repeated failures
of the General toverument to remove the raft, the
opinion is prevalent that the wealth of Crmsus would
scarcely move it from its gloomy fastness. This, I
however, is a mistake. Energy, rightly applied, with
but a small outlay of money, will remove from the
channel of the river this formidable barrier.

The importance of this great undertaking is uni-
versally admitted; its necessity and its advantages
are apparent to all. The removal of the raft will
also open to the great mart of the South the high-
way nature intended for the rich cotton and grain-
growing regions of upper Red river. The vast
prairies of the west, now untenanted, await but the
whistle of the steamer to teem with life, and pour
their untold wealth into the bosom of our Mtate. The
city of Memphis and the young and energetic city of
Galveston, seeing the prospective wealth of this
immense region, are already reaching out their iron
arms to grasp the rich prize, so slightly esteemed by
us, and which will be entirely absorbed, unless the
great impediment in Red river is removed. These
are no imginaory ideas, but facts nowin course of per
formance, and worthy of the timely attention of those
who have the growing wealth of our State at their
control.
