TALK ON 'OHANGE.

The sad disaster of the packet Princess was the
Oblef topic of talk on the opening of yesterday. The
dasnes of the explosion had not been discovered last
evening, and posibly they never will be. The boilers
of the boat were about four years old, and we learn
from the asupervising inspector of this District that
they were examined two months and a half since. It
will In all probability tern out that no real solution
of this melancholy destruction of life and property
willlbe arrived at.

The forther talk was of cotton and the good feeling
towards, it, and the liberal purchases for a day at-

dB swith do meah inclement weather. Some of
thhllbar think that prices have touched bottom on
tn other aide, and feel disposed to go into the article
if bils ca be negotiated. Then, again, there are
some Bears of the Boocky Mountain species who aver
that prices will recede to id. in Liverpool, and that
they will have a chance of making at least one dollar
per bale on their intended purchases. This will be
doing much better than many thousands of bales that
have gone forward this season. The receipts were
slim yesterday. The Bulls and long cropiste, how-
ever, maintain, with an excess in receipts of 980,000
bales, that they have a good show for full estimates.
The receipts in Charleston and Savannah since the
last weekly returns continue on a fair average. But
the great point to be arrived at is the quantity to be
reolved in Engishd from India. On this hinges
much of the future.

There was a marked falling ofr in the arrivals of
steamers yesterday. It is manifest that we shall not
receive here this year so large quantities of bread-
stuflt as last year. The supplies and stocks are much
reduced in the West-and, furthermore, there are
purehasesof foor and corn in the East-that is, in
the State of New York, and carried to Michigan and
Illnois. The talk is, that farmers in the Northwest
went into land speculations, neglected their farms
and endeavored to make money and cut a splurge
without working and laboring. It will be well for
cotton and sugar planters to look to corn in the pre-
sent spring movement; yea, expand your bastions,
atud your breastworks with fields of corn.

There was some talk of the mails. Well, we are
not aware that it is of much use to talk about them.
We are not In the confidence of the authorities at
this time, andwe cannot say that any fines are ex-
acted for non-performance of mail services; but it
really looks strange to observe day after day the
placard at the Poest-OI ce, proclaiming the mail via
Mobile failed from beyond Augusta or some other
point, and the mail via Jackson Railroad failed from
beyond the grand junction. We, In common with
thousands of citizens, venerate and respect the me-
mory of Jaokson, and many talk that they do not
desre the great warrior's name to be sued every day
ashaving failed, as he never failed in any undertak-
ing nor disappointed his countrymen. Pray, Mes-
sisera Directors of this road, ohange Its name.

The E•Uropean mails by the Africa were due yester-
day, but they did'nt come. The Cunard gentlemen
take their own time, having driven the Collins' line
of steamers off the Atlantic, and forced Vanderbilt to
withdraw. It is pretty well established that without
Government patronage and subsidies no American
steamer can float on the Atlantic. There are two
runuing to Harre from New York, but they are only
an apology for mail service. bic transit gloria
snudi.

"Twa LeySx Alt• A Lavee FUND." -In this
morning's paper will be found a commercial article
headed as above, and from the pen of Colonel
Hugh Bhort, a member of the committee appointed
at a meeting of the Board of Levee Commissioners of
the Parishes of Carroll and Madison, held at Provi*
deanc on the 5th February, to confer with the memn
bers of the Legislature relative to changes recom-
mended in the levee law. To this Board of Levee
Commieagners we are indebted for a copy of the
"Memelae•4 behalf of the Levee District composed
of the parishes of Garroll and Madison," prepared by
Col. Short, of the above committee, for presentation
to the Legislature. The commouication explains the
purport of the memorial, which is an able document,
representing urgingly and convincingly the necessity
of some action in aid of the safety and relief of the
territory liable to inundation lying in the above par-
ibhes. The Board, by resolutions accompanying the
committee's memorial, ask to be authorized by law
to contract a loan of $400,000, to be used for levee
pnrposes, to issue beands therefor, and to levy a spe.
trial tax to meet the bonds and interest at maturity.
We ask the attention of readers to the interesting
communication referred to.
