TALK ON 'CHANGE.

The first intelligence of importance that greeted
the commercial community yesterday was that of the
ship Vanguard, loaded with cotton, being on fire.
This vessel was cleared for Cronstadt on the 1st
inst. with 4,100 balas As she has been some time
loading, the cargo is unquestionably fully covered
with insurance in Europe. This is the third vessel
within the past ten days which has taken fire. It is
attributed to combustion; so much cotton has been
dampened by the long spell of wet weather, that the
recent fires are readily accounted for. We should not
be surprised at bearing of further losses, and possibly
some vessels and cargoes may never be heard from.
In olden times a cargo of damp or wet cotton was
deemed almost as hazardoas as a cargo of unslacked
lime.

The further talk was of the bar obstructions. Some
people talk, if those $71,000 remaining from the last
appropriation were spent in a proper way, the bar
could soon be cleared. As for ourselves, we have no
expectations that Congress will do anything, and the
general talk is of the same nature. If some associa-
tions, some companies, could only get a check or
draft on the Assistant Treasurer for that unexpended
balance, there would be an opening on the bar in less
than a week. It is now one month since we (being
in advance) called the attention of the community to
the obstruction. If a guarantee had been given at
once, the detention of the vessels would have been
prevented; but where it is everybody's business to
act, no one desires to resume any responsibility.;
nevertheless, there has been nothing yet transpired
to change our belief and that of our citizens but that
there is just as great depth of water in the channel
on the bar that there was two-score years ago. We
are gratified to learn that some of the large vessels
which were detained have worked over and gone to
sea. The ship Lancaster, of Philadelphia, that clear-
ed for Liverpool on the Eighth of January, with
4,220 bales ofecotton, proceeded to sea yesterday
morning; and the further talk is, that vessels drawing
17 to 185 feet have passed both inward and out-
ward. Again the talk is, in the way of hope, that
there will be some action in a few days towards re-
moving the obstructions. These obstructions, how-
ever, are only sand and mud, with some heavy
draught vessels to block up.

There was some talk of cotton. The sales fell off
largely yesterday, compared to the daily operations
since the 25th ult. We note the further exports yes-
terday of two cargoes-6,077 bales cotton for St.
Petersburg. The total exports for Russia this season
now sum up 28,375 bales. For the corresponding
time last year there was not a bale. The trade in
cotton with Russia direct from this port is yet in its
infancy. We must, however, take in consideration
the means of extending facilities for loading vessels.
It is manifest that we have not one-quarter enough
of medium-sized vessels afloat--that is, vessels built
for the natural channels at the mouth of the river to
transport the cotton to market. To obviate the de-
tention and injury of large vessels, other means must
be looked to, different sources considered. We have
alluded to the harbor of Cat Island and the facilities
to be realized by ships loa l ; there, and the caro a
tronsported via the Mexican Gulf Railroad. In the
year 1830, when the Pontchartrain Railroad was one
of the many advantages held out, was the facility it
would give to loading large vessels in Cat and Ship
Island harbors, by transporting lighters via the road.
Similar obstructions prevailed then at the mouth of
the river with large vessels that have existed at dif-
ferent periods of time since. When the system of
using the foregoing harbors is once adopted, it will
prove an immense saving of time, expense, interest,
loss in weight or cargoes; in fact, the advantages to
be realized we have not room to talk of at this time.
The question is asked, how much will it cost to ex.
tend the Mexican Gulf R ilroad from the present
terminus to the Nine Mile Bayou, 18 miles, from
whence it is only 10 to 12 miles to deep water anchor
age off Cat Island, and in some places less? The
yearly increase of the great staple will require an ad-
ditional amount of tunnage, and it is not drawing on
imagination to remark that the time is not far distant
when vessels carrying ten thousand bales of cotton
each, will load and depart from Now Orleans and its
environs.

The disastroes battle reported by the Quaker City
on the 21st slt. douobtlem bad reference to a subse- d
ninent engagement between Lieut. Lareli and a large
force of Indans.

The advien from Lower California represent that
a detachment of mounted ridersa from Fort BSli,

under command of Lieutenant Larell, who went in
pursuit of the Indians after the first engagement,
(in which the Indians were reported to have been
dispersed) was overtaken by a large body of Indians
at Dog Canon, and a severe engagement took place,
which resnlted, after much hard fighting, in Lieut. I
Larell being obliged to withdraw his troops. Three
of Lieut. Larell's force were killed and six were
wounded. Among the latter is Lient. Larell, who
has received a severe wound in the lungs, and it is
feared he will not recover from it effects.

Some twelve or fourteen Indians, it is reported
were killed in the engagement.

WASHINGTON, March 3--House.--The Committee
of Investigation, to whom was referred the case of
John A. Learing, member of Congress from New
York, charged with corruption in favoring certain
claims, presented their report to-day, with a resolu-
tion to the effect that the evidence against Mr. Lear-ing in regard to his having accepted the sum of four
thousand dollars for his services in engineering a pri-
vate claim through a committee and securing a favor-
able report, is not suficient to warrant his conviction
or expulsion. The committee say the account they
have examined does not verify the charges against
him.

The resolution was adopted.
The Army Appropriation bill was taken up and the

report of the Conference Committee wasconcurred in.
The Pot Office Appropriation bill being under con-

sideration, Mr. Grw of Pennsylvania, said that the
bill raising the rate of postage was in tihe nature of a
revenue bill, and hence could not originate in the
Senate.

Mr. Phelps desired that the provision of the Con-
stitution requiring all revenue bills to originate in the
House, was applicable to this measure.

The Speaker said that the question raised by Mr.
Grow had been properly submitted.

WaseIsoTon, March 3.--The House concurred in
the report of the Committee of Conference on the
Naval Appropriation bill, whereby $2809,000 are ap-
propriated or the purchase of suitable vessels for the
araguay expedition.
The House also passed the Senate bill for carrying

out the stipulations of the treaty recently negotiated
with China, and authorizing the President to appoint
commissioners for the examination of our claims
against China.

WASHINoTON, March 3.-In the Senate Mr. Sim-
mons offered an amendment to the Appropriationbill
in favor of home valuation, which was lost by a vote
of 20 yeas to 24 naya

The section authorizing the issue of twenty million
Treasury notes was confirmed by a vote of 30 yeas ts
22 nays.

Amendments were also added abolishing the frank.
ing privilege and raising the rate of postage to live
cents.

Steamship Line to Mexico.
In the Senate an amendment to the appropriation

bill was offered appropriating $120,000 for a line of
steamers from ports in the Gull of Mexico to some
port in Mexico.

The amendment was adopted.

propriating $500,000 instead of $50,000 for the com-
pletion of the Treasury building.

Increase of Postage.
WASonIRTOn, March 3.--In the House to-day Mr.

Grow, of Pennsylvania, offered a resolution raising
the rate of postlge on all distances under 3000 miles
to live cents and on all over 3000 miles ten cents.

The resolution was adopted by a vote of 117 yeas
to 76 nays.

Mr. English of Indiana introduced a bill in relation
to several new post routes, which was adopted.

engrossed.

day.

Tdhe bill sepplementary to the act providing for
draining lands in New Orleans was passed, to be en-
grossed.

Mr. Holland introduced a bill appropriating five
thousand dollars for the benefit of the Beneovolent
Sons of Louisiana.

A general row prevailed, the resulnit of which was
that Maxwell and his friends killed John Aidridge, a
friend of Low's, wounded Win. Miller, and wounded
Low in several places.

Low was committed to jail for protection.
Much excitement prevails in regard to the matter,

owing to the respectable standing of the parties en-
gaged in it.
