by rauians in revenge for her testimony t a erit-
nat trial. We have before published a brief abstract
of the case. One of the gang, Thibsolt, has been
caught and turned State's evidence, The Gazette
ay-:

It appear that on the night of the 26th January
last (which we a boisterous, smowy, and windy onea),
in pursnance of a plot and consorney between four
men named Abraham Hamelin, lle Gretton, Lo
Thibenit and Jean Martin, they membled at the
home of Orattoo to commit the deed, but It appeare
that the compinator did not know where ettr In-
tended victim, Boele Barron, wife of Joseph Fon-
calt. wos opeding the evening,and at about mid-
n•ght the project wa bdoned for the moment, but
with the understanding that the deed should be per-
petrated the following night. Martin had made a
wooden yoke to pt on the vctim's neck, and brooght
It to Hamellu'o houe. The foutr cospito were
bound by a mot somem understandn g to divuolge
nothing on pain of death.

on the following night, 27th Jannatry, Hamein,
Gratton and Thibaalt left Hamelin's hou in s•_iigh
at 1 o'clock, and drove to the hone of W'me Fog-
colt, where she was peaceably In bed with her buo.
band, there being Inthe hom atthe time but her
two little children, aged 11 and 12. Thlbuolt re-
mained in charge of the sleigh, whilst Hamelin and
Gratton forced their way into the house, which was
only fastened inside by a nail over the latch. Fon-
cault, who Is feeble, and aged over 60 years,
imped outof bed and was held nera window whil
Oratton forcibly carried his wife, barefoot and in her
chemise, to the sleigh, (a traenaru), draggIng he
along in the now. There be em joled hy Be ,
and the party drove off some twenty-five acres di
tonce to the stable of Benjamin Lcasne, a respects.
hie farmer, where they bshut her up. On the rad
Gratton got astride of her, and aided b Hamblin tied
her hands with a rope tightly behind her bahck ; they
ohaved and pulled out a portion of hhair, and when
she cried out struck her most brutallyn the fee, and
threatened to kill her. She still hbeur marks of this
violence; and in trying to silence her they tore her
mouth on both sides, and so wounded her In the luce
that she was all covered with blood. On reachngthe
stable she was again draggedin the now the distnce
or six perches, and made to go on her knees in the
stable and beg pardon, and promise that she would
not sgain Rgo out at night.
While Oratto wam engaged In these acts of bro.

tality, she bit his right thumb, the marks of which
ore still plain upon it. Blood we seen near the
stable, and s portion of her hair found the following
morning in the snow. She was left in that state
without anything on her head or feet, sod in her
night shirt, in Lnres' stable, in the stail nearest
the door, the floor of which was covered withbsn mow
and ice-indeed the snow had aecnmulated around
the unfortunate woman, and in that state she c-.
mained until 6 o'clock the next morning, when dis
covered by Mr. Lacase on going to feed his cattle,
t'me acae had to give her her own clothes to con

coal her person; and she was carried to the hboo of
Lacase. where ever possible care was bestowed upon
her. M'me Foucault was, as may be supposed, so
exhausted as to be hardly Able to speak, and cried
out on seeing M'me Lacase : " Oh, for God's sake,
come to my amistnce ; it in Hamelin and his man
who have done this ; I am dying."

She was so ditsigured with blood that, although
well acquainted with her,she could not be recognized
until she named herself,

Hamelin, Oratton, Martin and Thlboult were lmi
mediately arrested, and the three former have been
committed to jail by Messra. De Montigoy and I•
violette.

lime Foucault and her husband had distinctly re
cognized Hamelin and Gratton. Thibault acknowi
edged the whole, turned Queen's evidence, and wes
admitted to bail to give evidence at the trial on the
24th March. Martin is the same individual who we
tried for the murder of his wife some years ago and
acquitted.

A SHocKINo TRAGEDY.--Three en Poisoned.-
A terrible affair occurred recently at Bennetteville,
S. C., which is thus stated in a paper published in
the neighborhood :

There occurred at Bennettsville on Thursday, 24th
February, one of the most shocking and heart-rend-
ing tragedies It has ever been our province to note.
On that day Annanians Graham and John W. his son,
visited Bennettsville on business. For a cause which
will appear in the judicial investigatlon,oo to take
place, they visited the store of John C. Terrel, the
grandson of the elder Graham. Boon after entering
the store they were induced to take a drink of
whisky, together with Mr. John B. MtUcallam., also of
Marlboro' District. In a few minutes after swallow-
ing the liquor, the elder Mr. Graham fell to the floor
in convulsions, and while be lay writhing in agony,
his sou, J. W. Graham, was taken in the same way.
Dr. W. D. Wallace was called in, and with the assist-
ance of all the other members of the profeeston in
the village, did all that could be done. But the fatal
liquor had been too heavily drugged; they both died
in about thirty minutes after taking the liquor. Mr.
IcCollum, who drank less than the others, was taken
with convulsions sometime after the death of the
Messrs. Graham, and lingered till towards 11 o'clock
at night, when he also died.

On Saturday a cononer's inquest was held over the
bodies of the three unfortunate victims, the verdict
of which was that they came to their death bystrych-
nine, administered, in liquor, by John C. Terrel, the
grandson of the elder Graham.

Terrel was arrested and committed to jail to await
his trial week after next.

On Thursday last, between 2 and 3 o'clock, P.M.,
an altercation occurred in this place between Robert
Lewis, of Anson county, N. C., and Henry Williams,
a comparative stranger, in which the latter received
a blow over the left temple from a bottle full of
liquor, thrown by the former, crushing in the skull
and mashing out the brains in a most awful manner.
This unfortunate affair took place in the presence of
a number of persons, and near the drug store of Dr.
A. Malloy, who immediately took the case in hand
and promptly raised the fractured skull. The unfor-
tunate man was removed to a comfortable situation,
and the wound dressed by Messrs. Malloy and Colt.
Several pieces of the bone, one near three inches long,
were taken out. Williams lingered until Friday even-
ing between 9 and 10 o'clock, and then died.

On Saturday Coroner Chapman held an inquest
over the body, whose report was that the deceased
came to his death by a blow from a bottle thrown by
Robert Lewis.

Lewis was arrested and committed to the jail of
this District to await his trial at the next term of our
Court, which sits next week.

EXTRAORDINARY EFFECT OF A METEOR.-On the
18th ult., about 6 P. M., while some gentlemen were
driving on an open car in the neighborhood of Bing-
hamstown, Eris, county of Mayo, they were over-
taken by a storm of hall so severe as to exceed any-
thing of a similar nature ever witnessed by any of
the party before. It continued for about ten or
ifteen minutes, and was succeeded by darkness the
most profound. At this moment a ball of fire, about
the size of an orange, and of a dull color, emitting
some sparks, passed rather slowly between two of the
party on the off side of the car, and Immediately ex-
ploded. All were instantaneously struck blind by
the intense brilliancy of the light, and it was some
time before they recovered sufficiently to continueon
their road. A feeling of numbness and prostration
was experienced more or less by each individual,
which continued a long time, and the driver was quite
unable to hold the reins or see where be was going.
A slight hiasing sound accompanied this evolution of
light, and appeared to proceed from the passage of
the meteor through the air. A loud clap of thunder
followd, but at a long interval.

A MAN HANoIso HItsnEF TO A CORP 1-At a
late hour last night, we learned the following details
of a most singular affair, which occurred near Cum-
minsville, some four or five miles from this city, on1 Saturday night. It appears that a person, whose
name was not given as, entered the burying ground
at that place, and removed a dead body fram a
grave, which he placed in a sack. In making hisaexit from the yard, it was negessary to scale a high
