The Ara from Liverpool of the 16th nt was an-

though the le for thewk ending the 26th are re-
ported at 420to bales, wi is sout the average
weekly consomption. The ar .news, such as dme
niler our oheervation, cannot nsgiu4ddas so e•a-

nently peaceful as to banish all fears of a contest on
the continent. The predictions of a hge in the
British Ministry are not yet verified, nor do e learn
anything to lead us to expect that therewil hb a
change for the present. The cotton market was umn
sibly afActed today after the receipts of the die-
patches-that is, if the large sales are to be con-
sidered as having nfluence. Detati of the transac
tions will be found in the sinal column.

The Exchange market moved along regularlyto
day. The counter ate for checkson New York was
steady at I die. Outside there were large den of
double Al bankers' bills at i die. in rouad sms, and
good commercial drafts at 9-16. Short sight-that
is, three and five days, 1 @ dis. Sixty days sight
was not offered freely. Good bill were taken at 14-
that is, first-class, and good to fair at from 1 @ 14
di. The supply keeps pace with the demand. Two
or three of the hbanks do not evince any desire to in-
vest at the present asking rates, for good and well
established reasons, viz: there Is no money to be
made by it, and discounting long paper at the rate of
9 ~ct. pays better, and there is a probability of
larger supplies of this kind of paper are long. In
Sterling Exchange there were several transactions,
one of which was for about 30,000 clear bills at
10t, and other lesser operations at 108t 0 1084
and 1081. This latter figure cannothe called quota-
ble as yet, though sales are made at t, and even at a
higher figure, reaching up to 109. Doeument btilkof
good names sold at 108@ 1084. We quote 107 0
1084. Francs without change. We quote them at
5.214 @ 5.17t and 5.15 for small mams for remittance
purposes only. The last advices from New York
quote Sterling bankers' bills at 1094 0 110, and
francs 5.131.

In Stocks to-day there were sales of 300 shares
Louisiana State Bank at 175; 155 shares Bank of
Louisiana at 170; 4,000 shares of St. Charles Hotel
Company stock on private terms; 10 shares Cresaent
City Bank 1044, and 35,000 Mortgpge Bonds of Jack-
son Railroad on P.T.

Messrs. Palfrey & Co. will hold a sale at the Ar-
cade on Saturday, the 12th, at which will be ored
Bank and Railroad shares. Also, 353 shares Gas
Light Company. This latter stock is to close an
estate, and it is presumed will be obtained a bargain,
if there are any such things as good bargains now-a-
days.

The panic of 1857 was followed by an immensity
of litigation, particularly in Great Britain. The
failures of the Western Bank of Scotland, the Liver-
pool Borough Bank, the Royal Bank, cannsed great
consternation. The failure of the Borough SBank has
resulted most disastrously. This bank being located
in the town of Liverpool, was more intimately con-
nected with the trade of the Southern section of the
United States than any other. Two of its ldrectore
and managers were highly respected and well-known
citizens of New Orleans, and enjoyed the highest.
confidence, as they do at this time, notwithstanding
the missive shafts of the London Times towards one
of them, Mr. Joshua Dixon. Of course, we cannot at
this distance fully interpret the many reports and re-
marks regarding the Borough Bank; but ufficae to
say, it has sunk into hopeless insolvency, and suits
were brought against Mr. Dixon by two stockholders
for reclamation, on the ground that he had said the
bank was safe, (as it was in high credit) which re-
mark was made months previous to the suspension.
The turning point on this important question, which
will apply to all stockholders and managers of
banks under the general banking law of our State was
the declaring of a dividend, which, when paid,
amounted to more than the proits, encroached on the
capital of the bank from which it was in part paid.
Mr. Dixon was overruled by his colleagnes, the
dividend was declared. Unfortunately for Mr. D., he
did not publicly protest against the proceedings, and
by not so doing, rendered himself liable for damages,
which resulted in suit being brought by two petty
shareholders, the proprietors of one hundred and
forty pounds of stock, or shares to that amount. The
decision of the suit, however, has established a pre-
cedent, to be visited on those managers who are so
fortunate as to occupy a pecuniary personal respon-
sibility. On the final decision of this suit against our
fellow-citizen, the London Times came out in a full
column of remarks, criticising sharply the manage-
ment of the bank, reflecting harshly on Mr. Dixon,
and sneeringly inclined to exult in the decision of
the court. It was not without effect, but not to the
extent predicted. For taking all that Mr. Dixon can
be made liable for by the sentence, is only 6,000
sterling, or nearly $30,000. This is not sufficient to
disturb the equilibrum of his bank account, nor will
the effects and results of this non-famous decision
be blasting and ruinous, as his adversaries have
indicated. There have been a great many suits insti-
tuted, and an immensity of litigation in Great Bri.
tain, brought about through the panic of 1857-
Chancery suits and ordinary suits with banks and
bankers appear to have occupied a good part of the
courts of England and Scotland the last year. The
great suit of the Union Bank of London against Bell,
we intend to notice.

From St. Louis we have the following of the 3d
inst:

Exchange has become quite scarce, and rates ad-
vanced to-day 4 act. Sight drafts on the East are
selling at 1 dct. premium for bankable funds; If for
crrency, and 14 for specie; on New Orleans at par
fr specice. 4 premium for bankable funds, and 14 for
currency.

Currency is scarce. Kentucky, Indiana, Ohio and
Louisiana notes are taken at par. Other currency is
bolught at4 . 4 ct. dis.

The St. Louis Building and Savings Association
have given lublic notice of their plrpose to pursue
their loeiness as they have heretofore done, and to
receive currency on deposit in spite of the provisiono
of the Richardson bill. That act does not affect this
corporation, it is believed, in the least. We note also
by their pulblicntion that their cash assets are largely
in excess of their liabilities.
