THE BOARD 03 UNDERWBITEBB.

Edo. Crseers-I thought the nature and objects
of the organization known as the "Board of Under.
writers" in this city were by this time thoroughly
known and appreciated by the community, and that t
the prejudices which formerly existed against it had
given way to convictions of its great utility in simpli. p
fyingfand strengthening the whole machinery of in-
surance, and making it, what it ought to be, a per- ,
fecUy reliable security against loss of the subject in-
sured. It seems, however, from recently published
articles in the city papers on the action of the Board,
that I have been mistaken in this thought, and that
sensible, well informed men, are still in the dark n
regard to its objects, and if you will allow me asmall
space in your columns i will endeavor to enlighten
them.

Competition, a principle generally so useful in the
busineas of life, has in the business of insurance been
everywherdomaed4.presduce iejrlea sebhby the I
cheapening process which results from it. In the
affairs of individuals, where superior sagacity, inge-
nuity, industry and other favorable elements combine
to give one person advantages over another, and en.
able him to drive his competitors from the field by
better or cheaper productions,the public is benefitted
and only the individual suffers from the contest.
With insurance companies it is altogether different-
competition among them, instead of benefitting the
public, must injure it most fatally, for it can produce
but one result, viz: the reduction of premiums, and
the granting of injudicions privileges and indulgences,
in order to procure business until the premiums cease
to be remunerative, the capitals of the companies are
gradually absorbed in the payment of losses, and, in-
stead of being substantial, reliable bulwarks for the
public protection, they dwindle into mere candidates
for premiums for the purpose of keeping their doors
open until they are compulsorily closed by their in-
ability to pay the just claims upon them.

Now the first object of the " Board of Underwri-
ters " is to guard against the possibility of such a
deplorable state of things growing up in this com-
munity, by the formation and annual revision of a
tariff of premiums, with accompanying rulesand rego-
lations, founded upon data drawn from a long series
of observations and comparisons carefully record-
ed and thoroughly analyzed and digested, in order that
a proper connection may be preserved between the risk
insured and the premium charged for it, carefully
maintaining such a scale of rates as will insure the
preservation of their capitals in all their integrity
while they are not so high as to act detrimentally on
the commerce of the place. I do not pretend to say
that the present " 

t a
riff" is perfect, but I can, with

all truth, assert that the only object aimed at by the
Board in adopting it is the protection of their capi-
tals for the security of the public, for whose services
the companies are created, and at the annual revis-
ions to which it is subjected, reforms are introduced,
as time and experience point out their necessity.

If the insurance business of the city was conducted
on the old fashioned, almost exploded joint stock
system, by which the whole of the profits were
divided among the loaners of the stock, the public
would have just cause to complain when the divi-
dends averaged more than a full and fair return for
the use of the capital employed, and the risk attend-
ing such an employment of it; but under the mutual
system, which returns to the persons insured every
dollar of their premium in scrip bearing interest,
which, at the end of the year, has not been required
to pay the losses and necessary expenses of the year's
Sbusiness, there does not seem to be any ground for
t such complaint, although I admit that it is right to

keep the premiums as low as possible, consistent with
the all-important principle of safety to the capitals,
which must be preserved intact, or the whole matter

But the duty of the Board of Underwriters would L"
he only performed if it merely provided a tariff of th
premiums without prescribing for the government of let
the companies composing it, such rules and regula- tic
tions as experience and good judgment point out as
as necessary adjuncts to make the tariff effective. as
Among these regulations is one having reference to of
insurances out of New Orleans, which some days to
since called forth some denunciatory remarks from a ts
writer in your journal. It is known as " the country (o
clause," and is applied to all insurances on stores in an
country towns, limiting the liability of the company ot
issuing the policy to one-half of any loss that may an
occur to the property insured. Thus, if a country nC
merchant has an average stock of $10,000, he has th
only to insure and pay premium on $5000, that being je
the extent of liability which the underwriter is will- "
ing to incur; and if his whole stock of $10,000 is kh
destroyed by fire, he recovers the whole $5000, on
which he has paid premium-that being half the rii
amount of his loss. Is there anything more fair than to
this? But, say the objectors to this rule, why limit
your liability to one-half the loss? The reason is cc
this: country towns are generally composed of bh
wooden buildings in such close proximity as to cause
danger of one burning another in the event of a con- s
flagration occurring in any one of them,and they are w
most generally without any organization for the ex- y
tinguishment of fires. If the residents were permit-
ted to protect themselves fully from the consequences 55

of fires breaking out among them, the usual effect of'
the feeling of perfect security would manifest itself in to

a relaxation of that care and vigilance which it is the ti
object of this regulation to enforce and keep up, by
making the owners of property bear half the risks ti
themselves, and thus become joint underwriters with
the insurance companies, and vigilant watchers over
their common interests. It may seem hard that a ii
man cannot have his property wholly insured, but
long experience has proved that no premium that
could be asked would be adequate for these country
risks if they were unprotected by this regulation.

The great advantage and convenience to the com-
mercial community of a regular insurance tariff, ema-
nating from the Board of Underwriters, and faithfully
adhered to by its members, must be evident to every
one interested in insurance matters. With it the i
merchant, with a copy of the tarif' before him, has
only to send a memorandum of the risk he wishes to
nsure, to the office which insures him, and he knows 1
he will be charged precisely what every other mer-
chant is charged by his insurer thlroglhoutthe city for
a similar risk. Without it, he would have to waste
hours in visiting each of the ten or twelve insurance
offices, every time he has an insurance to effect, in
order to make the best bargain he could, and after all
his labor he would not know whether or not his neigh.
bor and competitor in business had been charged a
lower rate, or obtained more advantageous terms
, than himself.

Icould point out many other conveniences and ad-
vantages to the public which are obtained by associ-
ating the insurance companies together, in the form
ofa Board of Underwriters, but I am reminded thatI
Shave already extended my remarks to an inconvenient
