AMteSEdElTS LAST EVENING.

Tax Oarsnas.-Well, we've seen her-we've seen
and heard the great " talked about," and may say,
without derogation of our critical dignity, that we
are a Piccolomini man-we are attacked with a mild
type of the furore and " arsaparilla"' would'nt save
us. We found a very brilliant and sufficiently full, if
not a crowded auditory present, and some little prac-
tice of the sclence of physiognomies during the few
minutes time before the curtain rose that was allowed
for the scrutiny of faces, satisfied as that the people
did not come there with the determination of being
pleased, but that the debutente would have to con-
quer all the approval that she might win. It would
not be a free gift, but something claimed and earned.
Everybody was chillingly cool. But the curtain rose,
and ere its fall on the brief act, Piccolomini could
quote " eni, vidi, rid." She is neither very strong

lunged nor very beautiful-but she is an exquisite,
piquante actress, and this dramatic forte is what ren-
ders her so inevitably chrming.

Her voice bhas no great power, but it is sweet and
clear as the notes of silver bells; not as soft, liquid
and expansive in its tones, as pure and well defined-
a sparkling, glittering stream of sound, rather than a
broad, flowing river of large volume.
