The living veterans of 1814 and '15 atten- n
ded the funeral in a body, with hosts of other citizens, I
who knew what was due to departed worth.

Ten BOARD OF HEALTH report 118 as the total of c
the city mortality last week.

ALFRED LIVINOsTON, whose leg was crashed by
the Carrollton cars, sometime since, and of the am-
potation of which we mentioned at the time, died on
Sunday night, and was interred yesterday by the
Typographical Union in their splendid mausoleum.
A notice of his death will be found elsewhere.

ALFPED MUNROE AND Co.'S NEW SITOa is already
an ornament to the corner of Camp and Common
streets. The colonnade of iron corinthian pillars and t
arches, now erect, and to support the remainder of i
the structure, are a little ahead of anything we know
of in this city.

FReNCHMEN STREET, between Greatmen and Craps,
has more holes, and deeper and steeper holes, and t
muddier and nastier holes, than any other street we
know of. Every day, loaded teams get stalled, and
often stick for hours, or until the loads are taken off
and carried to the next corner. This is all the worse,
for the reason that some time ago Frenchmen street
was graded and otherwise fixed off for a shell road. t
The street ought to be looked to.

TnoMAS WALL, who made a desperate attempt to
murder Winm. Brown, last Christmas, at the corner of
Delord and Commerce streets-stabbing him four
times-was arrested on Sunday night by Sergeant
Moore, of the First District police; that energetic I
officer having been sometime on the lookout for him, I
learning he had returned to the city, and was lying
low. Brown, who only lately left the Charity Hoes-
pital, made his affidavit against him, and Assistant
Recorder Monroe committed him to prison to await
his examination.

A BLOODY TRAGEDY took place at 3 o'clock yes-
terday morning, in the Louisiana Ball-Room, at the
corner of Esplanade and Victory streets, Third D is-
trict. A Spaniard named Manuel Suarez made a
desperate and murderous attack upon Antoine
Cambre, commissary or head officer of the ball-room,
with a razor, and in so doing was instantly killed by
Cambre, with two bullets from a revolver.

Cambre, gashed with the razor and dripping with
blood, went immediately afterward to the Third Diso
trict Lock-up, where he surrendered himself to officer
Mazerat, stating that he had killed a man in self-de-
fence. A bed was prepared for him in one of the
cells, and Dr. Castellanos sent for. That gentleman
soon arrived and dressed his wound: a gash about
eight inches long, descending laterally from the left
nipple to the lower rib on the right side, but luckily
not deep enough to endanger life, Cambre being a
stout fleshy man. A second cut of the razor had
slit his trowsers leg, without going deeper than the
trowsers and drawers.

Shortly after Cambre's surrender the dead body of
Suarez was brought to the lock-up, and laid in the
back yard. Early yesterday morning Coroner Daunoy
went there and held his inquest. The post-mortem
examination, made by Dr. Delery, showed death to
be the result of two pistol shot wounds, one in the
upper part of the thorax, and the other in the left
side of the abdomen; each wound sufficient to cause
immediate death.

The substance of the testimony was as follows :
Arthur Guerin, an officer of the ball room, testified

that whilst he was seated on a bench at the side of
the room, looking at the dance, and talking with a visi-
tor named Torregano, Suarez came up and seated him.
self on his other side, and began talking to him fa-
miliarly, and in a rather flattering way. Finally he
asked if there was such a man as Cambre about the
ball. The reply being in the affirmative, Suarez
stated that he intended to kill Cambre. Guerin, be-
lieving him to be in liquor, and not crediting what
he said, told him jokingly that he had better not kill
any one there; that if he intended to kill, he had
better do it somewhere else. After that all three,
(Guerin, Suarez and Torregano) went and took a
drink together at the bar, which is in the ball-room,
at one end ; after which they returned to their seats.

Shortly afterward Cambre entered the ball-room,
and walked up and down, after his usual fashion. As
he did so Guerin noticed that uaorez watched him
intently, and with a look about his eyes which boded
no good. He then determined to watch both Suarez
and Cambre, and to assist in arresting the former
should he make an attack. Cambre finally left the
ball-room.to go down stairs. Suarez followed him,
and Guerin followed both. He saw Cambre go into
-the supper room and seat himself, whilst Suarez

staid outside ; his conduct being somewhat suspicious,
but still not decided enough to warrant the belief that
he intended to make an immediate or desperate at-

tacit.

Guerin's duty being up stairs, he went up again,
but this time seated himself on a beach opposite the
head of the stairs, so he might run down quickly
should he hear a fight. Torregano took his seat by
him again; and whilst they were conversing, Cam-
bre, who had been at supper, came leisurely up stairs,
picking his teeth. Close behind him was Suarez.
Just as Cambre reached the top step Suarez hounded
past him, faced him, and, without saying a word,
threw his left arm across Cambre'a face, evidently to
blind him, whilst with his right hand he made a des-
perate cut t at his throat with a razor, which, up to
that instant, no one had seen.

The motion of Suarez's arm caused Cambre to
throw his head back, and the murderous blow, in-
stead of reaching his throat, descended on his breast,
cutting through all his clothing, and inflicting the
wound above described. At the instant that the
wound was inflicted, Guerin was on his feet, and had
hold of Suarez. The latter turned on him, and made
a mad cut at him with his razor, which he dodged ;
Cambre, meantime, retreating backward, with his
arms clasped across his wound. As soon as Suarez
rid himself of Guerin, he made a second rush at
Cambre, but was again seized by Guerin; this time
before hle could do any further damage than give the
cut which slit Cambre's trowsers leg.

Again Suarez turned on Guerin, and being a mus-
cular man, with the fury ofa lion, and a razor in his
hand, soon made Guerin let go and dodge off. During
this short interval,Camble had had time to reach the
counter and get a revolver, which was beneath it on
the inside; and he had hardly had time to seize it,
when Suarez, having a second time freed himself of
Guerin, made a third rash at him.

Cambre immediately shot Suarez twice, as quick as
he could,and would have kept on firing, but that Mr.
Valencia, the proprietor, who was at the bar, seized
his arm and bore the pistol down, fearful that the
shooting would hit some of the rushing and panic-
stricken crowd, if it had not already done so. Gue-
rin, who was in the act of again seizing Suarez just
as he was shot, caught him as he fell. Suarez still
grasped his razor firmly,und as he fell, the end of the
razor slit Gauerin's trowsera leg, without however
wounding him.

The evidence of Torregano and Valencia, though
not as minute as that of Guerin, corroborated it in its
first and last parts.

On this evidence, the jury of inquest rendered the
following verdict: "That Manuel Suarez died of
hemorrhage, caused by two pistol shot wounds, pen-
etrating the upper part of the thorax and theleft side
of the abdomen ; said wounds having been inflicted
with a revolver in the hands of Antoine Cambre, in
legitimate seltfdefence, in the Louisiana Ball-Room,
on the morning of the 14th inst., at about 3 o'clock."
We may add, that the Coroner's original draft of the

erdict used the words "fn self-defence;" but that 1
thejorors, who were respectable citiens and proper.
y-holders of the Third District, refused to sign on-
les the phrase were so amended as to read, "in legi-
timate self-defence."

A 'soon as the verdict was rendered, the Coroner
signified to Recorder Long that he had no affidavit
to make in the case, the terms of the verdict of the
jury precluding any necessity of an aidvavit; and
he discharged Cambre, so far as he was oscerned.
There being no poile charge against Cambre- asn-
erat, to whom he had surrendered, simply entering
un the book the fact of bisuorrender, with his state.
ment that he had killed a man in self-defence-the
tecorder had no charge of any kind upon which to
bold Cambre for prosecution; and after proper de-
liberation, ordered his discharge. Cambre was then
carried to his residence down Greatmen street. His
wround is not pronounced dasgerose, though it letoat
much blood, and will take a long time to heal.

The Louisiana Bill Room, we will mention for the
information of our readers who may not know much
about it, is a resort for disreputable females. and
ailors, and such other wandering homos as have no

moral character to lose; one of those places which
have established themselves as permanecles in all
maritime cities, and which is permitted to exist only
under the moststtringent police regulations, and with
the consent of such respectable people as may reside
in the neighborhood. Men most noted for their
cool courage, physical strength and police experience
are generally selected to preserve the peace at such
places, and Cambre was employed as commissary of
the Louisiana Ball for his possession of all the above
qualifications.

Every one visiting the Louisiana Ball is felt and
searched for weapons, by an officer specially em-
ployed for that duty, no weapons of any kind being
allowed in the room. How Soaren got in with his
razor is a mystery which the examining officer alone
can explain, if anybody.

The cause of Suarez's bloody attempt upon Cam-
bre is another mystery. Suoarez was a comparative
stranger here, having arrived from Mexico about six
weeks ago, for which country he had left Havana on
account of some misdemeanor. He was a young and
handsome man, about 25 years of age, by trade a
cigarcmaker, and during his residence here worked
with a manufacturer near the corner of Union and
Goodchildren streets. We have not been able to dis-
cover whether Cambre knew Suarez or not. His em-
ployer visited the lock-up whilst the body was there,
to get a key of his out of his pocket; and in reply to
questions by Mr. Larose, said that he knew the de-
ceased to be a desperate and dangerous man, particu-
larly whilst in liquor; but was not able to throw
any light upon the motive of hisattempted assassina-
tion of Cambre.

Terry, charged with assault with a dangerous weapon;
John Branch,charged with essaultand battery; Henry
Jenkins, alias Mansfield, John Wilson, Thomas Mc-

James Maher was tried for assault and battery,and
acquitred.

Monroe Presiding.-The drill of the Monday Blues
was largely attendeld yesterday, and Birney had snon-
dry wagon-loads to trot off to the Work-Hoose and
Parish Prison.

Felix McPherson,for abusing and threatening Mre.
Johannah Carroll; and Messr. Frank Carroll, James

all put under peace bonds, blcPhersoon felt justly
alarmed for his life, for the row was in the house of
the Curroll's, on Corduroy alley, in which house John
Ostridge was killed the week before.

Thomas Wall was arraigned on a charge of having
dsngerously stabbed Win. Brown, with intent to
murder, on the evening of last Christmas day, at the
corner of Delord and Commerce streets; stabbing
him once in the breast, once in the back, and twice
in the right shoulder, and injuring him so seriously
as to keep him laid up at the Charity Hospital ever
silnce. In default of bail of $L000 to appear for ex-
amination on the 19th, Wall was sent to prison.

They answered to the
names of Eliza Collins, Mary Morrison, Mary Smith, 1
and Catherine Carroll, and the place in which the
deed was done was Archy Murphy's celebrated hotel
des innocents, on the aforesaid Gallatin street.

Fiffer's testimony was that he accepted the hospi-
tality of Eliza Collins for the night (Satsrday night,)
in tile said retreat, and that she by some means dis-
covered that he had $110 in gold tied in a handker-
chief around one or his legs. "That next morning he
left, but after getting brearkfast at his own boarding-
house returned and sat down to have a social chat
with the hostess of the establishment; first comfort-
inr his inner man with a glass of whisky. That
whilst he wastalking to said hostess, the four females
above named came to him, and whilst three seized
him and held him fast, the fourth poured down his
throat a glass of liquor which she had ready.
That the liquor made him sick and he vomited.
'Ihat the landlady told them to take him up stairs,
and they did so, taking him into a room and throw-
ing him on a bed. That whilst they held him help-
less on the bed one rolled up the leg of his trousers
and cut from his leg the handkerchief containing the
$110 in gold, after which they rushed from the room,
slamming the door to after them. That about live
minutes afterwards the door was opened by some
one, he did not see whom, and he went down stairs
and gave the alarm. That he told the landlady he
had been robbed, and told her so in presence of three
of the women who had aided in the robbery ; the
absentee being Eliza Collins.

The Recorder sent all fonur of the females to the
Parish Prison to await their trial in the First District
Corrt for robbery.

The other business consisted only in disposing of
drunken and petty breach of the peace cases.

RECORDEns LONG's CornT.--Antoine Cambre, Com-
missary of the Louisiana RBll Room, who killed
Mlanel Snarez in defending himself against an at-
tenmpt at assassination, was yesterday discharged by
the Recorder, he having surretdered himself volun-
tarily to officer Mazerat, that officer having no ground
to make affidavit against him, and the Coroner's ver-
diet acquitting hint honorably. The particulars of
the affair are elsewhere given.

He
lived about six hours, and died apparently without
much pain. He did not speak atter the blow was
given. It was one of the most deliberate and cold-
blooded murders ever perpetrsted. The murderess
has since asserted that shehad had the axe ready for
two weeks for that purpose, and that she committed
the murder coolly and deliberately. It has created
an intense excitement in this community. He was
the only child of his mother, who is utterly prostrated
in consequence of the murder of her son, and it is
believed she cannot long survive the awful deed."
