If thin cannot be effected, we are willing to yield
our pylbreces, as far as that is concerned. But we
have matters of Immediate local objection to the
building being rained at th corner of Toulouse and
BocBoee etreete which most present themselves with
a lke foree to all, whether downtown or up town
rtldenta. The intersection of these streets is an

t-of-the-wy place, and they are both so narrow
that all appreahes to the house would be cramped
nd Inconvenaent, afbrding no room for the move-
melts of catrlag•s which would block them up on
evenings of performance, and embarrassing to the
remids leaving the building after performance. All
arohitectmal pretenlon that it might advance would
be entirely lost, thrown away, for at no point could a
vepeetable view of it be commanded. These streets
are compiratively ulftequented as thoroughfares of
tavwland promenade, and few would see the build.
Ing cave those who visited the locality with such
dealgn. A public building should have a "fine

ttationu," but the light of this one will be enentially
hidden under a bushel, if it be snugly stowed away
among the narrow streets of this remote and conflned
localty.

A much better place may be found for it in the Sec-
and Dbitrit, and we can suggest none more eligible

than on Rampart street, opposite Congo Square.
There it would have breathing room, a chance to
show itself, and a chance to appreciate property by
its distinguished neighborhood. It would be the irst
great step towards making Congo Square such a cen-
ter around which public buildings cluster, as Lafay-
ette Square and Jackson Square are-pleasant green
places in the city's midst which attract to themselves
the gay and happy crowds that render them delight.
al places of afternoon resort, and enable them to n-,

sort theirlmportanc as almost necessities of city life.
Aublding like the one deigned-we have had the
pleaurem of seeing the plan proposed-should of ne-
cesaity be placed where its external appearance would
afbrd as much gratification to the sense of seeing, as
itnsinernal arrangements are calculated to give to the
•nme of hearing. If we are to have a " New Orleans
Opera-House Company," let it be so in reality, not
merely In name. If it is to be a building erected to
suit the views of a few individuals, let it bear their
name. We cannot and will not recognize a building
on the location proposed as a" New Orleans Opera-
Hoose." We may refer to this subject again.

AMUSEMENTS LAST EVENING.

THE ST. CHARLEs.-Miss Jane Coombe, an actress
of considerable note, made her New Orleans de-
but last night in Juliet, Mr. Pope playing Romeo.
She is a lady whose appearance at once favor-
ably prepossesses the auditor, her countenance
being handsome andexpressive, and her form not ex-
celled in fairproportion. Her voice isof great power
and her style of acting vigorously graceful. Her
temperament is evidently largely charged with the
fire of tragic hiltrieoism, which, scarcely smothered
to the modest requirements of Joliet, broke forth
fiercely at times, Infusing more vigor into that
oharanter than we have seen given It by any other
actress-and, perhaps, in one or two instances, this
energy was somewhat at the cost of the gentle fem-
nlaity which pervades the character of Juliet and
chastena and modifies its strongest displays of pas-
sionate emotion. We are inclined to think that Miss
Coombe would make a capital Lady .acbeth, con-
sidering her youth. Hea Juliet was a very effective
performance, and was enthusiastically applauded by
the auditory. The people will like her, and she will
doubtless have a suceccesful engagement,as the season
goes, for it is waxing aged. Romeo was very well
done by Mr. Pope-as was Friar Laurence by Mr.
Hamblin.

It requires very delicate handling, and
there are very few actors who can touch the charac-
ter without rendering it simply ridiculous. Mr. Plo-
cide's version is an exquisite piece of acting. Beyond
this part the play amounts to very little, though Mr.
Davenport made much of Bob Lincoln, which he
played in that jolly, of.b hand way which is artistic
without seeming to be, and is excessively "taking"
with every one who witnesses it. Give Davenport a
character in this line and it rarely fails to be a stream
of sunahine, from its first to its last word.

TALK ON 'ORA2593.
Yesterday was qulet day on Carondelet treet and

enviros. The early part was oocopied in perusing
the correspondence by the larops's mails, which
oameto hnd yeaterday. Several alluions are made
In private letters to the question of war, and money
was reported as becoming plentier on the London

exchange. ThiL is an anomaly; with prospects of
serious disturbances on the Continent, the English
money market was growing gihtted with capital. This
onlyleads to confrmation of what has been expressed,
that aContinental war will not retard or prove preju-
dicial to American interests. However, we shall know
all about it in a few weeks.

The greatest war New Orleans willhave to contend
with is the war of the elements at the South-west
Pase. Since the date of the last enumeration of ves-
sels detained, the ships Castineand Patterson for St.
Petersburg, and the ship Creole for New York, have
worked over the bar. We are indebted to the circu.
sar of Messrs. J.H. Ashbridge & Nephew for infor-
mation up to the 13th, giving the following additional
vessels as being detained : The Czar for Liverpool,
with 3482 bales cotton; the Redwood,3685 bales; II-
listrious, 3470 bales; B. B. Sumner, St. Petereborg,
3000 bales; Ocean Pearl for ditto, 3242 bales; J. W.
White for Bordeaux, cargo 130,333 staves; Troy for
Boston, 631 bales cotton, 3272 bble. flour. The total
amount of cotton detained is 109,020 bales, and 3764
hhds. tobacco. The following vessels are on the bar,
that is in the channel: Ships Athena for Bremen,
Mary E. Campbell for Boston, and Mary for Havre.

The talk is that it Is about time for some immedi.
ate action to be taken. Over thirty days ago we in-
timated and talked that our merchants should come
forward and guarantee that fifty thousand dollars
would be paid to any party removing the obstruction,
without stipulating that the channel should be kept
open for any specified time. We talked thattrusting
to Government at Washington, or our authorities at
Baton Rouge would be attended with delay. On the
2d of February, forty days ago, we published a list of
29 ships detained. Of these 27 have worked over,
and we hope are well on the way to their destined
ports. Had our suggestions been carried out, that is,
bad the sum of fifty thousand dollars been guaranteed
to the Towboat Associations, it would, the talk is,
have been an inducement for them to have started a
dredging machine weeks since. There was, how-
ever, some heavy ships worked out during the month,
and if the Campbell, which has been laying on the bar
for nearly 70 days, with 5046 bales cotton, could be
relieved, the channel would admit of many vessels
going out. There was some talk that the United
States Quartermaster would receive proposals for re-
moving the obstructions, or was authorized to do
something relating to the balance of the last appro-
priation. What the purport of his instructions are,
or what he expects to accomplish, we cannot say;
though the talk is that $70,000 will do some good
temporarily. But as is usual in all Government ex-
penditures, many formalities have to be gonethbrough
before proposals reach contracts, and then some time
intervenes before contracts are complied with. In the
meantime we have only to add that individual enter-
prise, it sustained and compensated for, will clear the
channel in a few days, and keep it open till the last
ship of the season Is ready for sea.

The Chamber of Commerce last evening had under
consideration this bar question. The proposals of
GCol. Long were before the Chamber. Col. Long is
authorized to expend only the $70,000 the Govern-
ment has ordered the old contractors. Well, bringing
suit against them will not remove the obstructions,
nor keep an 18 feet channel open for flve years. The
Committee of the Legislature on the obstruction has
reported against making any appropriation, to be re-
funded by the General Government. Itis well known,
however, that the State has no funds on hand to
apply. The only recourse now is to private subscrip-
tions, and it has got to come to that at last; and the
subscriptions may as well be commenced this day.
There will be no contract taken to clear the channel
and keep it open for $70,000. It is idle to expect it.
