Thrp mest and miagle the men and women of the
great cities and of the dtant interior of each and
all the States, and they become acquainted and inti-
mate, not alone with each other, but with the charae-
ter, resources, and busines features of their respect-
Ie sections and commnnities-and to be acquainted
is to be interested. Scal ties are cemented by this
communion, and they are the strongest bonds of all
which unite nations; stronger than those of laws,
statutes and constitutlons, for these are only the re-sults of those-the Instruments horn of them.

We consider, then, that the places of general resort
are the very nureerles of union and of soial progress,
and great adjusters of elevated but equitable stand-
ards of democratic society.

but are rather family residences, with just so much of
genial festivity as to render them attractive to those
willing to be gay without being wearied with gaiety
or corrupted by ts excesses. People go there for
months or the season and become social and familiar,
with their families around them-which circum-
stance would, were it necessary, exercise all the res-
traints which have force In their proper homes. They
do not ran to them for a brief participation in scenes
of revelry, which constitutes the idea, and the fact,
of wateroing place life in all other countries.
