New Orleans Paeiie Railroad.

People of New Orleans and of this part of the
world generally should recognize the "probable poe.
sibilty" whihob exists of New Orleans being in con.
tinuons railway connection with the Pacific ere a
great many years have passed. The distance from
New Orlenas to the Pacific is notso great as it is
from New Orleans to New York, via the Grand June
tion -in Tennessee, by three hundred and thirteen
miles, or about one.fourth of the whole distance !
The whole distance by the route between the two
great depots of the United States is 1,655 miles-
toom New Orleans to Goayamas, onthe Gulf of Call,
foris, 1,d40 miles. Of this distance 237 miles are
between New Orleans and the Sabine river, partially
traversed already by the Opeloueas Railroad, with
which the "New Orleans and Texas Railroad" (so.
celled) seeks ajanction at New Iberia; 100 miles are
between Houston and the Sabine river, to traverse
which the above road is now in process of construc-
tion; 80 miles are between Houston and Columbus
and a road in course of construction is closing the
gap; 10O miles are between Columbus and San An.toio and a read connecting them m. in course of con-

struction; 123 miles of road between San Antonio
and Fort Clarke are chartered; 220 miles from Fort
Clarke to the Rio Grande are chartered; from the
Rio Grande to Gosyamas, on the Golf of California,

long since been established as one of the great legiti-
mate interests of finance and industry, and its opera-
tions are become consistently systematized. In 1850,
a the whole extent of railroad in the United Statess was but 7,312 miles-in 1859 it is 28,238 miles!
at Within a year past there has been enough railroada built lit the United States to twice traverse the dis-

tance from New Orleans to the Pacific coast, and it
is not, therefore, abeord to calculate that before
i many years enough will be built in the right direc-
tion to bridge the continent. When the road by the
above route is completed, the traveler can step
aboard the cars at New Orleans and on the evening
of the third day see the sun sink behind the waves of
the Pacific, loving the shore at his feet.
