It baa been
difficult for the planters to get their cane and corn in
the ground-and this ineseant wet aeouon mast
prove highly injuriou to both of the staples; to the
firot it has injured to a great degree by settin.g ack
the crop, and thus shortening it-a crop which is
already "set hack" to an injurious extent through
an unfavorable or vacilating climate, and, in some
caes, to a ruinous extent, where psnters, through
one cluse or another, have been backward in plant-
ing, or who are delayed in getting their sugar engine
or grinding apparatus, kettles, etc., in readiness to
commence sugar-making.

Rut not only has an unaually wet serson occurred
this year to darken the interests and expectations of
the planters, but the river is getting up high at
rather an unusual pace; and, although the levees of
the pariah are In a fine condition generally, we fear
that in some cases where the levee hrs caved in, the
time has been rather short for a new one to ho suffi.
cieuntly hard and compact to resist the force of the
flood, particularly when asisted by a high wind.

A light frost was visible on the house topa and

bridges this morning. It was not heavy enough to
do any damage to the gardens or fruit trees. Wears
now favored with delightful bracing weather; and
the skies indicate that the unprecedented abominable
"spell" has departed.

A NEI OnL.EANs FUvITInE.-TheSt. Louis Repub.

Some days ago the description of a fugitive from
New Orleans, named John T. Hatcher, accused of
murder, was telegraphed to the Chief of Police of this
city, and Major Rawliugs, ascertaining that )atcher
was in town, caused his arrest on the authority ofthe
dispatch.

DEMAND FOR SILVES.--The Mechanics' Magazine
(Brilish) says:

An unexampled amount of activity, we are told,
exists at the mint, in consequence of the great demand
for silver coin. Seven presses are constantly engaged
in stamping, and they throw off nearly a million of
pieces per week. Foreign mints are busily employed
in the creation of small monies, whilst the mints of
Bombay, Bengal and Masdras are being enlarged to
double their original sizes in order to meet the strain
which is likely, under the new organization of things
in these presidencles, to come upon them. The en-
arged Calcutta fLint will boast twenty four coining

prsems--three times as many as the Royal Mint pos-
sesses-and will be capable of producing 600,000 coins
per day. This may give some faint notion of the
gigantic scale upon which things must be arranged
to meet the requiremeuts of the Indian empire.

GsoNTeov TeniSCOPE.--The astronomical world is
impatiently expecting the completion of the new and
Rigantic telescope, now in course of construction for
Mlr. Lassell, of Liverpool. It appears that althonugh
several parts of the telescope and the necessary ad-
juncts for its execution are in an advanced stage, no
one of them is entirely finished. A great step made
is in the cadre of the large reflector, wiich has been
completed with the greatest success. It is believed
no other glass, even of a small size, is so perfect in all
respects as this. It is four feet in diameter, in thick.
ness twelve centimeters. The interior urface and
back of the circle of a ray of twenty-five centimeters,
are, respectively, concave and convex ; while thirty.
eight grooves are happily contrived at the back for
the insertion of the extremities of a like number of
levers, which will have the effect of preventing un-
due Flexion in low and temperate altitudes and latiu
tudes. Tie polishing of this glass-a nice and impor-
tlast operation-is not yet commenced, but the ma-
chine, with which the operation will be effected, is
onearly ready.

EXPLOSION OF Ar WatsIn BARrEL.--During the
exceedingly hot sun we had yesterday, a very curious
circumstance occurred. A whisky hogshead, which
had been lately full of the liqud, standing on the
pavement at the corner oh Girard avenue and Vienna
street, suddenly exploded with a report like the
thunder of artillery, and filled the air with vapors
redolent of thie oldest rye. It created something of
so excitement in the neighborhood, several super.
stitious persous imagining that the world was about
to terminate. The most disappointed of all were
several loafers, who, lon;ng whisky " not wisely but
too well," had been attracted by the aroma that
scen'ed the air. The excitement did not last long.

A NEw Aenoerro OF sBonitavn.-At the last
ordinary meeting of the Manchester (England) Liter-
ary and Philosophical Society, the Rev. W. Geaskell
read the fllowing extract from a letter of the Rev.
Thomas Belsham, (dated Hackney, August 16,1806)
contaioing an account of a visit which hehad just
paid to the Duke of Gratton, in which the following
passage occurs, and Mr. anskell wished to know
whether any member of the Society could confirm
the statement made in It:

Admiral Cooby told me one ctroumutanae which
was curious. When he was commander.in-chief in
the Medlterranean, during the last war, at the time
we were in poseerion of Corsican and when Sir Gil-
bert Elliott was Governor-General of the Island, Gen.
Paoli introduced Bonaparte, then a young man, to
the Governor and to the Admiral, as a young friend
of his who would be glad to be employed in the ser-
vice of England ; hut these wise men, not having La.
vater'a skill in physiognomy, rejected the propoesal.
which obliged Bonaparte to frier his sorvices the
French, oud this was the rise of Bonaparte's fortne.
I had often heard that Bonaparte had offered his ser-
vices to the English and been rejected, but I hardly
gave credit to it till I learned it from Admiral Cosby
himself." Mr. Hopkins and Mr. Roberts mid that,
in their boyhood, they had often heard a similar
statement made, but were not aware on what author-
ity it rested.

RAILROAD QouSTIO sr IN MOBLrr s-The sense of the
tax-payers of Mobile was to be taken yesterday upon
the questiou of extending aid to railroads renning
eastwardly from Mobile. The Tribune says :

The questions to be decided by the tax-payers are,
1st, Shall the corporate authorities be empowered to
extend aid to any railroad ronuing northeastwardly
from the city of Mobile? 2d, What road shall be
aided? 3d, How shall such road be aided-by bonds
or by taxation ?L These are the questions to be de-
cided. If a majority of the voters should decide
against giving to the city authorities the power to aid
any road, by votilg "N'E" to the first queoetion, then
the matter iu edoed, and no answer ts necesary to
the other questions.

FATAL AFFakY.-We learn thata difficulty arose
between James Strickland and his nephew, Abraham
Strickland, on Saturday night, 12th leet, at Smoke's
X Roads, in St. Bartholomew's parish, which resulted
in the death of the loamer. The weapon used was a
knife, with which the deceased was stabbed in six or
seven places-the last time he was cut the knife en-
tered his heart. James Strickland was about thitty
years of age. He left a wife and nine chlldren.
Abrabam Strickland was lodged mn jail on Sunday
night, where be will await his trial. He has been
married but a few months. We have heard several
stories as to the cause of the altereatton,bht as we
cannot vouch for the correctness of elther, willot
publish anything relative to it, as the case will son.
