We feel it our bounden duty, as faithful jonuralisto,
to correct some errors into which our Farmervile
eotemporary has no doubt unwittingly fallen. In the
first place," every fellow" in the Legislature did not
seek to "send somebody from his own parish to
represent the State in the U. S. Senate." Union
parish, for example, did nothing of the sort, althogh
she had an able and whole-souled representative-
HOe. J. O. Taylor-to move in her behalf. In fact,
there were no asplrnt except from the parishes of
Bossier, Benville, Carroll and Orleans-leaving some
forty-e unambntions parishes--and Orleans came
Sout viutorioaslyahead, us we predicted she would on

Sameroml occasons, months and months prior in the
settlement of thegreat event in controversy. Here
Tl error number one, to which we respectfully iheg
leavetoall l he attention of our outemporary.

Then, again, if the "seed that was sown in bad
ground," has reulted in a crop of unprofitabele gisla-
tion, who's to blame ? Why the sowers of the afore-
idd seed and nobody else. The people are primarily

reeponsible for all the fanlts that have been commit.
ted; and we are determined that they shall not be
allowed to shirk any portion of the rosponsibility trat
properly attaches to them, off upon the houlders of
wearied agents, many of whom are now delightedly
wending their way homeward rejoicing at their es-
cape from their sixty days of legislative imprison-
meot at Baton Rouge. Let the people blame them
selves-not their representatives-and if they find,

fter a few more years experience, that they still re,
main ineompetent to choose efficient and trustworthy
legislato, the soaner they change iheir system of
government the better for all parties concerned.

The first and longest adjournment was necessary,
and always will remain necessary, as long as the
seat of government continues at its present location.
The traveling committees cannot perform the duties
assigned them under a week or ten days-that is,
perform them well and safely --and it would be
neltherjait nor proper to carry on the business of
legislation with bare quorums in either House. This
proposition, we presume, will remain undisputed.
In regard to the other adjournments we have nothing
to amy, further than to express the opinion frankly
that If our Legislatures only convened once every six
years, It would be a happy and fortunate event for
our people, especially that lass known as tax-payers.
Looislana legislation, of late years, so far as enpe•-
ditare of public money is concerned, seems to have
been based on the principle that the ends of wise
ecoomy-were eanthved by watching the drops that
fltel slowly and relctantly and meagerly from the
spIgot of the Treasury barrel, wholly unmindful of
the ruinous torrest that gushed forth from the booung.

•olel Spigot parsimouiousoesa and bung-hole waste-
fulnes have, in the first place, brought contempt
open our beasted liberality; and, in the second
pl..e, enlarged our taxes and bankrupted the treo-
oury.

Besides, the tax-payer have no right to complain
of the miserable pittance doled out to Senators nnd
Representatives. It does'nt half pay fifty per cent.
of •gestleman's necessary expenses; and it would
bebetterthat the ps•diem should be wholly abolished,
or that the pay should be quadrupled in amount.
Then, firstly, me of wealth and leispre, if not of
intelligence nd patriotism, would take charge of the
Government, and talented and ambitious poor men
would be ruled out, as they now are, to a greot ex-
tent, from participating in public affairs; and, if
the second soggestion should be carried into effect,
and the pay Increased, poor men of worth, learning,
Intelligence and patriotism, would be justified in
abandoning their private conceros for sixty days, to
take part in the councils and government of the
Commonwealth. It strikes us that the adoption of
either proposition would be a splendid arrangement
for the bonalfide tax-payers of the State.

But, as "it's none of our funeral," we will close
hy again drawing attention to the article from the
Farmerville Democrat. If there is some poetry in
it, there is mnch truth in it,also.

O. H. Mouton has discharged the duties which
were nocombent on him while presiding over the de
liberations of this body, and that their sincere wishes
for his welfare and success, both in private and ofli
cial life, accompany his retirement from the political
arena.

Be it further resolved, That a copy of this be for
warded to the Hon. C. H. Mouton.

The compliment paid to the late Lieutenant-Gov
ernor and President of the Senate, in these resolu
tions, is nothing more than he really deserves. Lieut.-
Gov. Mouton is one of the most efficient presiding
officers we ever knew. Able, thoroughly versed in
parliamentary law and usage, prompt, governed by
the strictest impartiality in his rulings, always honest
and just in his decisions, and gallant and whole-
souled in word and deed, he extorted the admiration
and respect of all, and drew forth warm praises even
from his most determined political opponents, on ac
count of the perfect uprightness of his conduct. Such
ahould ever be the tribute paid to honor and ability,
worth and patriotism. The man blessed with these
lofty attributes never claims any higher reward.

We have sad that the above resolutions, unani-
mously adopted by the Senate, convey nothing more
nor less than a merited compliment to Lieutenant-
Governor Mouton. Indeed, stronger language might
have been employed, without savoring of extrava-
gance or exaggeration, as thousands will admit who
know the man and appreciate him as he deserves to
he appreciated.

But, In what a humiliating-what an inexpressibly
mortifying attitude, does the unanimous adoption of
the foregoing resolutions place the majority of the
Senate ? That very majority, which only a few days
previous, had adopted so disrespectful a course to-
wards the Lieutenant-Governor that his self-respect
compelled him to resign his office I We envy the
part of none of the actors in this drama. They first,
by resolution, indirectly insult their presiding officer
and force him to vacate his position; and, a few days
afterwards,when the session was near its close-when
the minute hand of the clock was almost upon the.
hour when a constitutional adjournment must take
place-resolve, unanimously, that he has been every.
thing a presiding officer should be-"able and impar-
tial," and transmit him their "sincere wishes for his
welfare and success both in p. Ivate and official life !"

But, we will refrain from further comment at this
time, Hereafter, should occasion serve, we may ad-
vert at length to this remarkable transaetiou, and
the events which preceded it. It is, we apprehend,
destined to form an interesting chapter in the polit-
ical history of Lonisiana.
