A horrible murder was committed i Hartford,
Coon., on the 13th net. A Mr. Cobn a fewweek
ago obtafned a divorce from her hmband,Chnrlmapher
C. Colson, on the ground of cruelty sad bhbitua
drunkeness. The Hartford Times says:

8ince tben, Coio has beean verybitter toweard her,
and has threatened to injure bher, and wathed
her at various pacen where he suppeased nba might
he found. e has also threatened pereoal violence
to her mother sad seter. For this porpoee, itb sp
posed, be has kept on their track for some time pnt,
and on Saturday be went to Bralnerd's fsh market
andlooked ath fish-knives. AfterexamInlogthem,
hemid they were dull and ought to be shpened up.
Mr. Baenerd told bhim they would go and shaepet
them the next day. Be took one of the knives and
remarked, "I am going to take this one end grind it
myself" me went to James Week,oe m• or-
nor of Commece end Ferry atrest,,and asked him if
bemight grind his knife the Mr. Weeks tod him
he might, and Cooen then got Levi Welles, whowapresent,totornthe grindstonefor bim. legrunud
theml knife an both side&s Mr. Welasamked him whthe was going tobutcher with that knife. He replied,
"Iam oing to dress shad." He then sked Mr.
weales for the oilston, and after sharpening the
knife ou the oil-stone, he pot the knife table pocketand went out.

On 8cndny, about I P. IL, Coahn came to the
hons of his brother, where his wife was. approached
the deceased, and mid e wanted to talk with her.She retreated from him ; he caght her by the drma,drew his right hand from bhind him, and at once
plunged a ksnie into her throat The woman fell anddied ina very short time. Colson went to the street,
and ashe walked slang tok _ome opium which he
had porcbhased the day efore, He top edat asaon
for a drink, and wrn asoa tcra r md l aindmpra.
ed. The knife with which he committed the muoder
he left on the floor. Colsn was about 46 yean o
age. The deceased was about d l2. They had traee
ons, ths eldest about 1. and the youngest 8 yeTwo of them resided in Hartford. The second son s

living in Westfield, Mass. On Monday afternoon
Coon died in prison. His death was caled by th
opium he had taken, combined with the oudden stop.
page of his iquor. Thus the Hartford tragedy ended.

Prom e he Plains.

A correspondent of the St. Louis epublican writes
a letter from Atchison, K. T., under date of the 16th
Iast., from which we extract the following :

hundreds en soue for the gold regios, traveling inevery conceivable manner--some with mules, oter
with handccarts, a lo Mormon, and one companybrought up the rear with the runnig-gearofa buggy,
upon which was loaded mining tool, ramp fixtures,
etc., and was drawn by eleven men, the foremost of
which was a young man of delicate appearance,dresed in a fine cloth ceat, "stove-pipe" t sn•pa.
tent leather boots. They were fall of hope and bright
anticipations of the future, and as jolly a set of fel-
lows as ever cracked a joke around a camp-fire.

Under a charter granted by the last Territorial
Leguslatre of Kansas, for a" Bridge and Ferry Com-
pany," with a capital stock of $50,000, with power
to locate a Territrial road and establish bridges and
ferries thereon, from Atchison to Cherry Creek,along
the first standard parallel of the .8. Government
sorveys following the Republican fork, a company
has been organized, with Geo. S. C. Pomroy, Judge
F. G. Adams, H. Knhn of Atchison, Wa. P. Badger
of Moscota, (Indian Agent of the Kikatcspoo nation,)
and J. R. Sommero of the Big Blue, us Directors. A
party under the direction of this comlany are now
ready and will start on the 18th Inst. to explore and
open the upper part of the route along the head
waters of the Republican fork. The streams are al-
ready bridged as far as the Big Blue, except the main
Grasshopper, across which they are now throwing a
superstructure. This route, from all the information
we con gather, is entirely practicable, and redncra
the distance from Atchison to the mines at Cherry
Creek to 535 miles.

FTAL. RatLnOAD AccrneTsw.-The BaltimoreSun
of the 1Gth relates the following succession of fatal
railroad casualties :

On Sunday last Dr. Wright, a higbly respected citi-
zen of Halifax, Dauphin county, Pennsylvania, was
killed on the Northern Central Railroad, while walk-
ing across the railroad bridge within a short distance
of the village. He was in company with two of his
children, a son sod a dnughter, when they were sur-
prised by the approach of a coal train. Dr. Wrlight,
in his impulsive and earnest efforts to save his chil-
dren by placing them outside the track and beyond
the reach of the traiu, was himself struck by thelocs.
motive and killed outright. His son escaped unin.-
jured, but not so his daughter. She was strnck by
some portion of the train, and had one arm so dread-
fully crushed that amoutation was necessary. She
now lies in a most critical situation, but it is possible
she may recover. Dr. Wright was formerly a member
of the Pennsylvania Legislatore.

Engine No. 211 on the Raltimore and Ohio Rail-
road, in coming east on tonnage time on Monday
evening, ran upon and killed a man near aorth
Mountain depot. He was seen walking on the track
by the engineman, who blew the whistle, but he ape
peared not to notice the signal, and before the train
could be stopped he was struck by the cylinder head
and run over. One of his legs was dreadfnllycrushed,
and he was otherwise injured. He died soon after.
The body was recogunized by a brother as that of R.
E. Stewart.

On Monday evening last Mr. John Wilson, an aged
man, who resided on the line of the aorthero Central
railway, was instantly killed near Rowe's Switch,
about 20 miles from this city. He was walkingoo the
track when the evening train hence for York was go-
ing up, and, a curve intervening, the train was so close
upon him before the engineer discovered him that it
was impossible to check it. He was first struck by
the pilot of the locomotive.

Filou Dnsxis.-.-Georgetown papers to the 25th
nit., have been received in New York, from which
the following intelligence is extracted:

The Royal Gazette alludes to rumors to the effect
that Gov. Wodehoase is about to leave the colony,
bhaving been promised a lucrative office in the'East
Indies, and that Ker Baillie Hamilton, Governor of
Antigua and the Leeward Islanuds, is to assoume the
government of British Guiana. The weather was
showery, and produce came on slowly, and there be-
ing auch shipping in the harbor, freights continued
low.

The steamer Toro, at Georgetown, from Porto Rico,reports that the vessel captured off' that coast in the
early part of February, was the bark Majestic, and
that she had 1,080 young Africans on board when
she left the River Congo for Cuba. The American
captain made Ihis esocape in a British schooner, and
the Spanish captain and owner escaped to St.Thomas.
The vessel was visited by the authorities of Porto
Rico, and iS2 of the slaves were landed at ltumanacao.
Of the rest, some were taken on board a Spanish
ula-of-war, which sas in the neighborhood, and the

remainder, who were too sick to be removed, were
left on board the slaver, in charge of the authorities
in the ieighborhood. The abandonment of the ves-
sel, the flight of the captain and the owner, and the
taking of the young slaves into P'orto Rico, have
much the appearance of collusion.

THE FsRENc EarPEoo's SCHEoES.-A late num
her of the European Times says:

The actions of a man of this kind baffle all calcu-
lation. A believer in destiny, like his uncle, he is not
swayed by the motives which influence ordinary mor-tals. You cannot guago his conduct as you would
that of a person who weighs the bearings of every
question, and reckons all the chances of success and
hilure. And, in truti, his previous career has been
so marvelous in its phases that his predilection Ior thenoperoaturtl,and the incalculable may be pardoned.
'isions of silitary glory rise before his heated ima-

gioation, and he is impr eshed with tte belief that to
Sim is confided the task of remodeling the map ofEurope. We receive, therefore, without distrust, the
statement that he will trke the field in person, withCanrobert for his subaltern, and the probability is
that we are on tie verge of a war the diret and
bloodiest whichl has ever stained the annals of mod-
ern Eurotpe. There is one slight satisfaction, onegleam of sunshine in the dark picture-it cannot l•st
long. Two or three campaigns, at the most, mast
decide the issue, and brintg the belligerents to theirlast gasp. Russia, the greatest military power in
Europe, was reduced to the verge of ruin, only re-
cently, by two campaigns, and France was exhausted,although she was one of the victors.

DISORsCEFLrL AFFRt Y BETwEEane FATR ANn
SoN.-The Lockport (In.) Telegraph relates the fol-
lowing extraordinary and unnatural occurrence :

On Suaturday last the quiet of our usually peaceable
village was thrown into utter commotion by one of
those disgraceful aifrays which have so often disturbed
the good order and outraged the moral sense of this
community, in thie name flmily.

It seems that some slight misunderstanding occrr-
red between Mr. Horace Morse and his son Frank,
which resulted in a passage at arms with pitchforks
and clubs, without serious injury to either party.
Both parties armed themselves with loaded shot
guns, and after parleying and threatening each other
lfor a while, Morse took deliberate aim and discharged
his gun directly in the face of his son, being not
more than fifteen feet from him at the time of firing.

THE Onto GoL Miess.--The Cincinnati Com-
mercial of the 18th has the following further intellt-
gence of the gold discoveries in Hamilton county:

Our previous advices from the Symmee Township
gold placer on Dry lun, are confirmed. A gentle-
man who visited the locality to make satifaetory in-
quiries, returned yesterday with a specimen of the
gold mingled with black sand, which we have in our
poosesien accessible to the inspection of any who may
feel curious or incredulous upon the sobjet. The
specimen we have is not precisely similar, but
strongly resembles thousands of specimens the writer
has seen in the Californiamlnes. The gold is bright,
and is generally in minute scales like the bran of
wheat, though occasionally small lumps a half to
two-thirds as large as ordinary pin heads are dia-
covered.

The black sand deposit remaining with the gold
after all but the final washing, which leaves the gold
cleat, bears about the same physiognomical relation
to the similar deposit in California diggings as that
which we describe in relation to the gold.
