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TALK ON 'O•ANGE.

It opened yesterday in commercial circles under
some apathy. Towards meridian it was announced
that the steamer Nova Scotia had arrived at Portland
with dates up to the 9th inst. The advices were
generally regarded as favorable, both commercially
and politically. The quotations for cotton vary.
Some accounts quote 74d. for Middling Orleans;
others l7d. However, the advices were deemed of an
encouraging nature, which enlivened our market and
led to sales which might not otherwise have taken
place. Full details will be found in their usual
column. There is not much reliance to be placed on
the political advices. It would be a bootless task to
watch and interpret the whims and caprices of Mr.
Napoleon and Francis Joseph. The accounts re-
ceived in England from India were regarded as ex-
ceedingly favorable, both as regards commercial and
political prospects, and accounts from Manchester
are highly encouraging. In all probability, we may
look for a further improvement and advance in the
price of clean cotton-that is, on all qualities from
Orleans Middling up. In fact, we must have a
further advance to relieve the shipments now on the
way from los. The America of the 12th inst. from
Liverpool, now being fully due, her arrival is looked
for with some anxiety.
As anticipated, and as we predicted forty days

ago, it was useless to appeal to the authorities at
Washington to relieve our commerce of the obstruca
tions at the mouth of the river. The report of the
Chamber of Commerce, published yesterday, folly
substantiales and sustains what we suggested, that a
suffloient sum of money ought to have been guaran-
teed to any one or any company who would open the
channel at the Southwest Pass. The Board of Under-
writers ought to have advanced the sum, and the
150,000 bales of cotton and other produce now await-
ing egress, would have been nearly to the destined
ports.

There was talk of something that is to be under.
taken privately, but it will be appropriated towards
assisting an opening of more depth of water at Pass
a'Loutre.

The tide was reported to have been high at the
Southwest Pass yesterday,and the ship Star of Peace,
which was cleared on the 22d February for Liverpool,
drawing 17 feet 10 inches, got over and went to sea.
The ship Mary E. Campbell, that was cleared on the
20th December last, with a cargo of five thousand
and forty-six bales of cotton for Boston, still remains
hard and fast.

FRENCH TROOPS AT ROME.

GENERAL DISCONTENT IN ITALY.

TREATY BETWEEN AUSTRIA AND NAPLES'

Prince Napoleon to be Grand Admiral.

PORTLAND, March 23.-The screw steamship Nova
Scotia, of the Liverpool and Canadian Line, arrived
at this port this morning.

She left Liverpool on Wednesday, the 9th instant,
and brought three days later advices than were re-
ceived by the steamship Wezer at this port.

The Cunard steamship America, from Boston, ar-
rived at Liverpool on Tuesday. the 8th inst. Her
American advices, showing a falling off in the re-
ceipts of cotton at Southern ports, together with
more pacific continental advices, cansed an advance
in the cotton market.

LevzarooL, March 9.-The political news from the
Continent is of a more satisfactory character, and
greater confidence was felt in the maintenance of
peace.

A pacific article in the Moniteur caused a coensid-
erable rise in the French funds at Paris, and also in
the Austrian founds at Vienna.

The ehglish funds also sympathized in the feeling
of confidence, and had also advanced.

Prince Napoleon had resigned his office as Minister
of Algeria, and this step had added much to the geh.
eral confidence as an indication of more peaceful
measures.

Commercial Intelligence.
LIvaRPOOL, March 9.-The sales of cotton for the

three business days since the sailing of the Asia,
amount to 30,000 bales. Of this amount speculators
took 6000 bales, and 3000 bales were sold for exporta.
tion. The market closed with an advancingtendency.
Middling qualities of cotton had advanced 116. The
America's advices from the United States caused an
advance on Good Middling of 1-10, and in some in-
stances of 1.

LONDON, March 9.-The funds have considerably

improved under more favorable advices from the Con-
tinent.

ter and other manufacturing districts continue to be
favorable.

There was an active demand for goods and yarns,
and the market closed firm.

The Vienna journals are also very severe in their
skeptical criticisms upon the article.

The Paris Constilutioerl again asserts that the
French troops are preparing to evacuate Rome and
the Papal States.

Chassellon Lanbet has been chosen by the Emperor
os Prince Napoleon's successor in the Ministry of Al.
glers.

The resignation of this office by Prince Napoleon
is regarded as as a peace offering.

The political director of the Paris iloniteur, in an
explanatory article on the subject of the pacific arti-
cle, that the article referred to must not be regarded
as a retrograde movement on the part of the Govern-
ment, caused by the crusade of the propagandi in
Germany.
The general interest of trade throughout France

is seriously affected by the disquietude which per-
vades the public mind, and increasing dullness in al-
most every branch of business was the consequence.

It is reported sautioritatively that Paiuce Napoleon
is to be placed at the head of the French navy as
Grand Admiral.
The Federal Council of Switzerland have issued a

circular expressing the determination of that Gov-
ernmuent to maintain the neutrality and integrity of
that country.
The Emperor of Austria, it is reported, has ex-

pressed his belief in the maintenance of peace.
Count Buol, his Prime Minister, and other promi-

neut statesmen in Austria are of the same opinion.
Fears are, however, entertained of a revolutionary
explosion in the Italian )Duchies in case of the with-
drawal of the French and Austrian troops.

Lord Cowley was still at Vienna, and had obtained
another interview with the Emperor, the result of
which is not reported.
The King of Naples is still unable to attendto to the

afflirs of State, and his health is such that he will
procLably never be able to rule his kingdom again.
The Queen of Naples now conducts the aflairs of

State, and it is said she has recently concluded an
olknsive and defensive treaty with Austria, and
caused the King to sign it.
It is reported that the Austrian Government has

odlered to furnish the Pope with four battalions of
Swiss trops to supply the place of the French troops
rshould the latter be withdrawn.

Nmnerous arrests of persons suspected of being
con.pirators continued to bi made in Milan and the
dinrouitude and discontent of the Italians was gen-
eral throughout the Italian provicces.
There was a complete stagnation of business of all

kinds.
The fortifications of Pavia were actively continued,

and a large force of workmen were constantly at
work upon them.
Mr. Preston, our recently appointed Minister to

Spain, had arrived at Madrid.
lie had not, it latest advices, been formally re-

ceived by the Governmet, but it was believed no
cljecltius would be made to him.

IN osu RErPOs or the Council proceediogs yester-
day, we did not correctly state the aim of Coroner
Dannoy's petition. His claim of $1,300 and over was

The
two husbands, Schott and Christensen, appeared in
court with smiles and marriage certificates, and the
ministers who had married them to the faithless fair
one. The husbands were both intelligent, decent-
looking men, though Schott, No.2, was a shade the
greenest, not only in appearance but by the tenor of
his testimony.
Rev. Hermann Pressler, of the German Evangeli-
