A Northern so
vnst suggests that an interoceanIc canal bisecting
the Isthmus would he the otlet of the Carribean sea,
and thus divert the waters of the Guolf stream (the
geat equatorial corrent which pates into that sea
and the Mexican Gulf) from their north easterly
course toward the coas of Great Britain and northern
BuropeB Now, the British Taes are within the same
parallels as the frigid, Inhospitable regions of Labra-
dor, but the modifying influences of the warm waters
of the Gulf stream render the climate much more
genial-in fact, habitable. Suppose that the United
8tltes had a canal through the Iathmus, and Great
Britain should become warlike, all that we wonld
have to do would be to open the locks, turn the Gulf
stream into the Pacific ocean and thus cool off the
Britons ; freee up their rivers and lakes, bind their
coants and harbrs and fleets therein with barriers of
Ice, strike with the blight of froset their crops in the
fields, and set the whole nation chattering and shi.p
eraing with cold from Strathy Head to Land's End ; a
"giant's causeway" of ice would bridge the Irish
.Channel In winter,and Icebergs would career through
the British Channel anod the Strits of Dover. They
cosld be allowed a habitable climate only upon good
behavilor, and if obstinately hostile we coiuld put the
cmews to them and freeze them entirely out of the

islands-queen, prince and all the royal family,
Johnny Bulls, John O'Groats and Emeralders, nobles,
tenants, and all-compelling a wholesale migration to
some more hospitable clime, and leaving the evac•.-
ated kingdom an everlastinog ice monument to the in-
genulty of the philosopher who suggests the scheme.

A few months ago and every person North was a
"chessman," excited to a pitch of enthusiasm by
the brilliant feats of the young American champion
of the" royal game." In every village a chess club
was organized and the manfactories could not supply
the tremendonus demand for knights, kings, queens
and bishops and the checkered fields of their doughty
battle. Clergy and laity were all enthused, and It
was at once voted the only moral and conservative
species of sportlog-the only sort in which all sexes,
classes and professlons could participate, not only
without derogation to cloth and clashing with the
course of morality, but with positive benefit to all
participating-mind and thought strengthening and
elevating withal. Of course excess must generate
revulsion as its final fruit, and it has ensued, and
many newspapers are now busy discussing the
morality of the game of chess, the religious press
having generally turned against it. The game is ob-
jected to as tending rather to refresh than recreate
the mind and as requiring more of the precious arti-
cle, time, than a conscienclous man can spare; that
it contains no information and imparts no real
strength to the mind; that its influence on the tem-
per is most unhappy, defeat causing irritation and
success awakening undue elation, etc. As the South
did not go crazy on the chess question, though Mor-
phy is of it, it has no occasion now to be ashamed of
itself and affect a sort of insane sanity in the
endeavor to prove itself sensible. The consequence
of this change of front will be the debarring of
indulgence in the game to many who delight in it,
but whose standing or profession is such that they
will not dare to indulge in what is publicly denounced
as " immoral."
We save i very mrave Charge
To bring against the mailing clerks of some hun-

dred or so of the "cotemporaries" who are accorded
the privilege and honor of exchanging with the
"Crescent." It is an onwarrantable assault on the
natural feeling, the tender sensibilities of a man, to
have his name spelled improperly, and no one has a
right to do this wrong, to take this liberty with pro-
perty that belongs to another. A person might as
well caut one of the tails off another's coat, has just
as much right to do it, as to lop his cognomen of its
fair proportions, to deprive it of any ono of the anl
phabetic characters to which it is entitled by usage
or euphony.

It is
not an offense against the "letter of the law," but it
is against the "letter of the word," and having no
chance for legal redress we can only seek justice
from the courtesy of the mailirng clerks who thus
positively and "literally" do us injury. Give us
two c'e, if you please, for such commendable du-
ality Is but common justice to "Crescent' and to
us, while its lack is evidence of uncommon ignorance.
