George Johnson, who was arrested in Plaqnamine,
on a charge of incendiarism In connection with the
fire which occurred in thaptown on the night of the
20th, was examined before a magistrate and remand-
ed to prison for trial. The Sentinel ays:

The charge made was net relative to the fire just
extinguished, but referred to one the above person
was accused of originating a few hors earlier In the
nightt an n outbuilding in Mr. Deeobry' yard. The
affidavit accused the Individual of actually applying
the torch, and as there were several other, to sy the
least, sunspiciose circumstances known to cltfizens,
conneeting the accused with thebs fire whse rvage.
had just been stopped, that the wildest excitement
prevailed in the community, to such an extent that
it was anticipated that violent measunres wold be re-
sorted to. None occurred, however, and the individ.
ual was quietly arrested and sent to prison.

It appears thatimmedaltely after the fire the acn sed
was arreted for applying the torch In another part of
the town. The same Individual who testified to this
fact, said that he afterwareds ew the prisoner return
and put it out ; that he ow him again retorn to the
spot in company with a son of the owner of the prop-
erty. It was immediately after this occurrence that
a witness testified that the prisoner came to his room
and asked for the key of Marix'o cofbe-house-that
he believed there was a fire in the rear ; the key was
given him, and when witoess got to the spot, sursenough, there had been a fire, but several personu
brought there by the prisoner, with himself, were
putting it out. It was but an hour or soa later when
the Bank street fire occurred.

We learn that on Thursday night the residence of
Mrs. Beck, in the rear of town, wa set fire to, on the
outside, between the weather boarding and the plas-
tering; but fortunately some passer by discoversd itbefore it had got moch headway, and through his ex-
ertion, it was noon put out, without any material
damage, we believe. Such is the account as we un-
derstood it. Are we doomed people: Will not the
council •ppoliet watchmen or patrols ?

Mississlpp Inltelllge.nee.

We learn from the Wilkinson Gazette, that on the
evening of the 18th, a boy named William Best, aged
8 years, son of Mr. Francis Best, was cruelly mur-
dered in Woodville by a negro named Stephen. After
his arrest the negro confessed that he enticed his
victim into an unoccupied building, and after knock-
ing him down with a brick choked him to death. He
committed the dreadful deed to prevent the boy
" telling something on him." On the following night
the bells were rung and a crowd collected at the jail
with the intention of taking out the murderer and
burning him alive, but this was prevented through
the exertions of the Sheriff and some of the citizens,
ammni' whom was Mr. Best himself.

The Gazette has the following paragraph:

On the morning of the 19th, a man who registered
his address as J. C. Barney, Louisville, Miss., was
found dead in his bed at the Planters' Hotel in
Panola. He had been drinking immoderately, and
the jury of inquest rendered a verdict that his death
was caused by intemperance.
The Panola Star ofWednesday says :
It has rained every day or night for ten days past.

The rivers and creekshave all overflowed their banks,
and the ground is so wet as to put a stop to all plant-
ing operations.

From the Carrollton Democrat, of Friday last, we
extract the following:

The Yazoo is nearly as high as in 1858, and still
swelling. There seems to be no doubt but that we
will have another overflow.
We learn from a gentleman direct from the river

counties that the levees, from high up the river in
Bolivar county, have broken in many places, doing
crest damage and destruction to property, and that
the river is within a few inches of its highest height
of last summer.

The water, in its resistless course, swept every-
thing before it; cattle, horses anod animals of all
descriptions were drowned, wherever they happened
to be in its track.

The recent storm which swept over Kosciusko an-
roofed the jail in that place, and did some other
trifling damage. The Chronicle says that in the lower
part of the county it raged with much greater vio-
lence. At Mrs. Mallett's, about seven miles south of
that place, almost the entire fencing of her farm was
swept away-the rails, in some instances, being car-
ried from fifty to one hundred yards. The residence
of Mr. Rice Adams, in the same neighborhood, was
blown down, wounding himself, wife and daughter,
and so completely burying them in the ruins that
they had to await the assistance of their neighbors
to be released. It has heard of several others in that
portion of the country who had their houses and
fences blown down, and their farms made a complete
wreck by the falling of timber. There is no calco-
lating the amount of damage farmers have sustained
by the wind and the rain that followed it. The roads
were so completely encumbered with fallen timber as
to demand the attention of the hands to make them
passable.

slavery man named Cole was first attacheds when aregular melee ensued, in which pistols, knives andclubs were freely used. The Republicans rushed to alouse near by, which is said to have contained aboutsixty Sharp's rifles, and commenced firing on their

Three tof the wounded, Messrs. Chi.am, Willockand B. Hall arrived in Weston, Platte county, wherethey formerly resided, on Monday last, having beendriven away from their homes in Kansas, leavingtheir families behind. Chisam was shot, ball lodging
in the right side of his head, near the temple. Hall
was shot in the right arm, breaking the bone, and so
completely shivering his arm as to require amputs.
tion. He was left at Holton and not expected to live.
Willock was shot in the face, ball taking effect left
side of the nose and lodging in his right cheek-face
very much swollen ; ball not extracted. B. Hall and
others were beaten across the head with clubs and
gun barrela--breaking Mr. Hall's nose.

UnLUccvY.-A gentleman In Cincinnati, a few days
siece, emptied his pockets of a parcel of letters and
papers which he bad accumulated there and burnt
them.
