If the opposition only knew how to manage,
and combine In serried phalanx the hostile elements
that unqnestionably exist-if they could only disl-
pline their forces and concentrate them unanimously
upon a given point, a single object, we verily believe
that the admirably drilled cohorts of our distin.
gnshbed Senator would suffer disastrous overthrow.
They may yet succeed, and possibly will; but, as
philosophio lookers on-as calm and well disposed
outsiders-we will venture the exceedingly sage and
unqnallfedly original (nobody ever heard of it before)
observation, to-wit: overwhelming strength, if undis-
liplined, is no match for a comparatively weak, but
perfectly disciplined organisation.

We make these remarks, in passing, for the benefit
of all parties concerned, and charge nothing for them.
In doing this we flatter ourselves we are discharging
our duty as faithful journalists and exhibiting our
philanthropy as good, peaceable, law and order-lov-
ing citizens. Still it cannot be denied but that the
rebellion against the Chief Engineer has assumed for-
midable proportions-more formidable than ever be-
ore, at leasu-but the rebels should bear in mind the
penalties that follow unsuccessful insurrection. The
British would have hung GaooaG WASHINGTON could
they have caught him; and although we don't know
of any Washingtons in their ranks, the fact is none
the less silgnificant and suggestive.

In the city papers of Saturday there appeared a
call for a Democratio meeting, numerously signed by
respectable and influential citizens.

Looked at in a merely party point of view, neither
the Slidellians nor the anti-Slidellian can object to
the movement. It proposes simply to do a thing
which is done everywhere during political campaigns
by every party-that is, to erect a local organization
to carry out local purposes-eabordinate, we suppose,
in general matters to the general State organization.
Parish committees exist in most of the parishes of
the State; and we are unable to discover any good
reason why the great, glorious and growing parish
of Orleans should'nt have one or more.

But, It seems there is another Democratic organi.
nation-a purely State organization-appointed by
the members of the Legislature, we believe, to carry
out State party objects, which has taken charge of
the Democratic local politics of the parish of Or-
leans. This organization Is denominated the "Demo-
cratic State Central Committee ;" and by the follow-
ing official pubilcation which we extract from yes-
terday's morning Courier, it appears that the mem-
bers thereof have done, or attempted to do, what the
Odd Fellows' Hall meeting of this evening proposes
to do I In order that the action of the committee
may have general circulation, we republish it in full:

Right Bank. Algiers-Two delegates.

CONVICTED OF MI'HDne.--The case of Stephens,
charged with the murder of his wife by ioison,
which occupied one of the New York courts nearly
three weeks, was closed on the 2a;th ult. by a verdict
of guilty.

a TLANTIC OCEAN CORRESPONDENCE.
The following letter was not intended for publica-

n tion. It possesses, however, much interest and infor-
r mation. It was written by a lady resident of this
e city to her relatives. Premising thatshe was one of a
k party of five, who embarked at this port in the month

of Jane last, expecting ere their return to circuam.
navigate the globe, the vessel sailed from here to
a Liverpool, where several weeks were spent, with via-

its by the company to London and Paris. From Liv-
erpool, after delivering a cargo of cotton, the shipI loaded for the East Indies, and arrived safe at Bom-

a bay. Possibly she may go to Canton, thence to San
Francisco, thence to the Sandwich Islands, then
round Cape Horn homeward, taking up sixteen or
eighteen months.

Sop Stmona, Nov. 28, 1858,
Longitude, 28' 28' West.

Dear A.-On this, our thirty-second day from the
Mersey river, Eng., we crossed the Equator; quite
an era in our lives, being for the first time ina south-
ern latitude. The old custom amongst sailors, of tar-
ring and feathering those who cross the line for the
first time, being abandoned, the young boys of the
crew feel very happy in making the escape. In
former times they carried their fun so far, that life
was often endagered; the matter had to be stopped;
and on English ships a heavy penalty is imposed upon
the captain if he allows it to be practiced. Of the
ladies it is expected they will treat, but not being
aware of the prevailing custom, we had not provided
ourselves with the wherewithal, and had nothing
more common at our disposal than the best of New
Orleans brandy; which of course we must keep
for more needful purposes, having before us still a
long voynge. Or cargo consistsof iron, dry-goode,
bricke, china, coke, etc., etc. We have thirty seren
souls on board, beside other locomotives in the shape
of five pigs, two dozen ducks, six dozen chickens, a
small animal called a ferret, for catching rats ; two
cats, the New Orleans one, and one from Liverpoil,
which sometimes fight, but Brother Johnathan being
the larger, comes off victorious, much to the amuse
meat of some on board. So far, nothing has occurred
uncommon since we left Liverpool. The first two
weeks out we experienced nothing but very heavy
weather, head seas, adverse winds, waves washing
o'er the decks ; but salt water does not hurt, save
to draw forth now and then a loud laugh or scream
from the ladies. For ten days our main deck was
never dry, and one day a large wave caught Loekia
and me on the quarter-deck, and we just saved our.
selves by jumping on a spar lying near us; soon
after, Mr. B. came up, bringing some clothes to dry,
and said his window was open, and the water came
in with such a rush that he at first thought he was
overboard. After the rough weather came a calm, in
which we made but little progress. We have seen a
sail every now and then, and one morning, in the
neighborhood of Cape Dte Verde islands, we saw at
some distance a vessel bearing toward us; kept get-
ting nearer; what was she? well! what might bshe
be? She might be a ship going to the Islands for
water; she might be a whaler; she might be a sla-
ver; and one suggested she might be a pirate! This
of course was for our benefit ; but they could not
frighten us quite so easily an they thought; for it
takes something more than talking of black flags with
red bones and skulls to disturb our equilibrium.
However, we sailed faster than her, and did not stop
to find out what she was.
Sunday, 21.-While you, with the rest of the fam-

ily, perhaps, are sitting around a large coal fire, the
weather we are enjoying is that of a fine month in May
in New Orleans ; all out in summer clothes, even to
the sailors, who come on deck every Sunday, all
shaved, washed and cleanly dressed. A very quiet
day is Sunday with us, if fair weather; and it is a
pleasant sight to see all scattered here and there,
reading or airing their clothes, or leaning over the
ship's side watching her cut through the water like a
" thing of life." Week-days are busy days for all;
a doing things which those who know nothing of sea
life know nothing at all about. There are no drones
on a ship ; all are busy. We have a very decent crew.
Capt. Smith says that in all his going to sea he never
has bad a better. Amongst them there are some mu-
sicians, and nearly every night they play, and have a 5
happy time of it. Two concertinas, tambourine, tri-
angle, and one old man plays the violin.

Sunday, 28.-A fine opportunity one has for self.
improvement, it so disposed, by going to sea; you
can study the wonders of the world above, and the
waters below. Often when sitting on deck watching 0
the sun as it sinks below the western horizon, and
the clouds melting into each other, reflecting all the
colors of the rainbow, and as they fade from view, ,
see Venus come forth, then the moon with all her
glittering train, until the whole appears bright with c
the diamonds of night, I am led to exclaim, " The
Heavens declare the glory of God." Then there is
the ever rolling, restless ocean, with its countless
number of inhabitants, many of which sometimes
visit us. For the last few days the Cape pigeons have
been hovering around us; they are very beautiful.
We are now in the neighborhood of the Albatross,the
largest of aquatic birds, which come in numbers
around us. * * * * *

December 5.--The year has rolled around, and we
have entered upon the last month, and though it is a
summer in this latitude, yet it is like our pleasanut
winter,. The thermometer to-day was ill. We have
made tolerable sail the past week ; and were in hopes
to pass South of Cape Good Hlope to-day, but will
not. We are now eight weeks from Liverpool docks.
We have succeeded at last in catching a Cape pigeon; a
I wish we could stuff it, so that we might bring it
home. We killed a pig yesterday, which you may
consider a common occurrence, but when you come
to travel around the Cape of Good Hope you will then
know what occurs aboard ship.

December 19.--We are now getting in the trade
winds. The last few days have been quite exciting.
For four days we have had a very rough sea, waves
higher than ever I have seen before, washing the
boohy hatch off, tearing the foresil to shivers by the
wind, keeping us under close reefed topsails for fifteen
hours. The captain admitted it was a severe gale.
To-day is pleasant, fair wind, and we hope to get in,
in ninety days. Latitude, 27 ; longitude, i65; ther-
mometer, 70.

Christmas day; 7 degrees south of the equator.
Cannot realize that we are so far from home. Being
Christmas drank the health of friends at home, hoping
they did the same Ibr its. Niew Year's day ; wisl you
all a haply New Year. Crossed thle line yesterday ;
again in noith latitude ; weather warm ; thermo-
meter, 110.

Janceoay 21.-Sucah a time getting along; so slow:
