JosnAe lt. GrnorsNo.-Joshua It. Giddings, the t
noted and notoriously infamous Abolitionist from i
the Ashtabula District of Ohio, who has just closed
a Congressional career of twenty years, has issued an I
address to his late constituents, thanking them for I
their long and constant support of him. He indicates
his purpose of writing out his experience in Con- 1
gress, and thus explains the objects and motives
which have controlled his public life:

I feel constrained to declare the duty of Govern-
ment to separate and purify itself from all legisla-
tive, executive and moral support of Slavery : and
to exert its influence and constitutional powers to
secure all men in the enjoyment of that liberty which
is necessary to cherish and protect life, attain knowl-
edge and prepare for Heaven.

Giddings seems to think that the ends for which he
has so long labored are virtually accomplished, and
in the language of Senator Seward, considers the
victory already won. He says:

Of the intensity of those conflicts which so rapidly
succeded each other for seventeen years, I have no
time to speak it is sufficient to say, that the com-
bination of religious, moral and political truths,
pressed as they were upon the public mind, could not
Sfail of success. Based upon God's attribute of justice,
they must be respected. Indeed, the vicltorhas been
already achieved. The lovers of liberty at Ithis ma
meat wield the moral powoer of our nation ; and the
Government, with its patronage, its great power and
wide-spread influence, must soon fall into their hands;
and the immutable law of justice which has already
given them power, will continue it so long as they
act in harmony with the doctrines to which they are
unequivocally pledged.

We are forced, very reluctantly, to agree with Mr.
Giddings in one respect, at least. We fear that the
Federal " Government, with its patronage, its great
power and wide-spread influence, must soon fall into "
the hands of the party he has so conspicuously repre-
sented for the last two decades in the Legislature of
the nation.

BOARD OF PUnLIC WoRKs.--The last Legislature

eastern portions of Iherville, Ascension, St. John the
Baptist, St. James, St. Charles, Jefferson and Pla-
quemines. The second: Calcasieu, St. Landry, Ver-
milion, Lafayette, St. Mary, St. Martin, Lafourche,
Assumption, Terreboune, Pointe Coupee, West Baton
Rouge and the western parts of Iberville, Ascension,
St. James, St. John the Baptist, St. Charles, Jefferson,
Orleans right bank and Plaquemines. The third:
Avoyelles, Rapides, Natchitoches, Sabine, Union,
DeSoto, Caddo, Bossier, Bienvillo and Claiborne. The
fourth; Concordia, Catahoula, Tensas, Madison,
Carroll, Morehouse, Caldwell, Ouachita, Jackson,
Franklin and Union. Under the provisions of this
law the people of each District are required to elect
a Commissioner of Public Works on the first Monday
of next November, the day of the general electiod
throughout the State.

The
Commissioners will, no doubt, all be nominated in
caucus, with more reference to their partisan useful-
ness and effciency than to their experience and ca-
pacity, and then the dear people will be allowed the
ineatimable privilege of electing them.

Tbe acte and ordainings of the city Government,
providing for the building of city railroads, may be
found published in this paper in the form of their
amended and statutory perfection. Thesem astr. "
mente are so framed as to carefnlly guard the inter. t
Bets of each and all concerned-of the city, of the s
publle, and of the contracting parties. They provide
the legal basis of a system of public works for the
public benefit of primary importance, and constitute
the most notable and commendable measure of moni.
cipal legislation which has during many years ema-
oated from the Common Council. The enactment
opens an avenue for enterprise which presents as-
cured results of success, results not hypothetical
upon more calculation, but assured by the data of
similar enterprises in other cities, in several of which
horse railroad stocks are proved to be most profitable
investments, and are held at a large premium. In
New York, in Brooklyn, in Baltimore and Philadel-
phia, bhorse railroads are already considered necesei-
ties of city life, and such is the estimation in which I
they are held so money making schemes, that com-
panies clamoring for charters are so numerous that I
were they granted to all asking them, a railroad
would traverse almost every street, and it would be
but a step from the care to the door of almost every t

citizen; and so cheaply, withal, can these railroads
be constructed and operated that we are not certain
but that the travel of the residents on each re-
spectably populated street would make a road on
it paying property.

If railroads so numerous in other cities are so re- I
monerative to their proprietors, what then is the
promise of this which is projected to traverse the
whole city of New Orleans and which must, from
very necessity, become the great artery of travel, the
cheapest, most speedy and comfortable means of I

passing from one extreme to the other of its long
drawn out extent? The topographic plan of New
Orleans renders such means of transit especially de-
sirable to the whole community, for the whole com-
monity will directly experience its benefits, as pass. I
log longitudinally through the lengthy but narrow
city it will be a daily and hourly convenience to all,
and of course the rsme circumstance will aseare the
paying success guaranteed by general patronage. In
Brooklyn, N., Y., there are twenty-five miles of
railway, and the plan of the city does not render so
much locomotion necessary in passing from one part
to the other as does the peculiar shape of New Or-
leans. The stock of these roads is held at a premium
and the dividends are heavy. The cost of running a
one horse car is seven cents per mile, that amoun t
covering all working expenses of every description,
and to meet which each car has to secure an average
of a little less than two passengsrs for every mile it
runs, the fare being four cents on each of the routes,
which average three miles in length. Of course these
roads carry many more than six passengers at every
trip and their profits are large. The fare on our pro-
jected road is fixed at five cents, and as it Is safe to
calculate that at least twenty passengers will be
picked up by the cars at each sweep they make along
their route through the most populous part of the
city, such an estimate assures to contractors a profita-
ble investment-exceedingly profitable. While no
city is more favorable to railroad construction than
this is, for the streets have a dead surface level which
does away with the necessity for much grading out.
lay, the running expenses would be but a small frac-
tion more here than in Brooklyn.

The specifications concerning the sale of the right
of way for this route, so wisely located for diverting
to its channel the great tides of up and down town
travel, are published in full on our sixth page. It

y will be obperved that, though circumspectly strin-
