shed, which we find in our exchanges :

On tbp night of the 8th oit., a young man named
Chartea Molloy waS stabbed, i an Francisco, by a
mmn eoned John Reynolds, and died soon after.
wad. -teynolds was arrested.

A German wo6man of bad reputation, named Louisa
Vollmer, was strangled to death in ca hoose on Pacific
street by a young man named Henry Vappner, also a
German. They had lived togetherfor some time, and

- quarreled. The day afterwards she was found dead,
with a velvet ribbon wound tightly' about her neck,
and Vappner lying beside her withhis throat danger.
oualy gashed, he beaving attempted to oommit sicide.
She was 52 years old.

'A desperate and bloodyfight, which it wasthought
might result fatally to one or both parties, took place
on the 12th of March at Camptonvme, between a
'man named O. Brown, formerly of Park's Bar, and a
Georgian, name unknown. Brown attacked the other
man, says a correspondent of the Maryaville Express,
with a short sword, and out his forehead open to the
skull at the first blow. At the second blow he cut
one arm of the Georgian half off and severed one of
the bones of the limb. The wounded man then die
armed Brown, and stabbed him with his own weapon
six or seven times in the region of the hipsand spine,
and Inflicting some fearful wounds.

A man employed as a nurse to attend a sick man,
the owner of the :Union Hotel, at Dutch Flat, No-
vada county, stabbed his helpless employer on Tues-
day, inflicting a mortal wound. The cause of the
aseault wee a dispute about the wages of the nurse.
The Nevada Jouroal says :

The excitement at Dutch Flat became intense.
The cit1eoo assembled in large numbers, and took
the mirderer into custody. He taunted them, and
dared them to bang him, and said be bad killed one
white man and two Chinamen before. Sheriff King,
with a possee, went up to Dutch Flat on being in-
formed of the excitement, and took the murderer
from the bands of the mob. He was taken to Auburn
and incarcerated.

On the 6th nit. an aflfay took place at Columbia
Hill, Nevada county, in which a man named West
was shot dead with a pistolby a man named Richard.
eon, who, it was said, acted altogether on the defen.
stie.

A native alilfornian murdered another native on
the 2d of Miroh, by driving a knife through him at
one blow from behind, the point coming out ncar the
nipple.

A man named Herring murdered a man named
Knott, on the 7th of March, ina Carson Valley, in a
quarrel about a bridle. At last accounts he was go-
ing through the brief process of a trial at the bar of
Jodge Lyncb.

On thel2th of March a man named Ashmore was
dangerously stabbed In the town of Nevada by a
Spanish woman with whom he bad been on intimate
trinne

Abont 1 o'clock in the morning of 7th March, two
Ohilenos stopped at a house sltuated on the San
Pablo road, and asked for admission, and being re-
fased, threatened destruction to all Inside. The oe.
copants' names are unknown. Finding retreat im-
possible, they prepared to defend themselves, and
shot both the Chilenoq, killing one instantly and
wounding the other. They gave themselves up to the
potherlties, and, it is stated, were honorably dis-
charged, as they were acting in self-defense.

A Mexican, says the Ban Andreas Independent.
was found dead near the road between San. Andreas
and Forman's, about a mile from the latter place, $n
11th March. He had a bullet-hole through his head.
He was missed on the evening of the preceding day,
having gone out to his work in the morning.

The Marysvlle Express has the following :
On the 12th March the body of a man who had evi-

dently been murdered, was found in the woods near
the road, between Grass Valley and Sacramento. He
was shot through the body with a bullet, and had the
appearance of baving beeo hunting, though there was
no gun found near him. He had on a poch filled
with shot. Next day on the same road, near the Zinc
House, two teamsters were passing along, when six
men rushed upon and wounded both of them. The
villains then proceeded to rob the teamsters of
$290 and went away. Thus far the ofcers of the law
have been unable to obtain any clue to, or intimation
of the authors of the robbery.

Two men were drowned in San Francisco Bay on
the 20th nit., by the upsetting of a hosat.

J. W. Davidson committed suicide in Yreka, on the
18th, by shooting himself with a pistol while drunk.

A correspoundent of the Sacramento Bee says that
C. H. Halsey and Gee. Merrit were suddenly killed on
the 11th of March, in Placer county,by the caving of
their claim. Their bodies,horribly mangled and toro,
were washed nearly half a mile into El Dorado Canon
before they were recovered.

The Placer Courier mentions another mining acci.
dent which occurred on 7th March, lp the Keystoue
claim, Michigan City, where one of the workmen
(name unknown) was killed by the bank caving in.

Fuam tx Oxnoan.-A fire oceourred in Oxford,Miss.,
on the morning of the 25th ult., which destroyed the
livery stable of Robert Cook, the grocery and pro.
dace store of Geo. Fee, the PostOffice, and the ofilce
of the Oxford Mercury. The fire broke out n the
livery stable of Mr. Cook, who lost about a dozen
fie horses, and several carriages and boggles. Mr.
Fee lost a large stock of groceries, etc.
