The quotation for such nyas as w are now making on
the 1st February at Manchester--extra hard water-twist-st a,
ltd. per pound, and In Oermany 24., which wonld net here 20
to21c., and the accounts are that spinners have contracts io
days ahead. In putting our crops into yarns we have, perhaps,
tain itousad eastomere for them to one for cotton, and hence
our ability to get a fairer raoge of prices, fr them than we now
do for cotton.

TheirMajontles wereloodly
cheered. After having rode along the front of t•e
line, the Emperor amembled in face of the else Milt-
taire the soldiers recommended for the Crm of the
Legiono f Honorand themilitary medal. Htis.Majett
himself distributed the decorations, and shook hond
with each man when decorated. The troops then de
filed before the Emperor. Atler the troops had do.
filed past, the Emperor repaired to the Pointde Jaa,
and gave orders to the sentinels to allowthe crowd to
approach. His Majesty was Immediately urronnded
by an immense concourse of people, who reshed with
precipitation almost onder the feet of the hoeaes,
shooting with the greatest enthunsiasm the cry of
" Viee IEmpereur!" No accident whatever hap-
pened from this demonstration,which was quite ipoa.
taneous on the part of the rabble. An Immense
crowd of pedestrians es assembled on the beighte of
the Trocadero. The balcony of the Enole Militeire
was fitted up for the reception of the Empress and
the ladies of her asite. The weather wasmagniffcent.

It is certain that the force which
Austria now has In Lombardy is more imposing than
was generally thought, though It was known to be
great; and that, in case of a hostile move on the
part of France, she would withdraw her forces from
the other parts of the empire, and poor them all into
Lombardy.

A Vienna correspondent says : Under all cirem.
stances, as regards Italy, the danger is passin off fRor
the present. It is a great point that the Emperor
Napoleon seems well disposed, and so long as he re-
mains so he has a right to be judged favorably.

The following is from the Times, (City Article)
March 21:

The announcement in the correspondence from
Paris that the Emperor, baring been oinormed of the
oltimate resolutions of Austrin, desires to recede, by
diplomatic help, from his aggressive attitude, gave a
general impulse to prices, which would probably
hare been still greater but for the question as to the
way In which Sardinia is likely to submit to her dis-
appointment. Should ske be determined not to tole-
rate her desertion, she has the power at any moment
to upset the best efforts of the peace-makeras ; while
on the other hand, supposing her to remain quiet,
the inference will be unavoidable that she has been
calmed by a promise that the change, of course, will
be merely temporary, uontU, some new and less trans-
parent pretext for war canbe manufactared. Hence,
until some actual redoction of armaments is wit-
nessed, the public will not be drawn into any unhesi-
tating manifestatios of confidence.

Italy.
According to advices from Rome to the 17th, Gen.

Grammont has again received a note from Cardinal
Antonelli, requesting the immediate evacuation of
the States of the Church by the French troops.

A dispatch dated at Geneva, March 18, sys :
" Volunteers from Tuscany continue to arrive In

companies of twenty. The authorities of Tuscany
permit their departure.

Numeroub arrests have taken place in Modena,
Parma, Placentia and Leghorn. A vast conspiracy
has, it is said, been discovered in these provinces,
which was to lead to a general insurrection about
the end of this month. The persons most seriously
compromised, although they do not belong to Aus-
tria, have been sent to the prisons of the Tyrol."

The Paris puapers contain the following :
" If credit can be given to letters from Italy, the

fortresses of that peninsula are by this time com-
pletely armed. At Verona, Perscbiera and Lugnano,
the number of guns has, it is said, been doubled.
The repairs that had been undertaken to the fortifica-
tions of Placentla and Venice have been completed,
and ten batteries of artillery were to be sent there by
the most raptid conveyance. On the other hand, a
conspiracy is said to have been discovered in the
Duclies of Parma and Medena, where foreign occu-
pation, as is well known. is not much liked. This
conspiracy, the wires or which extended into Tus-
cany and as far as }aples, had for its object a gen-
eral rising, which was to take place at the end of this
month. The Government of Parma is said to have
made the discovery, and to have immediately sent no-
tice of it to the Court of iienna."

A letter from Parma announces an unpleasant fact.
The Government having heard a few days since that
some soldiers were about to desert to Piedmont, de-
termined to make a severe example. Orders were
given to strictly guard the frontiers, and three de-
serters were captured. They were tried by court-
martial andsentenced to be shot. The sentence was
executed in presence of the troops assembled for the
purpose, and commanded by the general. During
the execution some asote were fired at the general,
which did not strike him.

Letters from Tuscany state that Government has
seized a pamphlet bearing the signatures of Ridolf,
Ricasoli, Peruzzi and others, which protests against
the treaties existing between Austria and the minor
ttalian States. The circumstance has produced con-
siderable agitation in Tuscany, and addresses for sg.
nature, expressing the feeling of the Tuscan people
are now circulating through the country.
