We notice that the ship S. . Pettigrew, which 1as
cleared hence for Liverpool on the 27th January last,
with 4913 bales cotton, crossed the bar day before
yesterday. The shippers or owners of the cargo
would make about $20,000 if they would sell the
cargo at present prices: perhaps it Is already sold in
transiue. But we have some sympathy for the own-
ers of the ship after sixty-six days' detention. It is
manifest those large vessels will never answer for the
mouth of the Misseisppi ; yet there are not suncient
medium sine vessels afloat to transport the cotton of
the United States tomarket. The bar of Charleston
harbor will not allow large vessels to pass. The Pet-
tigrew is partly owned in our city. We have another
instance In the case of the ship Felclo, owned on
Carondelet street, that has been over six months
making a voyage to Liverpool and back, having been
detained outside the bar about two months. The
difference in the rate of freight now and at the time
this ship should have been at the landing will
amount to between eight and nine thousand dollars.
Those versed in ship expenses can calculate the costs
to a ship of 1300 tuns, with a full crew and waiting
water. The talk is, that the bar obstructions are
losing all interest. We do not coincide in the opinion,
as the same mud piles orsand banks will appear again
next season, and it is suggestive that our merchants
and all interested take measures to prevent a recur-
rence of the evils, which are now wearing away bi
the action of nature, though it is still maintained
that there has been plenty of water for vessels draw-
ing 16 to 17 feet all through the season. Now, thon,
we recommend, and the reoommendation is concurred
in, that some of oar five thousand bale ships try Cat
or Ship •land Harbor next season. Then, there is
some talk that Northern eapitaliste would do as well
u with their money to bring it here, purchase, extend

and equip the Mexican Gulf Railroad and make a
harbor for their vessels on the gulf shore. The in-
vestment would pay far more, and would be more ad-

vantageous than one-half of the roads they have built
and own in the Northern and Western States. When
we receive our three millions of bales of cotton per
