THE NEW OANAL BANWL

The new building at the corner of Camp and On.
vier streets, lately built for and now oconpied by the i
New Orleans anl and Banking Company, commands fr
the admiration of all, by its solidity, neatneas, and
beautiful ornamentation. Solid as it looks, however,
its actual and internal solidity s little known to those
who did not particularly notice it when in proems of
erection. m

We had the opportunity of looking through the U

building, a day or two slnce, during banking bourn,
and of seeing not only how it had been finished, but
its admirable adaptbillity to the purposes intended. t
It is truly a model banking-hone ; and we are not 0

ready to gainsay what we have frequently heard aso-
serted, that for beauty, solidity, safety and general i
convenience for banking operations, it Is not excelled b
by any similar building In the United States. The s
architects, Mesers. Gallier & Esterbrook, have reason
to feel proud of it, as the fnest of the numerous
monuments of their taste and skill which adorn the p
city.

The heavy iron-work and machinery of the outside 0

walls, with the iron window lintels, are apparent to
any passer. Though the building does not look fire-
proof outside, especlally about the windows,it is still I
perfectly fire proof. Inside the sashes and wooden
ahutters, are heavy panels of iron,resting and sliding ,
in Iron frames, and, when closed, entirely protecting t
the interior from anything like fire ontede; and the c
interior partitions and floors are so solid that one a
story might barn out without the least damage to
either of the others. The floors are composed of t
brick arches, resting upon iron sleepers, like those of
the new Custom.House; the stairway between the
basement and second story is of solid iron, resting
upon and entirely surrounded by the heaviest ma-
sonry.

The arrangement of the banking-room is admirae-
ble, and gives the greatest satisfaction to Mr. Bath-
bone, the President, and the other omficers of the
bank. Whilst each subordinate officer has his own
division, separate from the rest, in the horse-shoe
range of desks, the cashier occupies a position from
which, whilst attending to his own duties, he can
t overlook everybody, and sesure himself that at all
times everything goes right.

The chief novelty of this bank, however, is its
strong-box, or money vaults. There are three or
four vaults, each about twelve feet by ten in length
and breadth, and about twelve feet high; and all
lighted by gas. They are neatly finished inside, and
give the beholder very little idea of their enormous
strength. The floors, sides, and arched ceilings, are
,f made of heavy plates of iron, an inch and a half
,e thick, and secured to each other in the stoutest possi-
n ble manner. This part of the work was done by Mr.
e Luther Homes, of thi aity. Outaide the iron partitions
are solid walls of masonry. Outside these walis,agaln,
