Sentteoan did not come down, for arowof that kind
would have created great complications on this eIth-
mae. There are about five hundred Americans scat-
tared about the line of the road, and they would all

For this reason
the American onsul has asked that a United Btates
vinaedbe sent to this port, and I believe Mr. UeLane
bas promised to give the solicitation a favorable con-
ideation.

The ext aseof excitement gre out of the threat-
ened aenr ofthe American schooner Lanteer, Capt.

saymond, for anugginlg, and the company's steamer
Buchilas an seaesory. Omorswere actually placed
on shore to watch both of these vessels, owing to the
dlseovery,as they said, that certain packages of ale
were being seettly sent from the Lanfeer on to the

nochil. What truth there was in the charge I am not
able to determine; but the steamer Suchil was al-
meet instantly released as totally free from suspicion,
bot an attive surneillanee was kept up on the
schooner. The contraband trade was ultimately
traced, I believe, to her satlors, and thus the matter
ended, mnchb to the relief of all the parties implicated.

The condition of the road at the present time could
not be made much better, but unfortunately it will
not continue long, for the rainy season will set In
aezt month and than the travel will be much im-
peded. Contractors are here, however, to build the
-eeesary boats with whioh to craes the rivers, and
lamber has already been sent up to Bachil to con-
struct all the necemary bridges. Mr. Burke, of New
Orleans, has this contract, and is in daily expectation
of the necesary Iron work with which to complete
the work on the boats. In conversation with Dr.
Jones, of the engineer corps, who arrived here yester-
day, I learn that the survey on the line of the road
bas marked out a superior route from that selected by
Major Barnard, and that their estimates bring the ex-
pea•e within the coat calculated by that gentleman
Everything, so far, is most favorable for the company,
and confidence here is established, provided the
Juarea Government can sustain itself.

As to work and living on the Isthmus I cannot re-
port very favorably at present. If men are willing to
work on their own account at farming, or will de-
mand less wages, they may obtain labor; but people
here sannot enter into extensive improvements while
carpenters ask higher prices than they do in New
Orleans. And more particularly is this the ease while
the transit of passengers is so limited as at present.
But when the company has arranged all its steamers,
coaches, animals and railroads in good running order,
thep the work hereabouts will increase in a ten-fold
ratio. Living is high, board averaging from $1 to $2
per day. Men who are willing to work on their own
aoeount an $sndbetter opportunities to acquire homes
than they can in Texas, and the wonderful wealth of
this econtry, in an agricultural way, is beyond the
limrit of a newspaper article to estimate.

The gold mines on this Isthmus are a fixed fact,
but explorers are needed to:develop them more fully.
At present there are a few men working near Chi-
vela, but the water is very scarce, and the greater
part of the miners have suspended work until the
rainy season. The seasons of Tehuantepec partake
of the usual Mexican character--half the year rain,
and half the year none. Both of their seasons are
pleasant, but most of the residents here prefer the
fill, or relpy season. It is cooler then, and the busi.
ness of the place is all done then, for when the rains
are falling the rivers are full, the mahogany cutters
are rafting down their logs, vessels are crowding at
the wharves, and the town does Its greatest trade.
Fifty.six vessels loaded at this port last year, and it
is estimated that the number will swell up to seventy
for the coming season. Mahogany sells here at the
rate of from $12 to $16 per tun, and the business is
at present confined to three or four housea.

The Acayoca people have had a revolution on a
very small scale, but it resulted in four deaths, not.
withstanding. A fewdayssince the Alcalde attempt-
ed to depose the common jailor, but the latter would
not submit, and declared his intention to hold on to
the office. The Alcalde summoned a posse,while the
jailor armed the prisoners, and thus prepared the par.
ties met. A fight took place, and the Aloalde, the
jailor, one prisoner and one citizen were killed, equar-
ing accounts, after which, the prisoners fled into the
woods. I have not heard how the matter terminated.

Isend yon with this a speoelmen of native silk which
is found in great abundance in the woods hereabouts.
Itis not very cleat.but you will observe that the fibre
is superior, and that the article, with a little cultiva-
tion, could be made into the finest kind of silk. I
have not learned sufficiently about it to describe it,
but there are parties bore who are sending quantities
abroad to be tested. There is another article of value
that grows here in great abundance which I will
speak of in my next. An American has invented a
machine for working it up, but he Is applying for a
patent for his invention at present, and requested me
not to mention it.

The Mexican war steamer Hidalgo, which you will
remember as the old United States, running between
savana and New York, Is at this wharf all dismans
tied and cast away, with nothing on board but her
machinery and guns. Report says she was sold by
the Mexican Government last week to a gentleman
belonging to the Tehuantepec Company for $2,200.
She cost originally $86,000, and today she is worth
$20,000. That was a good trade for both parties, for
the Government could do nothing with her, while the
purchaser will make someting handsome.

I underatand that the Tehouantepee Company intend
to.h~ve a survey made of the Pacific coast from Aca-
pulso and Boca Barrio, the lower extremity of the
Mexican Territory.

very large land claims near this city have passed out
of the hands of Mexican owners to the possession of
Atieelepee, Major Turnbull, from Mississippi, has
parchased two leagues of land near thiscity, on which
he intends to lay out a new town, to supplant the
present village of Minatitian. And a gentleman by
the same of Butterfield has purchased seven thousand
aore near the Indian village of Chlhamaea, 12 miles
from MlhMatitlan. The latter is intended fora sugar
hfarm, I believe.

Stilt Later.
MIuATrTLAW, April 18,1859.

I learn that Mr. McLane, the American Minister,
deaigns visiting the Isthmus soon, provided President
J.ares does not move up towards the City of Mexico.
The vomito will soon make its appearance in Vera

r~ii, anud presume Mr. Metane does not wish to
encomnter it. His visit would not b. amiss, for
American interests in this quarter are growing to
such an importance that a personal observation of
the country would not do the Minister any harm.

Dr. McKenny, the American whose property was
robbed in Cometan, starts to-morrow for Vera Crouz
on the Joane, to lay his claim before Mr. McLane and
President Jouares. The American Consul here has
awored him that the case is a plain one, and that
Mexico is bound for the sum which he claims.

By the mail which arrived here this morning from
Vera Crau I have received the Progreso up to the
14th. The rumor I give you of Miramon's retreat
was received through the American Consul, who left
Vera Crun on the 14th, and therefore after the Pro-
greso of that date was published. I give it to you as
it came to me.

The present force of Miramon at Orizaha and Cor-
doba amounts to 3,600 men, of whom 400 are cav-
alry. On the let of April his force was 5,750, conse-
quently by desertion and sickness he has lost 2,150
men. An eighth part of those who remained are
crippled with humors on their feet and legs. The
hospital contains near 300 men. In addition to the
loss of men, 400 men have either been captured or
died from starvation. The Liberals have guerilla
parties in the field constantly watching the camp of
Miramon, and when horses or men venture outside of
the camp they are instantly attacked, and the ani-
mals driven off. All forage is now cut off from Mira.
mon's camp, and the last movement of Gen. Tacone
was to get possession of the aqueduct and cnt off the
water that supplies Orizaba.

Gen. Ampudia's out-post had been advanced into
the plains from the hlghts of Acuclcngo, thus draw.
ing closer the circle of Miramon's camp.

In Onzara the Conservatives are entrenched in the
strongest houses ; the streets are barricaded, and the
artillery is posted in strong earth-works.

Miramon has been forced to abandon the out-post
of Chiquihuiti, where his siege train is said to have
been encamped.

The 7th of April was the dayset fore march upon
Mexico, and a party of 150 cavalry had been cent out
to reconnoiter the road by Aculciugo.

Gen. Miramon gives out that he was deceived into
the undertaking against Vera Cruz, and his friends
implicate certain diplomatists in the cheat. The un-
derstanding was, that the Anglo-French fleet should
blockade the city and attack the port while he at-
tacked the town from the land side. We shall hear
the truth of the matter some time.

HAVANA CORRESPONDENCE.

pecial to the New Orlesuuu Cresent.]
HAVANA, April 18, 1850.

The decree of the Captain-General, reducing the
duties payable upon cattle, fowls and eggs, imported
into this Island for the ensuing six months, of which
you were informed in my last letters, served as a
theme for the Diario de la Marina to comment upon
soon after. The Diario's article commenced with
the expression of a doubt, whether from the words
ad valorem used in the decree it was intended the
values of the importations should be those expressed
in the manifests or those affixed by the Island tariff,
and then asks for an explanation," which will lead to
a perfect certainty as to the position upon which the
Importers may make their calculations."

To this the Gaceta,in its first following impression,
curtly replies, upon competent authority, that the
words ad valorem in the decree were intended to
signify the prices " stated in the manifests." But,
nevertheless, the article in the Diario de la Marina
gives evidence of the advance of Liberal sentiments
and of Liberality Itself, for during the many years I
have lived in this city, the article of the Diario de la
Marina was the very first I had perused which
dared to offer aught like comment upon any decree
of our" superior authority." And again, the Diario
de la Marina is entitled to the public thanks for
lelting the public know the large amount of duty
paid upon every pound of beef consumed-for
although we all knew that all animals slaughtered in
this city were compelled to be slaughtered at the
public abattoir, yet but few of ous were aware of the
large amount of duty there compelled to be paid
upon each animal so slaughtered previous to its
carcase being taken to the market. Thus is accounted
for, to some extent, the high price compelled to he
paid for beef in this city-a quarter dollar per pound;
and even at that high rate, the purchaser does not
always get full weight-steelyards, not scales, being
used here to weigh with in our markets; and it is
not so easy to find out if the former are correct, as it
would be were the latter used.

I beg to enclose you, In the original Spanish, an
article from the Guesta of 12th inst., and which was
copied by our two other morning papers, which is
too lengthy for me to attempt a translation of, re-
specting the report which emanated from the Courier
des Etats Unis of New York about another filibus.
ter expedition being fitted or fitting out in the United
States to operate against this Island, and which re-
port, I perceive by a copy of the Crescent received
per Quaker City, has been re-affirmed by the Courier
des Etats Unis. The article enclosed was evidently
written to produce an excitement in Spain, and to
lead to the belief there that our present Captain-
General was the only man who could secure to the
Spanish throne the continued sovereignty of this
"ever faithful Island." It would not surprise me
were the Marquis de Ia Habana created a " Grandee
of Spain," or honored with a Field Mfarshal's baton !
Nor, indbed, could I be otherwise than pleased at
such honors being bestowed on him, for all his later
acts have proved him to be a man of Liberal senli-
ments; and who can blame him for his display of
loyally to his sovereign? As to Cuba continuing a
Spanish possession three years longer, I will only say,
noss verronss. I do not believe it will !

A million of dollars from the public treasury has
been placed in deposit in the Spanish bank of Ha-
vana, with a hint, I believe, that it will not be called
for in a hurry ? This has eased the money market a
little.

Gins and other machinery required by the Algo.
donere, (Cotton Ginning Joint Stock Company,) in
preparing cotton for market, are to be admitted free
of duty into this Island. Cotton ginning is being pro.
ceeded with to a considerable extent in various parts
of the Island. One planter within four leagues of
this city is now preparing seven hundred acres of
land to be planted with cotton. The Algodonera
proposes to pay a fair price for all cotton produced,
as it is gathered, they ginning it, etc., for market.
Thus all the machinery required in preparing the
staple for market will be admitted duty free! I
have seen a sample of dark nankeen, colored cotton,
grown by the Alyodonera.

Four hundred and flfty-three more " Asiticos
Free Colinists!" arrived 11th inst. in a French ship
from Macao via the Cape of Good Hope.

All Joint Stock Companies, established in this
Island prior to the Royal Cedula of 20th November,
1853, are to submit, for the approbation of this Go-
vernment, any alterations made or to be made in
their rules and statutes.

A shock of an earthquake was experienced at St.
Jago de Cuba about noon on the 5th inst.

A collection of fossil animals and plants has been
presented to the Royal University of this city by
Preslyter Don Jose Ramon Delupay, Parochial Priest
of Guaduamatasain this Island.

On SBunday, 9th inst., a lady. a native of New Or-
leans, visited the Cathedral of this city, and on de-
scending the flight of steps at the entrance, was
seized with vertigo, and tumbled head over heels-
such a display of crinoline and hoops had never
before been witnessed in this city-a dozen gentle-
men rushed and picked her up; fortunately she did
not receive any severe injuries, but proceeded on the
St. Louis the day but one after for Aspinwall.

The U. S. Surveying schooner Florida arrived here
15th inst., from Key West.

Col. Helm, U. S. Consul General in Cuba, returns
with his family to the U. States by the present steam-
er. He takes with him, I believe, the embalmed re-
mains of his bhild, which you will remember died of
scarlet fever some months ago. After a visit to his

home in Kentucky, Col. Helm will return to his
duties at the U. S. Consolate in this city.

Thomas Savage, Eeq., will be acting U. ..Conal
General during the absence of Col. Helm.
On the 1StHnat. a party of the students of the

University of this city went on an excursion to
Chorea, distant about aleague hence. One of them,
named Miguel Arago, a young gentleman, aged
about sixteen or seventeen years, stripped and
entered the river Almendares, which empties intothe
sea at Chlrera. Tnfortunately be got into a whirl-
pool, and In the presence of all of his companions,
who appear to have been paralysed, was drowned !
His body was recovered immediately afterwards, but
the vital spark was extinct.

The Spanish line-of-battle ship Reina Isabel Se-
goand, sailed on the 17th inst. for Spain, it is re-
ported, but I believe she will visit Toulon first, to be
turned into a propeller.

The Spanish Government is in treaty for the pur-
chase of the Collins' line of steamers. A Spanish
naval officer of rank has visited New York to exam-
Ine and roport upon those magnificent ships. His
report is now before the Spanish Government, and
its decision upon the matter will soon be known.

A person named Weekee, said to be an English-
man, attempted to leave the Island without paying
his debts, per steamship Quaker City. By legal
process he was brought from on board the steam-
ship.
The 17th inst. was Palm Sdnday, and his Excel-

lency the Captain General went to the Cathedral In
great state to witness the ceremony of blessing the
Palms.

KaY WEST, April 14,1859
Messrs. Editors-The U. S. schooner Florida,

Lenut. B. N. Westcott commanding, leaves this even-
ing for Havana. We have little to communicate in
the way of marine news, there being no arrivals
since the departure of the steamers Suwanee and
Isabel.

The wreckers are still at work on the cargo of the
lotL ship Mulhouse. They have landed 1400 bales,
and have 150 on board their lighters. They will
probably get up 500 or (00 more. The U. S. Marshal
sold on the 13th and 14th 1321 bales, more or less
damaged, at prices varying from $20 50 to $42 25
per bale. The materials of the ship were also sold.
The sales realized near $30,000.

The brig A. Avery, Angell, is loading with dam-
aged cotton for New York; also, brig Biogham,
Sonthick.

The burnt ship Orleonthe, or as much of her as
the flames spared, is to be sent to New York or Mys-
tic, Ct., to be rebuilt. Capt. Spates, of the bark
Lyre, takes her on.

The brig Lillia Mills, Weeks, sailed for Havana on
the 12th.

12th for the Bird Islands, Carribbean sen.
The Island remains perfectly healthy. No rain of
