The RIver-Levees ared Crevaaese.

The West Baton Rouge Sugar Planter of Saturday
announces that in consequence of the rapid rise ofthe river it has been compelled to movre its oice.

Tlie Concordia Intellgeer of Priday lat has the
following :
IThe river at this point been steadily gainngsinuoe our la report. By meanremnent on Thuorsday
morning of last week, the river had exceeded thehighest water of last year, eight inches, and by mea-
surement yeaterday morning, the water exceeded the
hifr water mark of last year 13 inches, making the
gin for the week Sve ince We hare no accurate
guide by which to etebhii the altitude of the river
in 180, bt it is the impreon of thoeae weve co
versed with upon the subject, that the river now, at
tbis point, is higher than in that memorable year,
notwithstanoding so much damage as yet has not
been experienced, owing, no doubt, to the more eh.
clent condition of the levees.

Tbh Marengo levee continuee impregnable, and the
opinion is entertained that though the exertions of
the force employed upon it, that it can be kept up
unless the river rises much above the preent point,
Bllit Bayou Levee settled in one or more placethis week, but was immediately repaired, and is now
in good condition.

The prspeets are certainly gloomy and discourag.ing ; with as much water as can be sccemfully com-
bated, tr onlry alvatlon seema to be in a speedy ea-
nation of the rise. The ipeagewater itaking ef'ec
upon the plantation near the river, and the crops
are being seriously aflected.

We learn that Wednesday morning last the Han-
derson levee broke. The gap has already extended
several hundred feet, through which the water is
booming with tremendous force, threatening im-
metse destruction. The break is aboot thirteenmils below Vidalia, and near where the break of loot
year occurred.

The Vicksburg Whig of Saturday ays :
The river was rising yesterday at the rate of one

inch and a quarter in twenty-four hoorM at this point.
It was sixteen inches bhove the high-water mark of
1850, and nineteen inches above the watetclne of
1858, last evening.

The Vicksburg Southrot of Saturday says:
Some onmitlgated scoundrel or decondrel, not nat-

isfled with the deetruction which the flood ics cratingin Madison parish, sought to increase It on Monday

In the courseof a few hors the water from this break overflowed
the.plantations of Col. White, (washing away all hisbuildings) Barney, Biggs, Grove, Dr. Young and oth.I eram, and gradually extending ontil nearly all the
plantetiqs from Yoang's Point to Brown and John.
stun's, bow Vicksbuorg, including these on WalnuiBayon nearest the crevasse, were either partially or
entirely submerged. .umr

A few days after another crevasse occnrred at theplantation of Mr. Matthews, just above DiamondIsland Bend. The great levee at the Diamond Island
Bend was either cut or gave away from the pressure
of water against it in a day or two afterwards. Bed.
ford's levee broke on the 10th, entirely overflowing
his plantation, and adding to the vast volume of wa-
tar pouring down upon bayous Videl and Roundaway,
which were already overflowing.

On the 15th still another break occurred just belowDuckport. at Culbertson's plantation, and another
further down at the John L. Harrisplace. Fromthese
creovsaes It is feared that the whole of Madison, and
much of Coocordia and Tensos, will besobmerged.

The picture is a deplorable one, trly. The plant-
ers have given up all efforts to stay the flood that is
pouring through their broken levees at all points.
Nothing but a speedy and rapid decline is the river
will save that wealthy portion of our State from rmin
and desolation. Richmond is under water, the Vicks.
burg and Shreveport Railroad for several milea
washed up, while untold loss has resulted from the
destruction of the newly planted crop.

Le Meesager, published in the parish of St.
Jacques, of the 23d Inst., states that on the previous
Saturday night a crevasse.break occurredit the levee
just above the residence of Mr. Robert Delogny. The
alarm was immediately given, and in a sbort tIme
over fte hundred hands collected from the neighbor-
ing plantations, and by indefatigable exertions closed
the gap, everything being reported sate next day.

La Jeone Am rique, published in the parish of St.
Jean Baptiste, of the 23d inst., states that on the pre.
vious Tuesday a crevasse occurred on the upper bor-
der of the parish of St. Charles, just above the resi-
dences uf MM. Bouligny and Ganacheau. That paper
states that halfan hour before the erevame was dis-
covered, the levee, among the most solid and substan-
tial works of the kind in the State, was sound and
uninjured as ever. When discovered the breach bad
the appearance of being cut through rather than
washed, and the water was pouring through in a vol.
ume six feet wide and three feet deep. It was sup-
posed that the levee was cot by some malicious mis -
creant, and endeavors to ferret out the truth of the
matter are being made by the enraged inhabitants of
the vicinage.
